The Tennesee Hospital for the Insane, the moet

noble of the charitable institutions of tho State, lo-

cated in the vicinity, deserves your attention and
ttill further aid. that oob'.o State charity is an
honor to Tenneee, erected after an inspection of
most of the similar institutions in other States, at a
cost of several hundred thousand dollars. In com-

pany with the Secretary of State, I have visited the
institution, spent the day there, and by it efficient
officers we wero thown through ull it; and
out-do- or departments. In its condition and man-

agement we found it to be all that its triends and
the friends of humanity could desire. 1 was acton-ishe- d

to learn that patients were coming in at an
average of one for every thirty-si- x hours ! But the
ruinous effects ef this wicked rebellion will be to
till all the Insane Asylums ol' the South with pa-

tients. For the details in regard to past operations
and present nocciiities of this institution, I refer
vou to the report of the Superintendent and Chief
Surgeon, an intelligent citizen, and a faithful and
able officer.
