Pacific steamer Pre-

mier, Captain O'Brien, arrived here at |
5 o'clock last evening, several hours

behind hand.

ship Abyssinia arrived from China |

Those
for the Sound and Portland came over
on the Premier. At Port Townsend
the customs officers examined the Chi-
namen and their certificates, and sev-
enteen were found with certificates
which did not accurately describe
their possessions, and the luckless
Chinamen were ordered back to Van-
couver. The examination of the Chi-
namen and their certificates occupied
several hours, and this accounts for
our delay.”
