SOME PERSONAL OPINIONS,

Chief Justice Jones, Judge Burke,
Mr. H. G. Struve and Mr. Dexter
Horton were members of a party of
gentlemen who on Wednesday visited
the site selected for the works. Yester-
day sfternoon a reporter asked these
gentiemen their opinions of the loca-
cation, with the following result:

Judge Burke: “The site is unsur-
passed for that particular industry.,
It combines almost every natural ad-
vantage. It is within easy reach of
the sources of supply, that is, the raw
material, and is practically on the
greatest fresh water harbor on the
coast. The inauguration of this en-
terprise will undoubtedly resultin the
opening of the canal to Lake Wash-
ington within two years at least, thus
making it what I termed ii, the great-
est fresh water harbor on the coast, if
not in the world. Yes, sir, the loca-
tion is as near perfect as possible.”

H. G. Struve: “In my judgment
the site selected is most admirably
adapted to the uses and purposes for
which it was intended. The site is an
almost level front with a gentle slope
toward the lake and comprising over
20 aeres. It is sitaated on the shores
of a great deep fresh water lake adapt-
ed for all parposes of commerce and
as a secure harbor. It is within six
miles of Seattle and contigueus to two
lines of railroad, which can readily
transport to the spot the raw material
used in the manufacture of iron and
transport the manufactaored product
with little expense to thé markets of
the world. The situation of the site
is picturesque, heaithful and attractive.
A little engineering skill will make it
the most attractive town site in the
west. The situation on the eastern
shore of the lake and when connected
by a short spur with the main line of
the Lake Shore road, dispenses with
' the circuitous route around the north

end of the lake and makes the works
readily accessible to the deposits of
irgn ore, coal and coke and other ma-

Judge Burke—Its most obvions ef-
fect will be to swell the already con-
siderable volume of traffic now carried
over the first division of that road.
The establishment of blast furnaces
and iron and steel works on the scale
proposed means the transportation
over the Seattle, Lake Shore & Eastern
railway of at least two hundred thou-
sand tons of ore every year, besides
coal and fluxes. Apart from the sin-
gie item of ore traffic, there will be, of
course, a very large freight trafiic of a
miscellaneous character to be carried
to and from the works., Upon the site
chosen for the works there will soon
arise a manufacturing town numbering
several thousand in population. This,
again, will furnish the road with a very
considerable passenger traffic. Clas-
tering around this principal industry
there will spring up a lot of minor and
related industries, giving emmployment
to thousands of men, requiring for
their use thousands of tons of freight
annually.

THE IXDIRECT BENEPITS
Resnlting to the =eattle, Lake Shore
and Eastern Railway from the estab-
lishment of such works are very con-
siderable. Every five thousand added
o the population of Seattle very large-
Iy increases the freight and passenger
traffic over the Seattle, Lake Shore and
Eastern Railway. But the fact should
not be overlooked, that probably this
i« only the beginning of manufactur-
ing enterprises of that sort, Ithasnet
been so much guestioned for the last |
twelve months whether there would |
be iron and steel works, and blast far-
naces erected somewhere along the line
of the Seattle, Lake Shore and Eastern
Railway, near Seattle, as what one of
the several companies that have been
investigating this matter, shonld be
the frst to evect them. It is very well
known that the nmumerous rich and
extensive beds of iron cre along the
lime of the Sesttle, Lake Shore and
Eastern Railway have, for upwards of
a vear last past, aitracted the atten-
tion of some of the weslthiest and
most prominent iron factors in the
United States. The mineral riches of
that particulsr region have, within the
last six months, been expiored and
thoroughly investigated by cne of the
most eminent irom experts in the
United States, and his report, made
some mounths ago, bas awakened
throughout manufscturing circes of
the East, the greatest attention. It
would not be st all surpricing if, with-
in the next eighteen months, two or
three other tlast furnaces and rolling
miils should te estatdished al Seattle.
The distinction of Mr. Kirk and his
associstes will be thet they have had

OWNERSHIP,

Soon after the first settlement of the
Puget Sound country the conviction
became general among the settlers
that there existed valuable mineral de-
posits at some point in the Cascade
mountains nearly east of Seattle. It
was noticed that the Snoqualmie In-
dians who occasionally wandered
down to the coast brought with them
pieces of a black mineral substance
whose exsct nature was not clear to the
pioneers, who were better woodsmen
than they were mineralogists.

organizing an expedition to find the
deposits of the substance, the ex-
act location of which the Indians
either would not or could not tell
Nothing was done in the matter, how
ever, and in course of time interest in
the subject died oat and the vpecimen=
of ore which the Indians continued to
bring down from time to time excited
only passing attention. Among those
whose mind continued to dwell on the
Iarge body of ore which ail admitted
was hidden somewhere in the moun
tains, however, was

One of the most clear-headed, ener.
getic and enterprising of the ploneers.
His attention, like that of his fellow
settiers, had been called to the subject
by the pieces of mineral displayed by
the Indians, snd he never for a mo-
moment wavered in his determination
to find the deposit from which the |
specitsens had been taken. From the
fact that the mineral was veed by the
Indians to make paint. he comcluded
that it was plumbage, and the sup
posed plumbago mine in the interior
thereafier occupied no small portion
of kis thoughts,

While they were lying there, recover-
ing from the fatigue of the long march,
the peculiar appearance of the tower-
ing cliff on the other side of the stream
attracted Mr. Denny's attention. The
peculiar red tinge which marked it
made the nature of the mineral of
which it consisted apparent even to
the unpracticed eye. Turning to his
companions Mr. Denny said, “We
have not found plumbago, but we have
found iron.” It was true. The dis-
covery was made. Before the explor-
i ers towered
A MOUNTAIN OF 1ROX,
which has no equal on earth. The
supposed plumbago which the Indians
had carried to the coast was {n reslity
only micacious hematite, the m»t-:ruf»
pings of which marked this, the most
wonderful deposit of iron ore which
has yet been discovered.
+ The party quickly crossed the
strexm and reached the iron ledge,
The only implement which they had
was a #small axe and with this dn;y be-
#an to break specimens from the great
body of iron ore which towered above
them, uncovered and awaiting the ap-
proach of man, They were soon con-
vineed thatthey had discovered a body
of magnetic iron ore of wonderful pur-
ity and that the discovery was one of
the utmost importance to the Pacifie
Coast. It was on Aungust 24, 180, that
this discovery was made. The moun-
tain of iron, which was then for the
first time beheld by white men, is lo-
cated on the northern fork of the Sno-
qualmie river, and almost within the
famous Snoqualimie pass. It is about
sixty-five miles due east of Seattle and
is about thirty-six hundred feet above
the level of the sea. Mr. Denny and
his companions at once took
MEASURES TO SECURE POSSERSION
Of this wonderful property. The
mine waxs formally lucated in the fol-
lowing autamn, and the discoverers
filed mineral claims in the office of the
anditor of King county. Since that
time the mine has been visited every
vear by either Mr. Denny eor Mr,
Borst, the mine and the surrounding
country has been surveyed and every-
thing necessary has beer: done to make
good the title of the discoverers, Mr.
Dexter Hortun, of this ¢ity, entered the
syndicate soon after the discovery of
the mine and one of the filings was
made by kim.  Others were made also
by Angus Mackintosh and James Tay-
lor, and several years ago a joint stock
company known as the Denny Iron
Mining Company was organized and
1o this the property was tran-ferred.
The stockholders of this company are
A. A Denny, J. W. Borst, James Tay-
lor, Angus Mackintosh, Dexter Hor-
ton, Orange Jacbbs and John R. Kin-
near. It became evident several years
ago that an effort would be made to
take thiz valuable property from its
lawful possessors by the
NORTHERS PFACIFIC,
Some of whose officials openly boast.
ed that their company would secure
control of the Puget Sound Shore rail-
road, a» well as of ali the coal and
iron properties around Seatile, and
that the product of the Seattie coal
and iron fields would come no pearer
to this city than Black River June-
tion. The Enowledge of this boast put
Mr. Denny and his asseciates on their
guard. They realized that their snine
wazs one of the legitumate resources of
Seattle and that to divert the ad-
vantages arising from its operation to
any other ity would be nothing short
of an outrage. They accordingly de-
termined that they would not part
with their property under any con-
siderstions which would permit Se-
sttle to lose the advantages which
were naturally ber own. From this
Setermination they have never wav-
ered. They have refused the most
tempting offers. They have disve-
gerded coaxing and threatening and
have clung to their one condition with
a loyalty to their city which is al-
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
