*e* it forever To attempt a sketch of
the progress of the territory during
tlii- era would be entirely foreign to
thi* article. It i- l*st, therefore, to
leave the story of the young common-
wealth at the etui of the last struggle
of against the advance of

civilixatioii.
A glance over the hi-torv of the

territory from the separation from
Oregon to tlie outbreak of the great

reliellion cannot but lead to the con-
viction that the great man of that
period, the man who shaped the laws
and institutions of the new territory,
the man who towered afxive all others
as the leading genius ijf the pioneer
days was OK\XUF. JtOfllß'

Governor Isaac I. Stevens. Was born in New York in IHJ9. In
liCll he went to Michigan, taking hi-
father and mother along. There he
grew up, and there he studied law. In
MB4 he got a two horse ten in and went
to Oregon, settling in the southern
part of the state, where, excepting four
year* spent in the Williamette valley,
lie mined for gold, taught school and
edited a newspaper, and practiced law
off and on for seventeen years. In
liU» he was ap|ioiiited bv President
(irant associate justice of tlie supreme
court of Washington Territory, in
ISTUwas appointed chief justice, and
in IMTt reappointed. I n the latter year
lie was nominated lor delegate to con-

firess bv the Republicans, and elected ;?eing al-o renominated and re-elected
in IsTfi. Cpon hi- return from con-
gress he resumed his residence in Seat
tie, and in 187! i was elected mayor of
the city. FriMii that time to tliis he
has practiced law. For ten year* he
has been a regent of the I'riiversitv,
and was treasurer of the board all that
time. In 1885 he was elected to the
legislative council. He is u partial
owner of the Newcastle <tml mine, and
one of the owners of the Denny iron
mine. The Judge has a wile and eight
children.

Whose death on the battlefield of
ChantiUy stopped his steady progre«s
toward immortal fame. (lover nor
Stevens was in every respect a great
man. In spite of a carele-s hahit of
dre-- ami manners which he doubtless
acquired during his c ireer on the fron-
tier, hi* grestne-s impressed itself
upon all with whum he came in con-
tact and men readily accepted him as
their leader. Governor Steven- is, and
perhaps will ever I*-, the central figure
of the lii-t >ry of oar nommonwealtb.
and it i« fitting that this rapi I review
of a jiortion of that history should
close with the following tribute to that
great man, which was included in the
address of Hon. 11. t!. Struve already
«o largely quoted from.

"Governor Stevens was in many
respects a very remarkable man.
Endowed by nature with strong intel-
lect, carefully educated in youth,
trained by long use in places of high
responsibility and with a heart filled
with generous impulses, he w:i« quick
to gra«p the real merits of every que«-
tton presented for solution. Although
a man of strong impulses, which at

times led him astrav.be *s< seldom
\s-reeptibly swayed by prejudice. He
was quick to act and tenacious of pur-
po-e. Genial and kindly in di-|»o-i-
--tion, making hosts of friend-and rare
ly listing the confidence of any one
who once became attached to him, so

pure was hi« character that, though
parsing through hotly contested |ollti
cal struggles, the most envenomed par
ti an never presumed to question hi-
l>er«onal integiit\ A- governor he
successfully conducted one of the most
-anguinarv Indian wars that ever dc-
va-t&ted the Western frontiers. A-

Came from Illinois in ISSI. a young
man of 1!» years. He landed at Alki
Point September 35th. and a few
months later came over to what is now
Seattle, where he has since continued
to reside. To Mr. Denny and hi* wife
was issued the first marriage license
in King countv. and their marriage
bv Dr. Maynard. justice of the peace,
likewise was the first in the county.

ter-lake canal, the street railway, sell-
ing lots and building house-. The
Denny park wa ? given to the city by
him.

MBS. HCIAM,

One of the early settler-" of Snohomish
county, where she patiently endure*!
dangers, privations anil trial* for a
long time similar to those experienced
by all the pioneer* in the more
remote >n<l inaccessible juirts of this
frontier region. She live-! in Snoho-
mish City.

Of Ttromi. came to >an Francisco in
the ship Golden Eagle, via Cape Horn,
in 1852, and immediately after came
on to Port Townsend. Ilis first work
was to build the 40-ton schooner A. Y.
Trask. in which he went trading with
the Indians on the northwest coast,

lie had two cannon mounted on her
and carried a strong crew of well-
armed meV After sailing her two or
three years the Indian war broke out.
Moses Me Ulister wa« killed in Octo-
ber. 1*55. by Indians on the plains
liack of StieUcoom. Burns took the
news at once to I'ort Townsend,
spreading the alarm all over the lower
sound. A company of sixty men was
organized at Port fown-end and on
Whidhy Island.commanded bv E. B.
K!>ey. who went on the A. Y. Trask to
the scene of hostilities They sailed
up the Snohomish, the schooner be-
ing the iir~t MM to . navigate that
river. Fort Kt>ey was built and garri-
soned, anil though no bloodshed im-
medlately followed the movement the
the effect was re-training on the In-
dians, and to that extent beneficial.
Six of the sixty men in that ex|>edi-
tion participated in the excursion and
picnic yesterday, namely: J. J. 11.
Van Bokkelen. John Thornton. John
Alexander. William Hisliop, Daniel
Browntield and J. E. Burns. <'aptain
Burns and hi' schooner remained in
the government service during the re-
mainder of the struggle. They assisted
the Decatur in the defense of Seattle
i>n the memorable 2iith of January,
IK."*;. Captain Burns lias l>een in the
legislature, Tacoma council, and helil
other offices, lie has a wife-and five
children.

Is one of the pioneersof county,
though now a citizen ofOlympia. Mr.

\>ne. that of I'niversity regent.

M*6s btZBY,

With wife and two children, croascd
the plains iu 1852, staving at Cane-
mah. near Oregon City, the following
winter, and coming to Pnget Sound
early in ISM Thev settled on Whid-
bv Island, where Mr. Busby engaged
in farming and milling, and where he
has ever since continued to dwell.

The Ituihy Hour, the Buzby butter,
and in fact, anv other product of the
Ruibv family, have lone tieen locally
noteil a« tlie'lie-t in the market. Mr.
Bnibv has l*en in the Territorial leg-
islature. a county commissioner,
school director and justice of the
peace. His son, Isaac W. Buiby, is a
reputable citizen of Seattle, an I his
daughter. Sarah R. Porter, the wife of
a Wliidby Island fanner.

ARTHfE k. »>KSST
Came across tlie continent in 1851,
from Illinois to Oregon, accom-
panied by his wife, his broth-
er David, and others. They lo-
cated in the fall of the year at Alki
Point, in what was then Thurston
county, but is now King. Shortly af-
ter the settlement at the Point trans-

ferred its location to the east shore of
what is now the harUir of Seattle,

where the men ti>ok claims and pro-
ceeded to found and build the town of
Seattle. Arthur A. Denny was made
a commissioner of Thurston county,
anil afterwards a commissioner of
King, when the latter was created by
act of the Oregon legislature. He was
also appointed lirst postmaster of Se-
attle. In 18M he wa* elected to the
legislature and for nine consecutive
xe-sions represented the county in
that body, at one session serving as
speaker. Iu IMil he was appointed by
president Lincoln Register of the land
olfic? at Olyiupia, which position he
held four years, and in 18115 he was
elect.-. 1 delegate to congress on the Re-
publican ticket. During the pa»t
twenty years he has devoted himself
to home affairs, being elected repeat-
edly to the city council, acting as re-
gent of the Territorial I'niversity. and
giving hi« attention to of
other local tru-t \ He was one of the
organixers of the Seattle and Walla
Walla railroad, and during the ten

years life of"that company was its
president. He is now its vice-presi-
dent, as also vice-president of the
Puget Sound Shore tine, Sydney Dil-
len. of New York, being president.
Mr. Denny was one of the lir-t mer-
chants of Seattle, and was also one of
the first to engage in steamlioating.
I>uring the past seventeen years he
has l>een personally engaged in bank-
ing, being vice-president of the house
of I). Horton Co. He is one of the
owners of the famous Denny iron
mine. Mr. Denny took an active part
in the Indian war. He has had six
children, all of whom are yet living.

In
lxi>7 he came to Seattle, where he en-
gaged in tailoring and the clothing
business. By diligence, prudence atxi
perseverenc-e, he has accumulated con-
siderable property, among other pieces
U'ing the line brick block on the north-
east corner of Front ami Columbia
streets. Mr. Kenney has been a city
councilman several times.

Was the tir-t white child liorn in King
county?m 18.V2. Her father, the tal-
ented and promising tieorge N. Mc-
t'onaha, was Seattle's first attorney,
and he represented the county in the
first Territorial legislature. Coining
from Olvmpia. the capital, in a canoe,
accompanied by Captain Bar-tow and
four Indians, in the spring of 1854, !«?-
fore the coming of the first steamboat,
a »|uall overturned the frail craft ami
Harstow.

Came ill 1552 to Whidby 1 land, *here
lie still lives with his wife and three
children. He N a farmer, has lieru a
member of the legislature, county
treasurer, etc.

MRS. ITDU C. LOW,
Widow of Uie late J. X. Low, came
with her husband, the Dennys and
Terrys, in ls.il. Kor a time they were
located on Alki Point, but later went
to Chamber's Prairie, an i afterwards
to Snohomish City, where Mrs. I.ow
continues to make her home.
