Unt, that an account of ft will b«- of
general interest. There were four
parties in the expedition, and heing
well Ktippiied witii provision*, pack
animals anil assaying apparntu~ they
reached the casern -l ie of Mount
l.yell on or ahont the ».th .lay of July.
There they found c .nsl lcrable mineral
in Mratihed lormation, ami remaine<i
several days.

In the party wax a young man of
about 21 years of age. He had light
hair, blue eyes, a delicate frame and a
nervous temperament. I'rior to join-
ing the party he had been living in
Inyo county, and for a vear had lieen
using water ironi a spring wtich by
quantitative analysis alio we I con-
siderable amount' of iron and copper.
It appears that on the fith of July, at
alxiut 10 a. m , after the party had
reached a lofty eminent e, on the
mountain, they discovered a big reef
of mineral, much resembling manga-
nese afid chrome iron. They
took sample pieces from the
belt, arid were returning to their
camping place when one of them,
missing the young man heretofore al-
luded to, looked around and found
him standing on the reef of mineral as
straight as a rod of iron, and almost
as rigid. In a moment all hands were
up to him and plied him with <]uu -

Uona. He could not move, nor apeak,
nor fall?neither could his feet he
loosened from the mineral lieneath
them.
