There are many
etber advantages which suggest them
lelve*. not the least of which is the matter
sf health. With an abuudance of water
for the purpose of fiushiug our sewers and
washing away the surface filth of the city,
who ran doubt that we will be both health
tor Hid happier?

Your committee next considered the
feasibility of tbe city obtaining her owu
water supply. This consideration natur-
aily divines itself into three parts the
tarsi, tbe engineering and the financial.

Tuder the charter, the city of Seattle
ba« power to erect and maintain
water-works and to issue negotiable bonds
«t warrants for this purpose, payable at a
Bat* d time and bearlug Interest at a rate
sot exceeding 10 per cent, tier annum.
Tbe*»- warrants to lie redeemed and inter
est paid <»ut of a specified fund. There
is no limit, except the will of the people,
and the restrictions contained in tbe 4th
vetiou of the act ofcongress of the 80th of
Jul*, (Pamphlet law s P. 171),

to the aniouut of bonds for this purpose,
which may be issued Your committee
would stale that on this subject they have
consulted several eminent legal Counsel*.

Your committee directed tbe city eugi
Beer. J. <». Scurry, K*q., to prepare approx
teste estimates for the construction of a

water system to be fed from Rock creek,
and would refer tbe council for a full un
derttaudiux of this portion of the subject
to the excellent report ofMr. Scurry, which
Is herewith appended and made part of
this report

You will observe that Mr. Scurry esti
Mas the total cost of constructing the
complete system to the reservoir in Seattle
itthe pnm nf 9764.M0, exclusive of the dis-
tribution of the water through the city.
Your committee desired him to make a
liberal estimate and we are confident that
be bss dona SO. it i* somewhat difficult to
estimate tbe cost of distribution, as the
field i« constantly expanding and by the
time the eouduit Is completed the city will
have urestlv Increased her population.

In the juugmeut of your committee, the
ettiiens of Seattle should be asked to
authorize the Issue of bouds not to exceed
tbe sum of one million dollars, which
smouut will be large enough to cover the
expense of constructing what will
be the most complete and excellent water

?«tem of any city In the Tnited States,
ou will perceive that the supply is cal-

calated to be sufficient for a citv of 100,000

rpulation When we exceed tnat amount
will be very easy to parallel the pro-

posed Hue and supply tbe same from feed
er* in the neighltornood of the head works
SB Hock creek.

Your committee has made inquiries of
?ereral prominent financiers as to the
probable value of our bonds in the money
Markets of the world, supposing the bonds
to he issued according to law, and areas
\u25a0Bred that the same eau be placed at an
iaterest charge of not exceeding six per
cent, per aununi. should the amount of
bouds mentioned be ll'OasSl 3. the
amount of interest to be raised every year
would be, *a> |.'io,ooi) Your committee is of
opinion that the liest way to provide for the
payment of the same, together with the
®pe rating expense, would tie to charge
frotn resident* a very moderate water reut
and to levy a special tax on a 1 the taxable
Property of tbe city to make ut» tbe balauce
In the maimer provided for tu Sec. 1b of
the city charter Hut this matter can be
fwperly aud fully considered la the future.

Regarding the head works, the right-of-
way sod the ground necessary for reaer
*JHr* your committee is Informed that tbe
city i* invested with full power to con
wtum property for the same.

Your committee therefore recommend

Some time ago Chief Collins of the fire

department made a report urging the de-
slrability of rraklng changes la the sys-
tem of governing the Ire department.
The Are aad water committee carefully
considered bis suggestion* and in turn sub-
mitted several recommendation* on the
subject. Last evening an ordinance was
famed In accordance with thc-omminee's
report. The chief object of the ordinance
is to abolish the board of fire delegates and
bring the control of the department
direetly under the city council. Tbi* is in
?ccordance with the expressed desire of
all of the active firemen. Heretofore all
of the roles for the government of thedepartment were fram-d by the board of
flre delegates. The board was the tribunal
which decided afl disputes and < surassed
the department election returns. It
Is charged that the board practically re
solved itself Into a political machine.
Inder the new ordinance, the duties
formerly performed by the fire delegates
are delegated to the fire and water com-
mittee, with the city council a-, tbe rupreme controlling and advisory power.
Several small change* were made In tbe
rales governing the department. Mr.
Green advocated limiting the maximum
membership ofeach company to 40 Instead
of75 as at present, but Mayor Moran and
all of tbe other memb"rs present declared
themaelve* opposed to such a change.

THE FLFTH *TKCrr fiHibt.
The street committee rejortcd again»t

ir-ontinjr several petition* for ebauging
the grade of Fifth street. and the report
»U adopted. Several Fifth street property
owner* were present, and on their behalf

3, the .late of the burglarr. He said he had
been picking hops at Pnvallap ami came
to Seattle and paid some bills. He »lept at
the New Kagland hotel that night and
th -n decided to go back to I'uval'np to
work. He says he went to Taioina the
next day and a* it wax raiulng remained
there several days, or uutil his arrest. It
was Impossible to get much information
from him as to his whereabouts while In
Seattle on the 3d. The examination was
continued for 10 days, to give the territory
an opportunity to secure more evidence.
In the meantime the authorities will at-
tempt to get Hartwell, alias Martin, here
ou re<iui«ltlou. Proaccu'ing Attorney
Konald was not present ye»terdav to con-
duct tbe prosecution, and it U said ha has
abandoned the case.
