A SOLID TRAIN OF HOPS.

Sixteen Cars to ;n To-day — Two
More Trains to Follow.
A through train of 16 cars of hops

will leave Seattle over the Puget Sound
Shore railroad this afternoon at 2:30
for New York. Each car will contain
75 bales, averaging 200 pounds each,
and the train load will aggregate a
value of nearly $50,000. Nine of these
cars belong to Mr. A. J. Luce of New
York, who purchased the bulk of the
Seattle Hopgrowers’ Association crop,
at Snoqualmie, and the other seven
cars are owned by various Seattle hop
buyers. Arrangements have been
made for the train to go through
without delay. It goes over the Shore
line to Stuck junction, from there to
St. Paul over the Northern Pacific,
thence to Chicago over the Wisconsin
Central, and thence by the Traders’
Dispatch to New York.
