The fouudation of the engine b of

the new Front street cable road, a¥the cor-
uer of Second and Depot streets, upon
which operations have beem vigorously
pusheddaring the past several days, was
fimished last night, and work will begin on
the superstrmoture tO-mMOrrowW moruning.
Two blocks of Second street have been
torn up, from Battery unorth, aud are in
readiness for the reception of the iron
yokes of the double track. Material for
the construction of 5000 feet of the line has
already arrived, and the remainder will be
shipped from San Francisco as rapldly as it
is prepared. A number of teams are now
engaged in hanling the material from the
wharf to the seene of operations.
