Cleveland Foresaw Defeat -Scott
and Dlcklnaoa Dejected.

CHICAGO, NOV. BL? Following are extracts
from a disj atch to the Daily Sew* by its
Waskicgten correspondent, who has been
in New York the past montu

When President Cleveland had prepared
the firs? draft of hia message, he sent for
the hecretary of the treasury to submit the
document for hi*criticism, aud remarked:
"Fairchild, 1 have written something here
that will defeat me for re-election, but it's
right." The fulfillment of that prophecy
was resd in this raorniug's papers, and
that the tariff brought it about was con
ceded by the managers of his campaign
this morning.

Cleveland lost votes in the manufactur-
ing centers of New York and gained none
among the farmers. The reduced majority
he received in Brooklyn is largely due to
the friends of Archie Bliss, one of the
Democratic congressmen from that city,
who voted aeaiust the Mills bill and was
defeated for renomination by federal office
holders for that reason. In New York city
tbe friends of Congressman Merriman,
who was defeated for renomination in a
similar mauuer and for a similar
reason, "got even" with the admin-
istration when they went to the

Ells. Of the chief causes of Harrison's
?ge gains in tbe country perhaps most

efteetive was the indifference of local
Democratic leaders throughout the state to
Cleveland's chances, particularly in strong
Republicaa districts where there were uo
local officers to fight for. The president
neglected these men in passing the offices
around. They spent their time and monev
to elect him governor and then president
lour years ago. aad declined to gire him
any more credit until something should
be paid on account
