SHIPPING OF THE SOUND.

.

Extraordinary Exports — Freights
Unchanged —Charters.

Porr Townsexn, Nov. 10.—Sixteen
vessels have sailed from Puget Sound
the past week. Of this namber 11
carried lumber to foreign ports as fol-
lows: BSix cargoes for Melbourne,
two for Sydney, one for Buenos
Ayres, one for Santa Rosalia and one
for Shanghai. This is an almost un-
precedented amount of exports tor
one week, especially in the last men-
tioned product and the fact of so
many foreign shipments out of the
number makes it more notable.

The arrivals have hardly kept pace
with the departures and hence the
fleet in port numbers nine less than
the preeeding week, Freight rates
remain the same as last quoted on all
Sound exports. Gharters have not
been active, but this is more attribut-
able to a paucity of vessels than a lack
of demand for same. Therefore it is
argued that a uniform increase in
lumber and wheat freights may be
=oon looked for. Coastwise tonnage
finds profitable employment in the
coal trade.
