TV ttr of;*he citv of Seattle, it is pro-
vided, that: -The city of Soattle has
power to erect and maintain water works,

or to authorise the erection of the same for
the purpose of furnishing the city with a
sufficient sapplv of water, but no such
works shall be creeled by the city until a
nislority oi the voters of the city, at a
general or special election, shall vote for
the same."

dav of November, A. I). isss, in said city of
Seattle, in King county, Washington Terri-

A system ofwater works, for the pnrpose

The city of Heattie doea ordain a;* follows-.

Section 1. That all f.u4
smokepipes now in u*e or that may hera»

Bec. 4. All owners or oecnranta of any.
building or buildings in>aid*city in which
there is a defective stovepibe, shall v» hep
notified by the chief of the fire department
or his assistant, comply with all the above
provision*, and also replace a bad or de-
fective stovepipe in the mauner herein be-
fore provided when so ordered.

Hec. 6. That It shnlA be the duty of the
chief of the Are department, his assistant,
all members of said department and the
police officers of the city to strictly enforce
this ordinare and arrest and complain of
any and all persons violating the mine.

Bee 6. Any person or oersons violating
any of the provisions of this ordinance
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and on conviction thereof shall be fined In
any sum not less than five dollars nor
more than one hundred dollars, or by im-
Trisonment for a term not exceeding thirty
days, or by both such fine and imprison-
ment.

Sec. 7. Thia ordinance 'shall take effect
and be In force from and after its pas-
sage and approval.
