Couatrjr ParUewlartjr Adapted.

Northwest Horticulturist.
We acknowledge a sample of cran-

berries from the pioneer cranberry
grower in the Northwest, A. J. Burr,
of Olvmpia. In the year 1877 be
planted three 50-foot beds of New
Jersey vines, from whicb, in the third
year, being the first year of bearing,
he realized three large sugar barrels
fail of berries. The success of cran-
berry growing and the demand for
vine# in the Sound country has been
such that Mr. Burr ha< iieen unable to
raise a very large crop himaelf. Two
years aeo. a fire swept over hi* bog at

aster bay and destroyed two acres,
is year he has growing at the same

place four acres from which he realized
three barrel*. The next year being the
right age for bearing, he will probably
realize 35 barrels.

Mr. Burr suggeets in regard to plant-
ing muck or peat land that overflows
to about the Ist of May, as best. Plant
in rows two fret apart, nutting the
vinee six inches apart in tne rows, and
forcing them into the mud with a
wedge shape dibble or forked stick from
foar to »ix inches deep. Pack the
earth around it. PuM the weeds the
fim two years, the third year they
will bear, and then l>e of'no more
trouble. Plant any time from March
to June 15th.

The cranberry industry is increasing
every year. The time is not far dis-
tant when our western citic- will be
more than -applied with home-grown
berries, and equal in flavor to that of
anv other part of the world.
