Your testimony in that respect is unnecessary,
and that you should constiiate yourse.f their
ehampiou is. ou your part, simply unwarranted
arrogance and preaumpion. By way of further
reply you aay that I am "a carpet-la;
office-holder, who came to the territory
with a commission la my pocket."
I presume the only reason why
you did not have one when you came was
because you could oot get it 1 earned the com-
mission Iheld at thai time, aueb as it was.
When the war of (be rebellion broke oat ia 1861,
I left my home ia Northern California traveled
7.000 miles at my own expense and enlisted as a
private soldier in the armiea of the United
Mates, at H3 per month.

from pnrely patriotic mo Ives, offer to lay life
and health and all pecuniary consideratioua
upon the altar ofhis country. You have seen
proper ia yoar let er to roier to arren Hast-
ing* Itiabut natural that you sh uld look
upon him aa one of the most admirable
characters in history. Tour reference to
him ia fitting and appropriate. To use your
own language, "comparing small things wita
great," yoar highest ambition, in all probabi.-
iiy,is to follow in the footsteps of that rapa-
cious character and plunder cities and staiee,
individuals and corporations, for yonr owu per-
sonal benefit and that of your clients, the cor-
porations, whom you ore professing to serve so
faithfully. In further reply to the propositions
Isubmitted aa the conclusioua agreed to by the
harbor line commission, you go oa to state,with
maliae in yoar heart and falsehood upon your
tongue, that 1 "have continually, ever sinpe I
came to the territory, held office or been seek-
ing it" This is o deliberate and unblashiag
falsehood for which yoa are abeolately without
excuse. Itistrael have held a variety of offi-
cial positions, some of them by election, others
by appointment. That you have aot been so
honored to oay great extent ia aot my fault,
ond for thot fact Isboald not be held responsi-
ble Though I hove held a namberof these
poeitions 1 can furnish the proof that in every
single, eolitary instance, whether of election or
»p,ointment, the office nas sought me before I
sought the office. During a residence
of nearly two>ve years la the territory
yoa have never once beard my name
mentioned aa a can lidate for any office what-
ever, with my consent; prior to my nomination,
elt otioa or appointment lam entirely wil.lng
that my record as a public offloer should be
fully investigated, confid ut thai it will prove
that I have faithfully endeavored to diacharge
properly,every public truat wbicnhaa ever been
committed to my charge. If yuur lack of con-
science, yoar moral obliquity, oud yonr avari-
cioua disposition have better ttttod you to serve
the interests of grasping home and loreign cor-
porationa, then you are poorty qualified to dic-
tate to me now I ehall discharge my duties to
the state, to Seattle or to North Yakima. The
charge that I, as a m-mber of the harbor line
commission, sm"'proposing to commit one of
the greatest public thefts on record" comes with
0 poor grace from one who has not hesitated to
utter aad publish the moat uabiushing false-
hoods, aad to attempt the most m<«<-rab e acta
of fraud and deception, for the purpo>o of ac-
complishing an outrageous and stup nd .us
scheme of public r« b >.-ry. T<>u charge ine with

Ia tbe
course of time, aa waa expected, thia
company, wi h ail its prop rty and franchises,
p sses into the owner nip and c ntrol of the
Nort em Pacific Boilrotd Comp ny. Wouid
tbe latter company ever have acquired sucb
interests in Seattle, had you not first obtained
those interests for tbe Seattle, lake Shore A
Eastern Company? These properties having

been acquired by tbe Northern Pacific, you next
appear upon the acene aa the advocate and at-
torney of the Seattle dc Montana Railroad Com-
pany. Again upon your urgent plea that this
new candidate fr.r city favora is to ba tbe rival
of the Northern Pacific,the city makea an illegal
appropriation of property belonging to tbe state
and gives sixty feet in width to tbe Seattle A
Montana Railroad Company. Now you appear
as tbe attorney of both tbe Seattle 6 Montana
and tbe Northern Pacific companies, end with
tbe * ravado of tbe practiced h ghwayman, who
baa often before succeeded in the practice of
si i ilar tactics, you commanded the state to
"Stand snd deliver"?what?

In other words, you
demand that Beattle, with all its enormous com-
mercial interests, now only in tbeir Infancy,
bound with "belt lin*a" of ateel in front aud la
tne rear, ita beautiful harN>r included, shall be
tied hand and foot and delivered over to the ten-
der merciea of thoae two rai road companiea.
Itia understood that tbe Tesler wharf haa been
sold to tbe Nortn. rn Pacific Rai road Company
for tbe sum of $175,000. If the Yesler wharf <a
worth that aum, what are tbe two v ia of w*t?r
front worth, clAime 1 by you for the Seattle A
Mon ona Railroad Company ?

valuable property and turn It over to them
as though tbey already did not own and
control interests of sufficient importance.
Tet with a f'epth of moral turpitude which ia
almost Incredible you aay that for your "ebare
In bringing aboat tbe establishment of this
(Rxilroad) avenue. Itake greater pride than for
any tber act I ever did of a public nature in
the city of Seattle." No, Judge Burke, the
greatest enemy Seattle haa today ia the man
who, under the guise of friendship and de-
votion. by act< of an illegal and unwarrantable
character, aeeks to plunder the city and state
of their moat pracima property rich's and
privileges and tnrn them over to any railroad
company or corporation. It ia thfl man who
betrays "with a kiss" those who have given
him their confidence in the past who have
looked HP to him for guidance and direct'on in
the hours of trial and disappointment and who
waa expected to enjoy with them in the tim*
of success aad prosperity tbe fraits of their
honest labor. In thia connection I desire to
correct a misapprehension on your part which
ia in reality a very trivial matter. Too say,
with yout usual want of truthfulness, that I
bave "displayed a special malignity towards
the Battle A Montana Railway Company."

permit me to notice other falsehoods and gar-
bled statements you bave seen fit to publiah.
