SCHOOLS OF ALASKA.

Increased Appropriation Need-
Ed for the Work.

PRESENT SUPPORT IMPERFECT.

Teachers Should B« Devoted to the Cause
?f Humanity-Heroic Death

of An Xnstroetor.

From Seeretsry Noble's Report.
The commissioner and the general agent

of education in Alaska both make renortson the condition of schoois and their at-
tendance in that far-dfmant section ot our
country. One station is 3,029 miles from
Ban Francisco. Much credit is given to
the general agent, Dr. Jackson, to whose
industry and enthusiasm the measure ol
success which has attended educational
work in Alaska is largely attributed.

The policy pursued by the Indian office
of making contracts with missionary so-
cieties for the instruction and maintenance
of the children in their vicinity was early
adopted by the bureau. This plan, by
ahich the society shares the expense of
the school, secures to the pupils an equal
amount of care and instruction at lesß cost
to the government.

The commissioner says that on the earn-
est representations of Commander C. H.
Stockton, of the U. 8. 8. Thetis, who had
recently returned from a cnise in Behring
sea and the Arctic ocean. Dr. Jackson was
authorised to interest some of the mission-
ary societies in the E quimaux settlements
at Point Barrow, perhaps the most north-
ern land of our continent. Cape Prince of
Wales, on Behring strait, and Point Hope,
lying about midway between the other two,
where civilizing influences are greatly
needed. Dr. Jackson accordingly ex-
plained the condition of these settlements
to a uumber oi societies which he visited,
and tbe opportunities for labor in tbe cause
of humanity were promptly seized, the
American Missionary Association of the
Congregational church selecting Cape
Prince of Wales, tbe Episcopal Board of
Home Missions choosing Point Hope, and
the Presbyterian Board of Home Missions
taking Point Barrow.

Wi ih the secretary's approval agreements
were entered into with each of these socie-
ties to contribute SI,OOO toward the cost of
their buildings and the expense of travel
and supplies. From these new stations
favorable information has already been re-
ceived. The Congregational Society re-
port that two missionaries sailed irom San
Francisco early in June, taking with them
the frame of a house ready to be put up,
and that they arrived safely at their desti-
nation, tbe society having already ex-
pended $4,500 on the mission. The Epis-
copal Board of Home Missions report that
their missionary, provided with a buiiding
costing S3,|UO, had reached Port Clarance,
200 miles irom Point Hope, July 3. The
Presbyterian board reports that a well-
qualified teacher sailed for Port Barrow on
June 1 with supplies for two years.

For lack of transportation an insneotion
of the schools on tha western islands has
not been possible tinoe their establishment
in 1886. This season, through the courtesy
of the secretary of the navy, permission
was granted to tne general agent to accom-
pany the government vessels on tbeir an-
nual cruise to the Arctic, and tbe com-
manders were instructed to land at the set-
tlements where schools existed or were to
be established. Dr. Jackson started
on his voyage early in May. He was at
Afognak June 16. and at Cape Prince of
Wales early in July. He expected toreach
Sitka on his return early in October, when
be will present a full report of the conduct
of the schools in Alaska for the year
1889- 90.

In the meantime an increase of the ap-
propriation for the education of children
in Alaska is recommended. The work has
developed as far as can be expected with
the present funds. Teachers who are sent
to such distant and difficult fields should
be thoroughly well qualified for the work
and should be liberally paid for their labor
and sacrifice. As an example of these a
picture of devotion to the cause of human-
ity is vividly drawn by the general agent
as follows:

The school year at Klawack opened with sor-
row, in the death of Mr. Carrie, who was the
first teacher the school ever had. Mr. Carrie
was a native of North Carolina, a graduate of
Hainpden aid Sidney College and Union Theo-
logical Seminary, Virginia. Be gave hit life to
Indian education. He did valuable work as

teacher among the Choctaw Indian*, aad when
a eail came for aome one to go to a remnant of
Indians in Southeastern Texas that were in dan-
ger of extinction, he went to them. While
there his school-house waa burned, and his life
threatened. To escape the malaria incident to
a long-continued residence in that section,
he came to Alaska and took charge

of the newly opened school at Kiawack
under circumstances of great heroism.
Far away from any officer of the law he battled
alone against intemperance and witchcraft
Upun one occasion f»ur men attempted to carry
away one of his pupils (a gir<) on the charge of
witchcraft. Mr. Carrie rescued her, keening

her at nis house. A few days afterwards they
returned, reinforced by a party of Hydah*, on
another attempt to get poaaession ot oer. While
some o; tiem vehemently claimed her, others
stood near the missionary with open knives.
Fiuaily the brotntr o. the girl was intimidated
m'o paying a ransom for her. This Mr. Currie
could not prevent, bat the girl at least was
saved.

The present method of supporting the

schools of Alaska by an annual appro-
priation from congress is very unsatis-
factory. As congress one year rotes $25,000,
and the second notbiDg, and the third
$15,000, it can readily be seen that neither
can the school-board of teachers arrange

for the schools until after congressional

action has been taken, nor until such action
is had can they be sure that there will be
any schools. And not only that, but
some years the action of congress is

not known in Alaska until three months
after the fiscal school year commences. A

failure on the part of congress any one year

to make the necessary appropriation would
close the schools, scatter the govenmeat

proterty, and tnrow the teachers out of

employment thousands of miles away from
home and friends. The disadvantages of

the present system need but to be stated to
be *een.

In the Western states and territories the
general land laws of the country provide
that sections 16 and 36 in each township be

set apart for the use of the schools in said

states and territor les. In some ofthe states
this has been a munificent endowment.

But Alaska has no townships and nolaw by
which they can be surveyed, and when, in

the course ef time, the general land

laws are extended over it the

nature of the country and the pecul-
iar ciimate and the requirements of
the population wili prevent to any great

extent the laying out of the lands in sec-
tions of a mile square. Thus while no
scnooi fund is practicable for years to come
from the lands, the jrerkeral government de-
rives a regular revenue trom the seal
ialands and other sources, a portion of

which could be used in the place of the

proceeds of the sale of the school lands.

A KAILBUAI) COMMISSION.
Intareats of Waahington Demand a Ckaok

on Transportation Lisea.
Walla Walla Union.

We damand a railroad commission framed
on tha pian so successfully followed foryean in
Massachusetts?a communion with power to in-
vestigate complaints and make public their
findings of fact and conclusions; with power to
say to the railroad company thia rate or that
action la not reasonable, it mnat be changed to
ti-is rate or that line of action; with power to
call upon the county attorney and the attorney
general to bring suit against the oorporanoa
that faiia to promptly recpoud to the direction
of the commission, to determine by trial by
coart and jury wnether the rate fixed or the
acuon requ.red by the commiasion is just and
reasonable; said suit to have preference over all
other suits in the oourt wnere instituted and to
be brought to a speedy trial, all delays being
pronibited. We beiieve such a law can be
drafted, and when enacted enforced to the
great bea -fit of tha people aud the corpora-
tions of the state ol Washington.

We would have a commiasion composed of
five persons, two from Eastern Washington, two
from Paget sound aud one from the Columbia
river sections of tne state, three to constants a
quorum, to bold an investigation, and three to
unite in all recommendations of changea Tbe
commissioners should be appointed by the gov-
ernor, with tne consent of the Senate, and each
should be paid a salary large enough to warrant
getting men to accept, and pat asid j

all other business and devote themselves exclu-
sively to the duties of their offloe. Tbe trans-
portation oom pan lee shoald be require! to fur-
nish free passage to tha commissioners and
their necessary clerks.

The interests of Washington are so great and
varied, they are being developed at so rapid a
rate, the population and wea.tn of the atate are
increasing with huch rapidity under the stimu-
lus oi liberal legislation tbat it would be little
less than a crime to put a cneck upon them in
the shape of raiiread legialation like that whioh
prevails in love, witn the effect of completely
paralyzing the extension of railroads and almoai
every other industry except demagogy in that
atate.

"TOE MAN WHO FEEDS ICICLES."

Everybody Has an Unkind Word /or
Francis Adams.

Now that Jay GonM and Russell Sage have
come out in condemnation of Charlea Francis
Adams' management of the Union Pacific rail-
road, several stories are going the rounds at the
expense of tnat dethroned dignitary. Mr.
Adams is known as a man of scholarly attain-
ments,'aud as having rather the dignified air of
a college professor tnan the appearance and
manners of a practical, hard-headed, rustling
business man, such as the average railroad
official is. His cold, stiff manner did not win
him popularity with the free and easy mannered
Western people, while his theories of railroad-
ing, combined with ignorance of the practioal
side of the business, made him the standing
joke of railroad men.

One story told of him is that a railroad en-
gineer at Omana remarked to a companion on*
day:

"Adams has Just been here."
"What Adams?" asked the other.
"Oh, the little man wfio feeds iciolea"
The idea of a railroad president which pre-

vail* among taiiroad men is a man who oan
keep 6.000 or 7,000 miles of road and an army of
employes in his mental view, and know every-
tmng that is being done and what each man la
doing. He is supposed to at leas: create the im-
pression of übiquity and umniacienc* by hia
larmllarity with tne affairs of his road. Yet a
man who has worsed under Mr. Adams relates
that he frequently does not know of new linea
Siider construction iu connection with his own
road. The explanation given is that certain

men who know how to manage him can indue*
him to order work done withoat any inquiry a*
to iu wisdom *rnecessity, and coaid almost get

him to sign orders involving large expenditnro
with bis eyes sou:, and that thus he wooid find
work going on which he had no recollection of
having ordered. On the other han i a subordi-
nate official might go to him an<l prove eoncla-
sively that it woald be a good paying invest-
ment to make certain changes at certain coat,
but because that man had not approached him
in the right manner, or had not »tated hia prop-
os tion so ss to mske the president imagine that
it emanated from bis own bram, he would re-
fuse to authorise tne work. Thus money wsa
frequently watted on the construction of sense-
-1 ess lines, while necessary improvements, and
such as wonld prove profitable, were often Leg*
lected.
