to the ground, whipped up rides and be-
gan bring rapidly at the troops, not twenty
feet away. The troops were at a great dis-
advantage, fearing to shoot their own com-
rades. The Indian men. womtn aud chil-
dren then ran to the south, the battery tir-
ing rapidly as they rau.

Soon the mounted troops were after
them, shooting them down on every hand.
The engagement lasted fully an hour and
a half. To the south many took refuge in
a ravine, from which it was difficult to dis-
lodge them. I should estimate the killed
jtnd wounded, from what I saw on the
field and vicinity, at fifty\ Just now it is
impossible to state the exact number.
Soldiers are shooting them down wherever
fouud.

Handkerchiefs, After Tasting Blood the Troops Act

With the Frenzy of Fiends.

The field was one of great confusion,
horses running in every direction. The
men for a few moments were frantic,
owing to the unfortunate way in which
they were placed. Captain Wallace, of K
troop, was the only officer killed.

In the first mad rush of Indians those of
them who had no guns attacked the troop-
ers with knives, ciubs aud tomahawks,
and Captain Wallace was struck dow 11 with
a blow from a hatchet on the head. Father
Craft, a Catholic missionary, received a
bullet wound which will probably result
fatally.

Mayor of Portland Aokn Jay Could to
Pay IfIs Employes.

PORTLAND, Doc. 29.?The situation of the
laborers forced into idleness by reason of
cessation of work on the Sound extension
ofthe Union Pacific, is unchanged. Thin
afternoon the mayor of the city sent the
following telegram to 8. H. H. Clark, vice
president and general manager of tho
Union Pacific railway, with headquarters
at Omaha:

in various states of destitution. Several hun
dred of these are being fed and lodged daily bv
the cltv aud by private, charity. All of the«<»
men hold unredeemed time-cheeks which
the contractors have no means to
pay, having exhausted their own rr
sources and being unable to obtain
from yonr company any portion of |BM,o<>o now
doe them on contract. I submit that the Union
Pacific company is directly responsible for the
condition in which then* men are left by th<>
sudden abandonment of contracts, and is lionntl
in common honor and decency to take instant
steps for the relief at their destitution until the
wages due them shall be paid in full.

Silk Umbrellas, Lieutenant Garlington, of Arctic explo-
ration fame, received a serious wound in
the arm and a number of non-commis-
sioned officers and privates wounded,
probably twenty-five or thirty iu all. Sev-
eral of these are likely to die. I cannot
at this time give the names of all the
wounded.

Jackets and Although Collins accompanies the party
as the guest of Bogue, his knowledge of
what the party is here for would imply
ttjat he was to act as umpire twixt the
Union and Great Northern surveyors.
Bogue declines to say whether or not the
origwai Union Pacific survey from the
Sound to the Columbia river will lie
straightened, as it is said Jim Hill iusists
that it must be before he will join with
Gould in completing it.

However, was very anxious to se-
cure a Northern Pacific folder showing the
stations and distances by miles between
each station, and it is generally supposed
by railroad men that the principal business
is to decide whether the route laid out
by Bogue will obtain. This route
has the advantage of easj* grades, albeit
the distance is greater than the Northern,
and it is held that by Bogue's route the
Union can make the run two hours quicker
from Portland to the Sound than can the
Northern.

The
members of the Seventh cavalry have once
more shown themselves heroes in deeds of
daring.

Ridge agency says: This afternoon a
troop of cavalry was fired on by Indians
from Rosebud camp, near Pine Ridge. A
skirmish followed in which two soldiers
were wounded. The casualties among the
Indians are unknown. Much excitement
is .seen among the other Indians at the
agency and it is feared a lot of the young
bucks will slip away tonight. Owing to
the absence of the cavalry they could not
be pursued with any degree of success.

CHICAGO, Dec. 30.?Another special from
the scene of the battle asserts that five
troopers were killed outright and at least a
dozen mortally wounded. The corres-
pondent expresses the belief that not one
of Big Foot's band is left alive tonight.

CHICAGO, Dec. 30.?A bulletin from Pine
Ridge agency received at 3 o'clock this
morning, says that lighting is now going
on between the Indian police and some of
the Indians recently returned from Bad
Lands. It is impossible to learn now how
serious it is. There is much anxiety at
the agency, where there arc only a few
companies of infantry.

Gould Won't Let Milwaukee and Rock

Island Roads Over Omaha Bridge. Railroads to Operate Telegraph*.
OMAHA, Dec. 29.?An attempt was made

this morning by a Milwaukee & St. Paul
train to cross the Union Pacific bridge, but
the switches were fixed so that they could
not, aud the train was obliged to return to
Council Bluffs to transfer. S. H. H. Clark,
general manager of the Union Pacific, said
the Union Pacific proposed to do its own
business. It did not give up to another
road and allow it to use its tracks as it
pleased. It had offered to pull in the cars
ofthe Milwaukee and Rock Island, but
would not allow the engines of those roads
to do the pulling. The agreement would
not be complied with. The subject was
now being discussed in New York, and a
decision would not be reached before the
6th prox.

CHICAGO, Dec. 29.?The action of the
Union Pacific in debarring the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul from entrance into
Omaha over the Union Pacific bridge was
a surprise to the St. Paul officials. For
some time they have been advertising that,
beginning yesterday, they would run pas-
senger trains through to Omaha, but the
first one under the new schedule was
stopped by the Union Pacific people at the
bridge. In an interview this evening
President Miller, of the St. Paul road,
said:

Last May our company entered into an agree-
ment with the Rock Island road by which we
were to build a bridge across the Missouri river
to Omaha for our joint use. As soon as the
Union Pacific people heard of this, aud I refer
particularly to Sidney Pllion, who is now presi-
dent, and General Dodge, who is a director, they

sought a conference with us, told us there would
be no need of our building the bridge, as they
would be glad to let us use their bridge for a

consideration. Subsequently a contract was
drawn up by which our road aud the Rock
Island were to run trains into the U uion depot
at Omaha over the Uniou Pacific bridge. This
company was to pay 150,000 a year and its pro-
portion of other joint expenses. The contract
was approved by President Adams and the
board of directors of the Union Pacific, and
there can be no question as to its valid-
ity. So far as our freight business is
concerned, we have been operating under
the contract since July, but as soon as we gave
notice that we would begin to run passenger
trains we were shut out without explanation.
The contract is legal and binding, and I don't
see how the Union Pacific can set it aside.

The Rock Island contract was similar to that
of the St. Paul, except that it embraced joint
use of the tracks from Omaha to Lincoln. On
the strength of it the Rock Island has built i<2
miles of road between Lincoln and Beatrice,
connecting with its mountain line. The Union
Pacific was thus to obtain a southern outlet
through Indian territory and become n com-
petitor for traffic to and from the Southwest.

Presidents Miller and fable had a con-
ference todsy. but both declare that they
have not decided upon any definite course
of action. They were tiruilyof the opinion,
however, that they could not be deprived
of the rights accorded them by the con-
tract, even though there had been a change
in the management of the Union Psicilic.

The opinion was expressed here jtoday
that the hand of Jay Gonld had been seen
in all of this. ife owns the Missouri
Pacific, and that part of the contract
which gives the Union Pacific a line into
Missouri Pacific territory is not to his
taste.

SAN FRAKCISCO, Dec. 29.?Suit was begun
today in the United States circuit court by
the United States government against tho
Southern Pacific Railroad Company, tho
Atlantic & Pacific Railroad Company and
the Western Union Telegraph Company.
This is one of a series, the first of which
was filed some time ago. The first suit in-
cluded the Southern Pacific company, the
Central Pacific company and the Western
Union Telegraph Company. Similar suits
hnve been tiled in other circuit courts in
other parts of the United States. The pur-
pose of the last suit begun in this circuit
is to compe lthe several corporations euum ?
crated to operate their own lines of railroad
and telegraph under their own franchises
and set aside leases in violation of the
terms agreed upon with the government.
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Several of those wounded will dip.

This is by no means a depleted list of
the wounded. It cannot be accuratelly
given until later.Tinners' Tools!

PINE RIDGE, Dec. 29.?* Big Foot's band
of Indians were discovered shortly before
noon yesterday by Little Bat, one of the
Indian scouts, at a hostile camp eight
miles northeast of Major Whiteside's
camp, on the Wounded Knee. Wh«n this
was reported to Major Whiteside he
ordered four troops of the Seventh cavalry
into the saddle and marched to the point
indicated by the scoul.

As the military approached the hostUes
formed in line of battle. The major
brought his men up into line, and when
they came within ride shot Big Foot came
forward on foot, unarmed, and signaled
that he wanted to speak with the major.
Dismounting, the latter walked out and
met the chief. As they came forward Big
Foot extended his hand in token of peace.
He said:

lam sick. Mypeople here want peace.

PFOET SOUND STEEL SniPYARD.

A Million-Dollar I'lant for "Whaleback'*
Barges to be Established.

Minneapolis, Dec. 29.?A special from
Duluth, Minn., to the Tribune says it was
definitely settled today that Captain Mo-
Dougall, manager of the. Steel Barge Com-
pany, will start for the Pacific coast in
ten days to establish a shipyard on Puget
sound for building steel "whaleback" ves-
sels for the Pacinc coast trade. The com-
pany has submitted plans for its peculiar
style of vessels to the I'nited States navy,
and if the government lets anv contracts
to the company a shipyard will be estab-
lished on the Atlantic coast. The Paget
sound yard will cost $1,000,000.
