Ac-cording to thc report of thc Sehomc ercw the
steamers lcit Fsirhavcu nearly together, and
before reaching Auneortea thc Sehomc had
gained a half-mile. Thc Sehomc also came outrf
Port Towuscnd ahead, but allowed the Easter a
Oregon to )>ass her on thc way In, then Increased
her speed and made Seattle harbor about ten
minutes ahead of the Eastern Oregon, going by
her easily.
