WHITE RACE BOUND TO RULE,

Hale Tells Hoar to Get His Pet Meas-
ure Out of the Way.

Stewart Bitterly Attacks the Finaneial
Bill, as in the Interest of Speculators
and National Banks—The House Ad-
Journs Until Friday.

Wasmingron Cisy, Dee. 90.—[Special.}—To-
day’s proceedings in the Senate have come as
near being the death of the election bill as any
proceedings could and the bill still live, There
has wvever been so much or so outspoken oppo-
sition to the measure as came out in the debate
this afternoon. Senator Hoar, who has charge
of it, is much alarmed lest it be defeated, how-
ever soon the vote be taken. The Republican
majority is fourteen, connting the two senators
from Idaho. Five Republicans are now counted
surely against it, namely: Wolcott, Teller,
Stewart, Washburn and Paddock. It is doubt-
ful if Mr. Shoup will vote for it, though he has
not declared himself. Plumb, Davis and possi-
bly Manderson would be willlng to vote to side-
track it indefinitely, and some other Western
Republicans are very lukewarm toward it.

With so many senators opposed at the start,
and with the anxiety of the silver men to get to
consideration of the silver bill, the outlook is
not very flattering for the elections bill, 1If it is
passed it will be by the vote of senators who be-
lieve that the only cxcuse for doing so is that
the party is so strongly committed to it that to
leave it they believe would be lying down be-
fore a Demoeratie minority.

Young Senator Wolcott's speech today was a
remarkable effort of twenty minutes’ duration,
in which there was not one idie or unneces-ary
word. Something in the nature of a bomb wus
looked for on both sides of the house, but such a
terrific explosion was nnexpected, and the shock
must have reached Senators Hoar and Edmuonds,
who touk refuge in the cloakroom as soon as the
trend of Mr. Wolcott's words became apparent.
It was a double-edged sword the senator
wiclded, for be slashed both gides nunmercifully,
criticising his own party, and saying the most
bitter things the Southern members had heard
for many months.

If the speech conld be interpreted to mean
anything, it meant that the Kepublican party
was pursuing the wrong policy in pressing the
elections bill to the detriment of inancial aund
other measures, and it plainly served notice
that the silver men were tired of the debate
that had been going on so long, and would bring
up legislation that would be of practical bentit
to the country. \

As the days go by without action the silver
men grow more impatient, until now many of
them are firmly convineed that what they term
the duplicity of the single standard men cannot
be permitted to go on any longer. They eannot
see how they can accomplish anything this
session unless they go to bed with their spurs
on, and prod their adversaries in their own
party out into the cold. Speedy use of the
cloture rule gives them no vantage ground, they
say, as they are unprotected by promises of gany
kind tiom Shermun, Hour and their friends.
They sec nothing for it but to fight, s6 that any
day this week may witness an attempt to bring
the elections bill to a vote, or fuiling in that, to
shelve it and rush through a free coinage
meusure, S

Senator Wolcott's reference to the Chinese is
of peculiar interest to the Pacific coust. He
spoke of Senator Eustis” question put to Senator
Doiph with relation to what the people of Ore-
gou would do in case the Chinese voters out-
numbered the whites in that stute, and chavac-
terized Mr, Dolph's answer as very evasive. He
could not speak for Oregon, he said, but he was
fully prepared to speak the sentiment of the peo-
ple of Colorado, where the Republican muajority
in proportion to population was larger than
either the states of Nebraska or Kansas in their
lucid years. If by any chance, he said, the Chi-
nese vote should eutnumber the whites, means
would be employed and methods devised, though
what those means and methods would be he was
not prepared to state, to keep the white race in

i control of afluirs,

It was such outspoken remarks as these that
surprised the Republicans, edified the Demo-
crats and threw the galleries into great commo-
tion. Im the course of his speech he gaid that
two years hence, when the beneficent results of
the wise tariff law became apperent, he hoped to
see both houses of congress in the hands of the
Republicans. He paid a high tribute to the sa-
gucity displayed in the McKinley bill, and Mr.
MeKinley, who sat within ten feet of the speaker,
noting every word, afterward disappeared into
a cloakroom with a rather pleased expression of
face. At the conclusion of the speech, Senator
Stewart was the first of many to congratulate
Colorzdo’s junior senator, while the galleries
applauded with hand aud tongues.

By unanimous consent today, Senator Stewart
was enabled to talk on silver during the time
usually occupied by the elections bill. He made
a sound aud logical speech, and like his prede-
cessor on the floor, Mr. Wolcott, was closely lise
tened to. Whether or not this introduction of
linancial matters out of the usual order was the
entering wedge for more aggressive action on the
part of the silver men, remains to be seen.

Stewart declared that the bill of the finance
committee was designed only to aid specunlators
in New York, who bheld 12,000,000 ounces of
silver bullion, and to give a bounty to National

Wolcott made an animated speech against the
bill. It was, he said, a source of great regret to
him to be called upon to differ with any consid-
erable number of his party, and to decline to
take the path the older leaders pointed out, but
nenrly one-third of the session was through and
daylight was not yet visible. There were before
the Senate measures of vast importanee that
would fail for another year, at least, unless now
acted upon. He mentioned the silver, appor-
tionment, pure food, copyright and private land
court bilis. But it was not berause these meas-
ures were clamering for recognition that he
felt compelled to oppose the elections bill. If
the session were to last indefinitely, and none of
these vital Tunsurus were pending, he would
still vote agdinst it. The pending bill should
not become a law, because it involved federal
interfecrence and espionage at other than
nation elections, and such interference was con-
trary to the spirit of American institutions and
an obstacle to the enjoyment of American
liberty. The peorlc of the United States, Wol-
cott said, wanted no more eivil strife, and it
would be impossisle to enforce such a law
against the united opposition of the white popu-
lution of the Southern states. The attempt
would bring back the old days of terrorizing,
and the weaker race would be the svfferers.

Reiering to the question put by Eustis to
Dolph recentlysas to what people of Oregon
would do under similar eircumstances if the
Chinese voters were in the majority, Wolcott
said Dolph's answer seemed avasive. He (Waol-
eotf) could not speak for Oregon, but he gave it
as his opinion that itfColorado, if such a state
of afiairs existed and the Chinese vote was ap-
posed to the united and intellicent white vote,
the white vote in some way and by some method
would govern. [Domocratic approval] If eon-
gress “did not foment trouble the time would
surely come when the white voters of the South
would be hardly as®unanimous as now.

Young Philadelphian Instantly Killed
While Repairing a Roof.

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 30.—8amuel Kerns, a
young man, was killed this morning by the cur-
rent from an electric wire passing through his
body. He was employed repairing the roof of
the Baldwin Locomotive Works when he
grasped an electrie light wire which passed over
the building. He fell to the roof and died al-
most instantly. His face was burned and dis-
colored, and the sleeve of his coat ripped and
torn from the arm which came in contaet with
the wire.

SHOT DOWN BY MACHINES.

Squaws and Children Did Not
Escape the Troops.

FORTYWOMEN AP‘ONG THEDEAD

Twenty-Eight Soldiers Killed and
Nearly Two Hundred Indians.

Two Strikes Hears the News and Goes
on the Warpath, Attacking a Supply
Train Before Daylight--Hostiles Fire
a Cathelic Mission--The Roar of

OMAHA, Dec. 31.—-3:30 a. m.—~The Pee's corre-
spondent at Pine Ridge scnds the following:
It is reported to General Brooke that six more of
the Seventh cavalry have been killed and many
wounded at the Catbolic mission. Particulars
are not obtainable tonight.

OMana, Dee. 30.—In the course of the story
sent to the Bee from Pine Ridge tonight, the cor-
pondent says: Besides those who [ell in the
gullies, 116 warriors and forty squaws were ly-
ing dead on the ground at Wounded Kuee yester-
day. The squaws were not killed with particu-
lar intent, but because they were mixed up
with squads of bucks. The squaws also busied
themselves running around with scalping
knives, trying to stab wouunded soldiers.

Referring to the attempt of Two Strikes to
capture the wagon train this merning, the cor-
respondent says: Several of the Indians were
killed and many wounded. The correspondent
bas no news from the trouble at the Gatholic
mission. When Two Strikes’ men were running
away last night from the agency they compelled
old Red Cloud, under threats oi death, to ac-
company them.

CHICAGO, Dee. 80.—An Inter-Ocean special from
Pine Ridge tonight says: A courier brought in
word this afternoon that the Catholic mission
on White Clay creck was on fire. Hopes are en-
tertained that the priests and sisters have not
been killed, but there are no racans of telling
yet. The Seventh cavalry immediately started
for the scene.  The smoke can be seen from the
agency. The correspondent says as he writes he
hears the boom of Hotehkiss guns in the direc-
tion of the mission, iudicating that the troops are
engaged in a fight there. It is imposgible
to get any further particulars this evening. No
fears are entertained for the safety of Pine Ridge
agency, now that the main body of troops has
the cor-

OMANA, Dee, 30.~The Bee's Rushville, Neb.,
correspandent says: Coloncl Henry is coming
into Pine Ridge with 700 Indians captured in
the Bad Lands. This i« believed to include all
the remnaut of the rebels on the reservation,
and hopes are entertained of a speedy settle-
ment. It has eost the lives of about 250 Indiaus
and 25 or 30 soldiers to effect this result,
if, indeed, peace 1is established. Rush-
ville is crowded with scttlers. The churches
and all publie rooms are thrown open, and no
effort is being spared to make the refugees com-
fortable. They are here, as previously reported,
on the advice of General Brooke. They are not
only ready to defend their homes, hut many are
anxious to enlist with the regulars if further
fighting should oceur

MINNEAPOLIS, Dee. 00— A special from Pine
Ridge agency about the skirmish this orning
says; The Seventh and Ninth eavalry were re-
turning from the scene of yesterday's battle,
followed at some distance by a wagon train,
About four miles from the agebey and just be-
fore daylight, a band of Indians beaded by Two
Strikes dashed atthe train, with the intention
of rushing it off to the Bad Lands. The cavalry
quickly returned, however, and a sharp run-
ning fight followed, in which it is estimated that
twenty or thirty Indians were wounded
more or less seriously. One soldier was
killed and two wounded. The sudden outbreak
of Two Strikes’ men followed reccipt of the news
of yesterday's fighting, and there is considerable
apprehension lest muny others of the supposed
friendlies follow their example. Geueral Brooke,
however, is quite sure no more will run away,
It is understood also that the Indians who have
been out in the Bad Lands are coming in under
convoy of Colonel Henry's command. This will
wind up all the rebels except Two Strikes’ men.

OMaHA, Dee. 20.—A dispatch to the Bee from
its special correspondet regarding yesterday's
battle says: The ludians waited uptil the men
dismounted, and as the troops were gathered in
a group about the tepeecs, searching for arms, the
Indians suddenly, without warning, threw down
their blankets and poured in volleys from their
rifles. The fact that the soldiers were grouped
in a compact form i& the explanation oi the
great execution by the Indian bullets. It took
the troops but a moment to recover from their
surprise.

Maddened by the sight of their comrades
lying dead and dying on the ground, the
soldiers poured in fire with frightful effeet,
