SUIT rOR TWO HI'NDREI) MILLIONS.

\u25a0Heir* of Revolutionary Sailor Claim
Valuable Froj ertjr In New York.

[Special.]--The state-
ment Is made that the heirs of one Robert Ed-
wards are about to begin legal proceeding* in-
volving the right to the ownership of land lo-
cated on Broadway, and said to be valued at
|2(0,000,000. The tract In question embra«*es tho
? pace occupied by Trinity chun h aud a p«rt of
W all street. The story U that in the early days
of the colony Robert Edwards, a sailor
of Stratford, Conn., Invented bis savings in
thirty-four acres in the lower part of this
city on each side of Broadway. In 1781, accord-ing to the report, Edwards leased his purchase to
the British government for the term of ninetv-
nine years. This lease expired in I*Bo. The
report states that shortlv afterwards Edwards
Informed his brothers in Stratford of his trans-
action. One copy of this letter, it is said, is in
the hands of his great-nephew in strath rd.
After writing the letter Edwards mv»teriously
disappeared, and no traie has since been had of
him.

It is said that at the expiration of the lease
proceedings were begun by the heirs to get pos-
session of this property. Another attempt WHS
made four years ago, when complete tiles of the
old records were obtained, copies of deeds miide
and titles searched. It Is stated that as a result
of these proceedings the present occupants of
the lands tendered the heirs compromises of 40
cento on the dollar in the valuation of the land
at that time. The otter WHS refused, and it is
claimed that a meeting of the widely sciittered
heirs will soon be held to formulate plans for
new proceedings.

WHITE CAPS IN NEW YORK.

Young Man Kldrntird While Courting
the Village Belle of Hurleyville.

While Ver-
uey was spending Saturday evening with
the ladies, the three being alone in
the house, six masked men entered.
They roughly seized Verney, and niter
drawing a strong canvas salt sack over his head
and shoulders, and tying his legs and arms with
ropes, carried him out to a sleigh and drove off.
The kidnapers did not offer to molest
the ladies, but left them paral-
yzed by terror. After driving at
iull speed out of towu the kidnapers threw their
helpless victim out upon u snowhank by the
roadside and then went on. The night wag in-
tensely cold, the mercury being below zero, and
young Verney would have perished there had
not a neighbor chanced to drive by. He heard
the young man's cries for assistance and helped
him.

THE WHOLESALE MARKETS.
Sugars are dull, but uo decline is noted since

the }-;-ccnt reduction last week. Coffees are
quiet but tirm. Syrups are in fair demand, with
a slight tendency toward weakness. Salt, soap
and vinegar are ulow and steady. Soaps are
firm, with uo change since; the new schedule
adopted in October. Dried trults are in light de-
mand, but prices remain high. Canned goods
of all kinds are selling fairlywell at former quo-
tations. Provisions are weaker, though no
change in prices is noted except in pickled
tongues, which are murked off $1 per dozen in
some grades.

There are some changes in the vegetable mar-
kets, caused by liberal re<«ipu. Potatoes have
been dull and quiet through the week, and quo-
tations are $1 off in both native and California
stock. Some new arrivals of Yakima onions are
noted, choice stock, and prices ure 2?ic for red
and 3c for yellow.

Fruits are nominal and unchanged.

Butter Is hi liber.il ?upply Hud a shade easier.
Egg* are plenty, arrivals of nrsh ranch sto< k Lie-
coming freqin iit, and prices are lc lower.

W bile selling prtcts of hay are unchanged,
there Is a dis}>ositiou ou the part of farmers to
make and stock from cast of the
mountains is offered $2 per ton le s than a week
ago. stocks are large just at present and the
tendency is towards lower figures.

The feed markets are firm, but a desire to force
the di maud aud close up the year with heavy
sales has influenced some dealers to quote prices
a fch. de lower on good orders. Advices trom
California show an advancing market, with
apprehensions ou account of the ln< k of rain,
and there can be little reduction in prices here
while the feeling is strong in San Kran< isco.

Lumber quotations are unchanged aud <he
market has been very quiet during the week.
Logs are in large supply aud a weukuess in ask-
ing prices noted.

I.ime and plaster are a trifle easier.
In the hardware market, an advance in large,

redipped tin plates is noted, while shot is 10c
per sai k lower in all grades. Rope is lc per
pound lower in all grades. Trade is not as
heavy as a week ago, but the usual quietness
succeeding the holiday rush is to be expected.

The coal trade is active, demand for local
supplies as well as for shipment being heavy,

during the week have not been large,
though a large uumber of ships, no less than
seventeen at pnaont, are in haroor waitiug for
cargoes.
