POLITICS AND WHEAT.

A Prominent Walla Walla County Man,
Who Is in Seattle, Talks.

Mr. W. C. Painter, of Walla Walla, is at
the Diller hotel, and will probably go
down to Olympia today. He is well
known from one end of the state to the
other, for he came to the Coast in 1850. In
the Indian war of 1855 he took part, and
for the Piute war of 1878 he raised a com-
pany of volunteers, For the last twenty-
six years in the eastern part of the state,
most of the time at Walla Walla, Mr.
Painter has been register of the land office
there, and has also been county auditor,
Although he has always taken an interest
in the welfare of the Republican party, he
has not of late given so much time as he
used to politics, but has been devoting
himself to wheat raising.

Mr. Painter’s brother, Hon. Joseph C.
Painter, of Walla Walla, who is now a
member of the House of Representatives, is
for the re-election of Senator Watson C.
Squire; and Mr. Painter himself says that
from all he can judge Senator Squireis the
choice of the Republican party, and sure
to win.

“The wheat blockade has not affected us
so seriously as it has the people in Whit-
man county,” samd Mr. Painter, ‘for our
wheat, although the crop was heavy has
bheen fairly well handled by the Hunt road;
but still the road has had all it could do to
handle the crop.”

BAKERS' STRIKE STILL ON.

The Masters Refased to Abide by the
Arbitration.

An attempt to reconcile by arbhitration
the differences between the Bakers' Union
and the master bakers has failed, and the
bakers’ strike is still on.

Last Saturday evening a committee of
three of the Bosses’ Protective Union met
with a committee of three of the Bakers’
Union, and an agreement was signed be-
tween them to submit to arbitration. The
arbitration committee consgsted of two
members chosen by each of the contending
parties and a tifth chosen ihese four.
The committee met Sunday and decide
that the bakers shouid return to work,
working nights until February 15, after
which they were to do day work. The
strikers were contending for day work in-
stead of night work, as heretofore. Only
one of master accepted the de-
cision, viz: Fred Hazlett, of the Washing-
ton bakery, who wil »w from the em-
ployers’ union upon the fi » of the
other members to abide by the decision.

CHILDREN CRY FOR PITCHER'S CASTORIL

Engineer Eastwick’s Work Is
Nearly Completed.

LAKE UNION MAY BE RAISED.

A Scheme to Lower Lake Washington,
Make Black River a Feeder and
Clear Samamish Slough,

The government survey of the pro-
p:’)ﬂ;‘d ship canal, which is to make Lakes
Union, Washington and Samamish arms
of th_c sea and fresh water harbors, is
drawing near completion. The work was
begl‘m last October, in charge of Engineer
P. G. Eastwick, with a corps of thirty-one
engineers, and has been pushed con-
tinnously ever since. One party of the
engineers is now stationed at Redmond
and ancther has been making soundings of
Lake Union for the past few days.

The work on Lake Union was completed
yesterday, and today this party will begin
wWork on Lake Washington. Mr. East-
wick expects to complete the survey and
examination within the next two weeks.

“The work we are doing now is only
preliminary,” said Mr. Eastwick to a re-
porter of the PosT-INTELLIGENCER vester-
day. “We are simply making surveys
and collecting data upon which to base
plans and estimates.  After the survey
and examinations are completed, I will re-
pair to Portland to the headquarters of
the board of army engineers, and together
we will make from the details projects and
plans of the work, with estimates of the
cost. These will be reported to the secre-
tary of war for submission to- congress.
There is no doubt of the practicability of
the canal, but its construction by the }:nv-
ernment will depend largely upon its cost
and the advantages to be derived from it,
as shown by the results of this survey.”
This survey was unauthorized by the
river and harbor hill of the last session of
congress. The chief of engineers appointed
a bhoard of army engineers consisting of
Colonel Mendenhall, Major Handbury and
Captain Symmons to make the survey
which is now being made by Mr. Kastwick.
Separate projects will be made for a canal
terminating in Lake Washington, and a
canal connecting Lake Washington with
Lake Samamizh. The prospect of securing
an -appropriation for the work depends
largely upon finding the project requiring
the least possible cost of construction.
Mr. Eastwick hopes to greatly lessen the
estimated cost by the use of woodwork in-
stead of masonry in iresh water, and by
keeping the lake levels as high as possible,
Soundings of Lake Union show the depth
of its upror portion, the long narrow ?mv
above the bridge, to be from twenty-
two to thirty feet. Jelow the
bridge, embracing the body of the lake,
its depth is from forty-five 1o sixty feet,
with abrupt_shores and nearly tlat floor.,
Its surface is ten foct above high tida
water. Lake Washington is fifteen feot
above Lake Union, and Lake Samamish
ten feet higher than Lake Washington.
Mr. Eastwick states that he would like to
raise Lake Union six feet above its present
level, as the estimates could be greatly
lessened by so doing.  But this cannot he
done without intlicting great damages
l}x{pon the improvements on the lake front.

e hopes, however, to be able to raise the
water about one foot.

If any gmjeot is adopted, it is likely to
be one reducing Lake Washington to the
level of Lake Union. This would make
Black river a feeder of the lake instead of
its outlet, as at present, und bring the en-
tire volume of Cedar river, which joins
Black river a few hundred yards from
the lake, through the canal, unless
p_revented by dredging the outlet of Black
river, or damming it above the mouth of
Cedar river. An examination will be
made to ascertain if either scheme is feasi-
ble, as it will be necessary to make some
provision for protecting the canal against
the great volume of Cedar river in times
of flood. At present Lakes Washington
and Samamish are connected by the
Samamish slough. This slough is about
twenty-iwo miles in length with a current
of three miles an hour. It is now jammed
with logs, and will have t¢ be cleared be-
fore the survey can be comvleted. This
will probably delay the engincers for two
or three days.

FACTORIES AND ADVERTISING.

The Two Subjects Considered by the
Industrial and Realty Board.

The Seattle Industrial and Realty Board
met last evening at the Chamber of Com-
merce with a large attendance. A com-
munication was read from E. V. Smalley,
editor of the Northwest Magazine, offering
{o publish a one-page article on the ad-
vantages of Seattle for manufacturing and
to invite correspondence with the board
from manufacturersin the East, the price
to be $100. It was referred to the adver-
tising committee, but Mr. Smalley’s repre-
sentative afterwards withdrew the offer.

The proposition of Getz & Co. to estab-
lish a boot and shoe factory at Fremont
on condition that the board secured the
subscription of half the capital stoek in
Seattle and district, was read again with
the announcement that $2,200 had already
been subseribed. The president pointed
out its worthiness of support and urged
further subseriptions to make up the
amount of capital stock required. Only
about $2 400 is #till required towards $5,000
of stock, and the company asks subsecrip-
tions of stoek, not subsidies. It was re-
ferred to the committee on manufactures.

So far, eighty-six
certificates of stock had been written and
eight other persons had promised to sub-
seribe.

Other members
advocated dividing the advertisement
among several magagines or several issues
of the same magazine. The chair stated
that they would get the benetit of 200,000
cireniation and get papers for the mom'.

Mr. Ross stated that this money wounld
not be raised by assessment, as the by-laws
forbade assessments beyond the amount of
the capital stock. The proposal was to
raise the money by voluntary subscrip-
tions. The chair stated that the board
would only indorse the {p:oposition. and
not become responsible for the subserip-
i On motion of W. H. Gorham the
1 s referred to the committeee on
advertising and printing.
