Please acknowledge receipt and
oblige. {Signed.}

"SlrrcHrix, Asirro!*4 CmmaS."
Tackled wa* an annual paaa, good until De-

eember 31,1801, signed by W. e. Mellen. general
manager, and countersigned in ink by Newman
Kline, assistant to tbe general manager. Mit-
chell. Ashton & Chapman are attorneys of tbe
Northern Pacific. The paase* appear to bare
been issued to onty a part of tbe member*. Bnt
a few of tbe King connty delegation were re
manbered. The member* from Eastern Waah-
ingtofl generally got them, particularly thoae
from the agricultural counties.

A year ago when tbe Northern Pacific was not

supposed to be directly concerned in tbe outcome

of tbe senatorial fight, no passes were sent out.

Tners was no disposition to enact any sort of *e-

tere railroad law*, and tbe Northern Pacific

I
company seemed to hare forgotten entirely that
legislature* ertr met In Washington, and
that member* of a thrifty turn of mind might
appreciate a friendly interest in their economi-
cal going* and coming* by a railroad concern
Which has seven or eight hundred mile* of road
ia the stale. Now there is a senatorial contest
in which the issue i* of direct Im-
portance to the Northern Pacific.
Judge Calkins U a former attorney
of that corporation and is known io be inter-
ested in certain speculttive schemes with offi-
cials of the Northern Pacific railroad. It is cer-

tain that be ia backed by Northern Pacific influ-
ence, and it ia reasonable to conclude that his
?taction is of vital interest to that company.

The impression prevails that Judge Calkin*
knew nothing of the issuance of the passes.
He is ahrewd enough to know that his «*ndi-

. dac y could not possibly be helped in any
such extraordinary manner, and that members

, «f tbe legislature cannot be bought by a free
peas. Mean. Mitchell. Ashton A Chapman will
probably bear from Judge Calkins' managers on
their superlative stupidity in sending out the
annual.* at this time.

A new variety of the very remarkable cam-
paign tartic* the Calkin* boomers are using
cane to light today. A systematic attempt is
bring made to create an artificial sentiment for
Calkin* in several place* of the slate with
a view to influencing member* from
those particular localities to vote
for the Ocoftta statesman. Last Saturday
morning a man named Leavenworth, a Calkins
striker, left Olympia on the Tenino train.

When
Leave n north *minion was known he war ev-
erywhere repaired and avoided. Pacific county
la almost unanimous foe tenator Squire, and
the manipulations of the paid agent of the
Calkins faction were therefore utterly unavail-
ing It Uan open secret that the Calkins man
agers have recently made a determined
effort to secure the vote of Representative Put-
ney, and hare made to him overtures of a na-
turv supposed to be particularly advantagooua
to hi* Pacific county business interests.

It is well known that Calk-
in*' backers have seat oat appeals to citiiens of

The result is that
Calkins has here a strong lobby which cisirns to

Memorial for Public Land Survey.

Thompson of
Pieree today introduced in the Senate the fol-
lowingmemorial :

To tM* Honottfd* *Kr Senate and of Rrp-
rrtrnjctires nf the Cnltsrf ,-iatst of America, im C-on-
frett Your memorialist*, the legisla-
ture of the state of Washington, wou.d respect-
fullyrepresent thst, in harmone with th? pro-
visions of the enabling act granting tbe people
ol the territorv of Washington power to form a
constitution and a state government, and mak-
ing dor.ttik.es of public lands to the state, ap-
proved by your honorable body February 'H,
Im. this state is entitled to certain public land*
aggregating many hundred thousand acres, for
public buildings at the state capital, 'or state
eharitabie. educational, penal and reformatory
institutions, and for other pyrj>"*e-«: that, ac-
cording to the provision* of saia enabling act,
all such lands "shall he selected under the
direction of the secretary of the in-
terior from the surveyed, unsurveyed
and unappropriated lands of the Cnited etate*
within the limits of thi« state;" that neartv all
of tho surveyed public lands in thi* state have
already been claimed for settlement; that the
remaining public land* in this state are rapidly
occupied and claimed for settlement; ana that
unless the remaining unsurvcyed lands in the
state be surveyed at once and the donations re-
iem-d to above be set a- ide and reserved, the in-
terest* of this state in that behalf will be in
great jeopardy. «herefore your memorialists
t ray that your honorable body will, at tbe ear-
lie*: possible date, take cognizance of these facta
and make appropriations and other suitable pro-
vision-- :or the immediate ?nrvey, ?election and
reservation of such bind*. And for thi* your
memorialist* will ever prav.

His arrival
at Watbington City and hi* presence at the capi-
tol is regarded as a forecast of great agitation ia
governmental railroad affair*.

Charles Francis Adams is also in the city, and
there promises to be a gathering of the leading
men in the Pacific subsidized railroad* for the
purpose of putting through the bill reported at

the last session of congress deferring payment
oi the railroad indebtedness to the government
fifty year* and reducing the in&eies* to per
cent.

But Mr. Huntington and Mr. Adams will not
have plain sailing- The opponents of the meas-
ure showed their teeth tbe moment the visit of
the railroad magnates was known, and veftr vig-

orous means willbe adopted to prevent the bill
being called.

Congressman Anderson of Kansas, whose an-
tagonism to subsidized railroad schemes is well
known, said todav:

-The bill comprises one of the most audacious
pieces of work ever brought up in congress, and
while I know of no one's intention*. 1 know one
man at least who will pat every obstruction in
the way of legislation that would be considered
brazen and criminal by the people. Hunting-
ton and Gould and Stanford have mortgaged
their properties to the limit They cannot
realize another cent, and now they want the
I'nited states to extend a loan "f IIJXOOO. iur). due
in about nine years, reduce the interest to a
ridiculou* figure, and place the payment of the
debt on the shoulders of those who will follow
them. The lifting of the obligation will not
concern tbern during their lives, if they succeed
in their remarkably bold scheme.

Mr. Anderson Is intetuely earnest in his oppo-
sition to the plans of subsidized railroad man-
agers, md he has a larze following in the House.

The plans of Mr. Huntingdon and senator
Stanford are widely divergent, and it is said that
to this difference of opinion is largely due the
coolness that now exists between them. Hunt-
ington's idea* are in accord with the provisions
oi the bilL He wants the government to extend
the time of payment of the debt so that it will be
left to posterity to wrestle with. Seaatof Stan-
ford wants the debt paid to the government be-
fore be dies. His plan is first to ascertain just
how much the railroads owe to the United States.
Then there are certain consideration* which he
cal.s equities to be reduced to dollars and cents
and deducted from the indebtedness. These
equities cons st in part of the claim that when
the Central Pacific was projected and operations
were commenced, it was understood, and even
promised, that the railroad shouid extend from
the Pacific coast to the Missouri river: but the
government went back on its sgreemcat and
gave the Union Pacific its star*, in life, thus en-
croaching up n the ( entral Pacific s ground. It
is also claimed that the building of the Pacific
railroad* made it possible for the United States
to convey its train ioads of mail for lets mouey
than was required to haul a «mail armful of let-
ters in a boat or stage coach before.

To make the*- computations five or six years
will be required, and then it :s proposed to go oa
the street to raise the moaey to pay the baUnce
due by placing a blaaket mortgage on all Pa-
cific property, treating all alike and binding
them by some agreement.

senator Frye s committee on Pacific railroads
was called to order today to hear further argu-
ments on the bill already reported from the com-
mittee tosecure payment to the government of
the indebtedness of the U nicn and Central Pa-
cific Railway Companies. The Union Pacific
Railway Company was represented by Jeremiah
Wilson, who said in substance that at a recent
reorganization of the company the management
now found itsell unable to accept the terms for-
merly agreed to by it and embodied ia the bill.
The reportc-d financial condition aad future
prcwpects of the Union Pacific would not war-
raat itin obligating itself to meet such heavy
payments as were proposed. Wilson concluded
with the statement that the company would ac-
cept a proposition to refund its debt at per
cent, interest, payment to be based upon a 'terra
of 100 years, instead of 3 per cent, and fifty
years, as proposed in the bill.

The Central Pacific Company was represented
by President Huntington. He said, that inas-
much as the Central Pacific's earnings and pros-
pects were below those of the Union Pacific, if
better terms were gntited that rond. the Central
Pacific debt, fixed in the bill for 100 years and a
3 per cent, interest, should be favored in a cor-
responding degeee by a further reduction of in-
terest and mi exteasioa of time. Ifthis were
done he would be willing to apply part of the
earnings oi the Southern Pacific railroad to the
repayment of the debt of the Central Pacific.

STATE BOARD OF COMMERCE.

Organized at Olympia?Seattle Chosen a*
Location of It*Principal Office.

Oltktia, Jan. ia.?{Special.}?The World's
Fair Association met at 10 o'clock this morning.
Resolution* were read from Port Townsend and
New Whatcom chambers of commerce sad
Douglas county board of trade, calling upon the
legislature to make a liberal appropriation for
the Washington exhibit at the World'* fair.

A report wa* made by the committee appoint-
ed to draft a bili for submission to tbe legisla-
ture providing for the expenses of the Washing-
ton state exhibit at the World * Columbian ex-
position at Chicago in 1993, recommending that

mill on the assessed valuation of property ia
the state be appropriated for the next three
years.

It was after midnight when the state

board of commerce adjourned at
the Olympia hotel. A convention of
representative men throughout the state waa
called to order at 2 o'clock this afternoon in
Tacoma hall, for the purpose of organizing
the board. Temporary organization waa
perfected by the election oi Percy
W, Rochester, of Seattle, president, and C.
W. Baowden. of Tacoma. secretary. The chair
appointed a committee of nine to draft a plan of
organization as follows: P. W. Rochester. E. B.
Cashing. Dr. Blalock, A- Partridge, Dr. Conover,
W. D. Jenkins, Mr. Clarke, C. H. Womer, E. E.
Berry. Thi* committee was instructed tore-
port at the adjourned meeting thi* evening.

At tbe evening session at the Hotel Olympia,
after a great deal of oral effort, the board suc-
ceeded in determining upon a location for its
headquarters, and also effecting a permanent
orgaaizaiion. Seattle was chosen a* tbe place
for its principal office by tbe following ballot:
Seattle 3S, Tacoma 13, Olympia 3, and New
Whatcom X

Tacoma's prospect* for securing the head-
quarters were injured by an unmistakable threat
from Mr. E. B. Cashing, to the effect that if Ta-
coma did not get an equal show with Seattle it
would withdraw its support. The com-
mittee on permanent organization and
order of business had reported in
favor of having the headquarter* at
both Seattle and Tacoma, but the board refused
to entertain that proposition. A proposition
had been received from Seattle offering suitable
office quarters rent free, and a bonus of $3,00P,
to be paid in monthly installments of $230 eacii,
but as this was construed by the Tacoma sup-
porters as a bid, Mr. L. D. Roe*, of Seattle, with-
drew it. There was quite a wrangle before the
matter was finallysettled by ballot.

The constitution adopted pledges the board to
do everything to encourage immigration, pro-
mote tse commercial and industrial interests of
the state, and to advertise the resources of the
state, both by exhibits and printers ink. Some
difficulty was experienced in securing a presi-
dent. but finallyDr. G. V. Calhoun, of La Conner,
consented to act in that capacity and was unan-
imously elected. The other officers chosen were
P. V. Johnston. of Walla Walla, vice president;
W. F- Rupert, of Port Townsend. secretary; the
Merchant*' National bank, of Tacoma, treasurer,

aad Use following executive commit-
tee J. F. Eshelman, of Seattle: W. D.
Jenkins, of New Whatcom: V. F. Clark, of
Cou peri tie; S. B. Conover, of Port Townsend;
Charles Litchfield, of Waterville; C. H. Warner,
of (yifax. and .V. Partridge, of Che halls. The
Merchants' National bank of Tacoma then with-
drew, through Senator Henry Drum, as treasurer.
The executive committee will select a treasurer,
also a general manager, the latter to reside at
headquarters.

FAIRHAYXN, Jan. 13?{Special.}?The new
board of county commissioners assumed con-
trol of couaty affairs yesterday.

He is
treasurer of theFairhaven Land Company, gen-
eral manager of the Fairhaven <k Southern rail-
road, president of the First National hank and
of the Cascade club, ant altogether one of the
meat popular mea in Whatcom county.

The new councilmen are Messrs. J. M. Dar-
ling,F. J. King horn. W. C. Allerton, T. L. Au-
brey. Z. W. Christopher and T. E. Monahan. all
prominent business men or property-owners.
There is no lack of candidates for the appoint-
ive offices.
