A FEAST OF REASON.

Unitarian Club Banquet at the
Rainier Hotel.

“RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATION."

Fine Addresses by Rev. Roderick Steb-
bins and Mr. Joseph Shippen—A
Notable Gathering.

The Rainier hotel was the scene last evening
of a notable assemblage, brought together to
participate in the banquet of the Unitarian
Club, In addition to a large number of Seattle
members of the club and their ladies who were
present, Tacoma, Fairhaven, Olympia and Puyal-
1up were represented by promiuvent Unitarians.

In the dining-room the banquet was inangur-
ated by the saying of grace by Rev. W, E. Cope-
land, of Tacoma.

The first address of the evening came from the
retiring president of the club, Mr. Samuel
Collyer, of Tacoma. Mr. Collyer ssid he found
himself in a peeuliar situation. On the pro-
gramme he was put down for an address from
the retiring president, and would also have to
answer {or the address of the new president.

It was mneedless to say he was gratified and
surprised to see =0 largea number of Unitarians
assembled. If it were in Tacoma he would not
have been surprised at all. Ithad been the cus-
tom heretofore to read letters frown friends from
various sections, but that would be dispensed
with and he would introduce Mr. Joseph 8hip-
per, the principal speaker of the eveuing.

Mr. Joseph Shippen made an address on “Re-
liglous Organization,” from which the following
extracts are made:

““The immortal words of Webster ‘Liberty and
union now and forever, one and iuseparable,
are as true in religion as in secular life and in-
stitutions. Under the iuspiration of that fervid
watehword, conned by all school boys of the
last generation 1,000,000 men marshalled,
marched and fought successfully for the preser-
vation of free government. We repudiste the
assumption of authority—the arrogant indi-
viduality of Louis Quatorze, who proclaimed, ‘I
am the state’—believing that in union there is
strength—believing in the brotherhood of man
and seeking the liberty wherewith Christ hath
set us free—the Christ who eame that we might
h:n_fe life and life more abundantly.

These ideas of liberty aud union find their
correlatives in the centrifugal and centripetal
forces in celestinl mechavics. Noone of the
myriads of myriads of stars hitherto only
imagined, but now revealed Ly the photo-
graphic telescope. &t Harvard, is beyond the
realm of the law that gives form to the smallest
water-drop,

“In individual life we have the same anti-
thetic tendencies in freedom and loyalty: and
the conduct of liie, adjusted in due moral per-
bgcct!\'es. depends largely upon maintaining
their true relations. Character is and mustever
be individual, and is formed by making pledges
to one's self based on highest idcals and then
resolutely keeping such pledges. We recognize
the value of the individual, and know the scales
must often kick the beam when attempt is made
to balanuce a mass of humanity against the
weight of asingle man endued ‘with spiritual
weight and power. When Julia Ward Howe
once asked Charles Sumaer to dine and meet a
distinguished stranger, she was repeiled by the
senator’s reply, ‘O, I have lost all interest in in-
dividuals.” Can we not sympathize with Mrs.
Howe in making her diary entry that night,
'fl hanks be given that God has not advanced so

ar.

‘It is, then, with the fullest appreciation of the
importance of freedom of thought and independ-
ence of action in each of us, that I uow turn the
other side of the shield, to present the value of
associated action—to speak briefly of the expe-
rience and power of organization. Organiza-
tion is the word of the hour. We see its potency
shown in government and in trade, and are al-
most appalled, like B (ward Bellamy, by the ci-
fects of concentration of brain and capital.

“There stand the Red Cross and White Cross
societies, multiplying and rooting themselves
throughout the world to foster and establish
charity and purity in the hearts of men. Itis
upon the principle of geometrical progression
the Lend a Hand elubs have been formed nn-
der the impulse given by our loved friend Dr.
Edward Everett Hale, and are spreading over
land and sea. The King's Daughters, too, have
arisen, and are said now to number 130,000 mem-
bers, guided Ly the impulse of the beautiful and
immortal poem of Mrs. Rebecea Palfrey Utter,
the wife of our Chicago minister, whose seli-
sacrificing missionary efforts as a pioneer at
Olympia are never to be forgotten,

*In the highest planes of thought and action in
mind and spirit in religion, the cffectiveness of
organization is likewise everywhere recogni-
zable. Noris it only in the hierarchies, and
missionary enterprises; the truth is felt inthe
magnetic consciousness of receiving the as-
sured blessing attending the two or three as-
sembled in His name—assembled in the spirit
of unity to dwell in the bonds of peace. Ca-
thedrals and flaming rituals are unpneeded to
establish the true church of the soul. The Ta-
coma girl of brother Copeland’s flogk, possessed
of social graces and refinement, who gathers in
the wilderness near Willipa in Pacific county
the neighboring woodsmen from Sunday to Sun-
day for religious thought and sympathy, has
founded as true a church as that of St. Peter's
rock.
