MONTESANO'S BIG DAY

Iron Horse of Northern Pacific
Snorts in the Street.

THE FIRST ALL-RAIL LINE.

Completed From Centralia to Head of
Navigation on the Chehalis—Railroad
Octopus in Bad Health.

MoNTESANO, Jan. 16.—[Special.}-The event of
the year occurred todsy. A Northern Pacific
locomotive, with Engineer Huson's special car
attached, rolled into this city ate4:40 p. m.,and
was welcomed by the Vidette band and citizens
of the city, who turned out en masse at a mo-
ment's warning to welcome the first Northera
Pacific car and those in it. Among those aboard
were: H. 8. Huson, principal sssistant engiveer
of the Northern Pacific compaay; J. M. Ashton,
counsel for the road on its western division;
Colonel C. W. Griggs and Major F. D. Heustis,
contractors constructing the lime; C. B. Morri-
son, general manager of the Olympic Land and
Improvement Company, whose business consists
in the management of the subsidies and devel-
opment of the railroads and other property
along the line of the road; Assistant Engineer
Harlowe, Superintendent Clayton, and James
Blaine Heustis, who was one of the most enthu-
siasstic members of the company. After the
band had played a selection and the crowd bad
given three cheers for the Northern Pacifie rail-
road, Counsel Asbton, Engineer Husonand F.
D. Heustis msde speeches ackunowledging the
reception which they had received. They
stated that it would be three weeks or thinty
days before the line would be completed for
regular traffic, and when that arrives Monte-
sano would have regular through connection
with all of Uncie Sam’'s domain. The party go
down the Iine to Ocosta.
