MONTANA MUDDLE IS WORSE.

Senators Teller and Wolcolt Insulted by
the Administration. Bnt They "Will

Return Good for Kill.

KASSAR CITY, Jan 16.?A special to the Thnrt
from Topcka, Kan., says: Sensational develop-
ments in the senatorial tight may be expected
soon. The Farmers' Alliance, in caucus last
night, decided to unseat seven Republican mem-
bers of the lower House, and Mat seven contest-
ant Farmers' Alliance candidates. When this
fact became known to the Republicans of the
Senate it is said they decided to adjourn the
Senate on the very day that the Republicans of
the lower House are unseated. The adjourn-
ment will be sine die, and will prevent the
holding of a jointsession to elect a Renator. The
choice of a senator to succeed Ingalls will then
devolve upon Governor Humphreys, who, it ia
said, will name Ingalls.

MONTANA DEMOCRATS COERCIVE.

They Will Contest Power's Seat, and
May Impeach Supreme Judges.

HELENA, Jan. 16.?[Special.]?The situation of
the legislative muddle is more serious today
than at any time since the opening of the ses-
sion. The secret of the caucus held by the Dem-
ocratic members of the legislature last night
leaked out today. It WHS decided to contest the
seat of State Senator John W. Power, but for
some reason the contest is postponed tor the
present. The plan of the Democrats is fullyap-
parent. The Democratic House has been recog-
nized by the governor and the Senate, but it is
feared that tue lieutenant governor, Republican,
will refuse to sign the bills, and further they
fear that the supreme court will, in line with
former rulings, declare law s so passed unconsti-
tutional.

The unseating of Power will give the Demo-
crats a majority in the Senate, thus
enabling them to carry out the threat of com-
meueiug impeachment proceedings against thesupreme court judges aud the lieutenant gov-
ernor.

The Senate adjourned after e short session
thismorniug. The contest was laid over until
Monday, in hopes that the Republican repre-
sentatives will be forced to accept the terms of
compromise ottered by the Democrats, and
thereby render the contest unnecessary, but the
Republicans are incensed, and will liot recede
from their position. The Republicans have
made sueh overtures as could consistently be
made, but the Democrats demand au uncondi-
tional surrender, and insist on seating the five
representatives from Silver Bow county, who
were defeated by throwing out the vote of pre
cinct iU.

COLORADO SENATORS INSULTED.

Bnt They Will Not Oppose Confirmation
of Monetary Commissioner Hill.

DENVER, Jan. 16.?Governor Routt today re-
ceived u telegram from Senators Teller and Wol-
cott, saying: "The telegram signed by yourself
and others, urging acquiescence in ex-Senator
Hill's nomination as monetary commissioner, is
received. Hill's nomination was intended, and
has been everywhere recoguized, as an affront to
the Colorado senators for their course respoct-
inp silver, but whatever may be our personal
differences, we have concluded to request his
confirmation, being animated by a desire to
furlher the best interests of Colorado. We fear
ii Mr. Hill is rejected some mono-metallist
would be appointed in hi* stead." The senators
also requested the governor and other signers of
the telegram to joinin an earnest effort to recon-
cile the unhappy differences now existing iu the
Colorado House of Representatives.

The Nebraska Political Imbroglio.
LINCOLN, Jan. 10.?Petitions are being circu-

lated throughout the state asking the legisla-
ture for a recount of the ballots at the November
election. This is supposed to he a scheme of
the Independents to get possession of the bal-
lots of Douglas county, in which Omaha is situ-
ated. for the purpose of counting out Boyd and
seating Powers as governor.

The Colorado Political Imbroglio.
DENVER, Jan. l(J.?The two warring factions

of the House of Representatives have failed to
reach an amicable settlement of their difficul-
ties. Both factions held a meeting today, but
nothing was done.
