“This company is trying to drive out honest

workingmen by means of oppression and turn
them and their families out of their homes. If
they can drive these men out, it can drive us all
out. But this is a government of the people, by
the people and for the people. The people have
made it and the people must msintain it. These
600 miners and their families are driven off with-
out s word of warning and without any wrong-
doing on their part, and the oppressive corpora-
tion brings 600 wortbless individuals to take the
place of these honest laboring men. These
negroes, as serfs of a greedy corporation, have
been brought here and protected in slavery by
armed men for blood money.
- “These armed men are under s person named
Sullivan, & name which bespeaks a race that for
700 years has fought against tyranny, but among
all names there are traitors and spies like Judas
Iscariot, and this man has shown himsell to be
traitor and spy, ready to sell his soul for a mess
of ready to drag down the poor and up-
hold the rich, ready to sell his birthright while
working for blood money.

“Shame to the colored man who would advise
the slavery of his race; shame to those who
would perpetuate this slavery. It took millions
of lives and millions of dollars and made rivers
of blood to liberate these slaves and now slavery
is in ced by an iron-clad oath and an iron-
clad decree. What is the difference between
slavery as it was and slavery under contract?
When a man binds himself and his liberty
under a contract he becomes aserf. That ourlaws
and our own seli-respect will not endure, and it
behooves us to say to this moneyed power, you
shall not come here and introduce your contract
labor and serfdom. If they come they must
come as free men. Every man has a right to
scil his labor for whatever he chooses, but we
will not permit this class of labor to eome here.

“These contract laborers are taking away the
miners’ bread, and when you take away a man’s
bread you take away his life. 1f the laws of the
land will not proteect you there is a higher law—
the law of self-protection, and when it becomes
necessary you can take the law into you own
band.”

The speaker then referred to the prosperity of
Peunsylvania thirty years ago, but said it had
been lessened by foreign labor, which drove
honest labor out.

Continuing, he denounced what he named
the degraded contract labor, and then said:
“Shall we permit ourselves to be driven into
the waters of the Pacific ocean by contract
labor as we have been driven from the East?
If not, we must rise up and protect ourselves.
We must have intelligent men to perform this
labor or we will be as badly off as we were in
the East. We must protest against introducing
cheap or contract labor. We must say to this
corporation, we pay taxes the same as you, and
as we have to obey the laws, so must you. You
briog men here under false preteuses, and we
will rise up in arms against you and liberate these
people. When we have risen up and done our
duty, we can do no more. If you want to be
serfs and grovel in the dirt it is your own look-
out.

“If this corporation, because it has the power,
does these things, we must protest as American
citizens, and must use force, influence and
money to help the suffering miners. We pro-
tested against the Chinese infliction and the
governmenut raised up walls against them. We
will protest now against contract labor. Miners
of King county, stand up for your rights and the

ALL FOR AN ACTRESS.

Austrian Nobleman Wounded
by a Duelling Southerner.

SUCCESSFUL FIGHTER UNKNOWN

The Fickle Lady Cared for Neither Man
—~Baron Fell Upon His Adver-
sary’s Sword.

CHICAGO, May 24—Chicago was todsy the
scene of s denouncement in genuine romance
of which the essential features were a wealthy
nobleman, & disinherited son, a beautiful
woman, sduel and & mystery. Baron Rudolf
Kalnoky De Koraspatak, a nephew of Count
Kalnoky, of Vienna, made bis first visit to
Chicago about & month ago, registering at
the Richelieu as *“Rudolph Kainoky,” O0f
New York. He was handsome and distin-
guished, and ed to be the r of un-
limited means. Theobject of his stay in Chicago
was a mystery to all except the manager of the
Richelieu, Carlson, to whom be partially told
his story.

Kalnoky, according to his own conleesion,
was at one time a staunch defendant and ad-
mirer of Queen Natalie. He also had been cho-
sen companion in the revels of the gay young
crown prince, whose suicide shocked all Europe.
Beeking a change in America, bhe acci-

dentally met Miss Mittie  Atherton,
a member of the Duff company, dur-
ing its last Chicago engsgement. Ehe

led the baron a doleful life both here and in
othe cities. She constantly kept before him that
she could never become his wife as her beart
was already given to one for whose
sake she would shortly quit the stage.
Kalnoky finally became convinced of the
truth of this, and remained in Chicago
when the company left. Weakening, however,
he went to Louisville in one last effort to con-
quer the pretty actress. While there he seems
to have met one of his numerous rivals, though
not the successiul ome. Last P‘rifiny he
returned to the Richelieu, having given up
the idea of following the actress. The same
night the man whom he met in the South dined
with him. A too free indulgence in wine
quickly ended the friendly character of the
meeting. Soon a cry of rage was heard and a
heavy fall. Kalooky had knocked his compan-
ion down for speaking disrespectfully of the
woman he loved.

An hour afterward a friend of the Southerner
appeared with & respectiul note, demanding a
meeting. Kalnoky accepted. With the excep-
tiorr of the rash act which gave excuse for the
challenge, the affair was carried out with regard
to every nice distinction of the code. Saturday
night the baron was informed that all the details
had been arranged and the meeting would take
place at Jackson park, daybreak, Sunday.
Rapiers were the weapons selected.

At 4 o'clock this morning Kalnoky entered a
carriage in waiting and immediately was joined
by his second, stopping on the way to takeina
physiclan. At Jackson park they found the
opposite party. Shortly after 6 o'clock the
men were facing each other. A moment
later the word was given, and, like
a flash, Southern commenced the attack.
After some sharp fighting the Southerner in-
flicted a sharp wound in the right leg of the
baron. A little later the barom, by a clever
lunge, pricked the skin on the right shoulder of
his adversary. The latter, however, parried ad-
mirably and at this moment, to the horror of his
seconds, the baron appeared to slip and literally
fall on the point of his adversary’ssword, which
entered his neck. A stream of blood gushed
from the wound. The seconds immediately
stopped the combat and the baron's wounds
were hastily dressed. After ascertaining that
the result would not necessarily be fatal, the
Boutherner and his friend left the field.

Every effort to identify this man has failed.
It is thought, however, that he is theson of &
prominent citizen of Atlanta, Ga., famous in
the South as an authority on the code duello
and who, though quite young, has taken an
active part in several affairs of honor.
Baron Kalnoky's exact whereabouts are kept
secret. From conversations with Manager
Carlson, he fears the baron’s misplay was not
mere accident, but that finding himself facing
one his equal in swordmanship he took that
means, honorably, of ending his life. If this
was the case, Carlson fears that Kalnoky may
follow his failure by a successful attempt upon
his own life.

City or Mexico, May 23.—El Tempo, a

Cuicaco, May 23.—The statue of Lin-
neeas, the botanist, a counterpart of the
one in Stockholm, was unveiled in Lincoln
park today. Itisof bronze, sixteen feet
high, and stands upon a granite pedestal.
The statue was presented to the city by
the Swedish Society. The services were
attended by representatives of Swedish
societies from St. Louis, Kansas City, St.
Paul, Omaha, Minneapolis and other cities.

Itis a decidedly interesting
work and even on its face shows it to have great
value.
