THREE MEN KILLED AT CENTRALIA

They Entered an Unused Well, Became
Stupefied and Were Drowned.

CENTRALIA, May26.—[Special.] A terrible ac-
cident ocenrred here yesicrday afternoon at 2
o'clock, by which three men lost their
lives. They were Benny Perry, Patrick Byrns
and Myron Dobson. Sonny Ford also came near
losing his life, but was #escued.

Patrick Byrus was one of the contractors for
grading Tower avenue, and had a force of men
employed plowing the avenue between Pine
and Magnoolia streets, The plow struck a
timber and revealed a well which had
been sunk a year or more ago for fire protection
purposes.

Benny Perry was either ordered or went down
to see how much water was in the well. Ina
moment an alarm was raised that he had fallen
off the ladder and was drowning.

Byrns immediately entered the well togo to
his rescue. Ile was scen to totter and fall
Sunny Ford immediately jumped into the well
and quickly went down the ladder. He caught
hold of both men, each by an arm, and called
for help—for arope. He felt himself growing
faint, but for some umaccountable reason no
rope was to be had, and he was overcome by the
foul air. Myron Dobson descended into the
deadly hole, only to be overcome and fall into
the water. Then Miller Murdoch seeured a rope
and placed it around his body and descended.
He became faint, but he finally succeeded in
getting hold of Sunny Ford and getting to the
top with him. 7Then Theodore Hoss and Coun-
cilinan Cooner went down, and each brought up
a man, and A, F. George, a reporter for the Daily
News, went in and succeeded in bringing out
Benuy Perry.

In the meantime the first man taken out was
carried into the new building of David Capping
and means taken to resuscitate bhim. He was
finally brought to. Every means was taken to
resuscitate the other three men, but without
avail. For more than an hour they were rolled
on barrels, fanned and rubbed, but it was too
late, and finally the doctors in attendance were
compelled to pronounce life extinet.

Benny Perry was about 45 years of age and
single. Iatrick Byrns was about 40 years of
age and also single. Myron Dobson has only
been here a few wecks, having come from New
York, where he has a large family. He was a
carpenter, but being unable to get work at his
trade took a job grading on the streets. Sonny
Ford is a son of John Ford. one of the first set-
tlers in this section of Washington, and after
whom Ford’'s prairie was named.

The.coroner held an inquest last night, and
the jury returned a verdict that the three men
had come to their death from asphyxiation in
the city well, and that no one was to blame.

Today money is being raised to send the re-
mains of Myron Dobsén and his widow and
three children back to New York. The remains
of Patrick Byrns will be shipped to St. Paul to-
morrow, whiie Sonny Perry will be buried here.

SHALL THE SEALS DIE?

The Cabinet Not Decided on a
Bering Sea Policy.

POACHERS READY TO BEGIN.

Lord Salisbury Would Agree to a
Close Season but for Canada.

President Harrison Pledges the Admin-
istration to Carry Out the Foreign
FPolicy Marked Out by Blaine, Who
Is Believed to Have Broken Down.

_ Wasmixarox Ciry, May 26.—Seal fisher-
les matters were considered at the cabinet
meeting today at length, but no conclusion
was reached. Secretary Foster and As-
sistant Secretary of State Wild will have a
special conference with the president to-
morrow with a view to determining a plan
of action. The president fully appreciates
the necessity of prompt action in the mat-
ter, and is doing all in his power to ar-
range that there may be no further delay
in the departure of revenue cutters to Ber-
ing sea for the purpose of protecting the
interests of the United States.

If these vessels start now they would not
reach the fisheries until the middle of
June, or fifteen days after the opening of
the tishing season, and it is understood

vicinity of Bering sea, threatening the
pursuit and slaughter of seals.

The correspondent of the New York
Herald telegraphs to his paper: Lord
Salisbury has at last broken his silence
regarding the Bering sea agreement, but
he has not brgken it in a way which
affords much relief to the administration.
He has rieighter accepted nor rejected
Blaine’s suggestion ,that a closed season
be agreed to on mmd'&ion tnat the North
American Fur Sealihg Company be al-
lowed seals enough to compensate
them for their expenses at the
seal islands. His  communication
did mnot come in  writing, but
was delivered by Sir Julian
Pauncefote to the president. Sir Julian
said Salisbury is not indifferent to the im-
portance of the subject, nor is he seeking
needless delay. He hesitated because of
the strong opposition which developed all
over Britiish North America to a closed
season. The protests come not only
from people in British Columbia, but from
those in Canada. Lord Salisbury is greatly
troubled by the feeling in Canada, which
he does not wish to affront, although he
says he would like to reach an amicable
agreement for a closed season. He sent
Sir Julian to the president to make his
position clear and to show that he is not
intentionally delaving action but study-
ing the question , with a view to its solu-
tion. While the president and cabinet are
willing to accept the protestation of Lord
Salisbury so far as circumstances justify,
yet they feel it is getting too late in the
season to palter.

A VIGOROUS FOREIGN POLICY.

The President in Full Accord With Mr.
Blaine’'s Far-Seeing Designs.

WASHINGTON CITY, May 26.—A colvmn article
in this morning's Post [administration] bears
marks of inspiration from high official quarters.
It was evidently put out by the administration
to allay the fears that Blaine's illness will
seriously disturb or change the foreign policy
begun by him toward Englgnd, Russia, Italy,
Spain, and in fact most of the great countries of
Furope and Spanish America. Notwithstand-
ing theglenials by Blaine's family and physi-
cians, the impression is fast gaining ground
that Blaine will never be an entirely well man
again.

1t is well known that for years he has been
troubled with something like Bright's disease.
He may resume his duties at the state depart-
ment after a lapse bi several months, but not
for any great length of time. His disease will
slowly undermine his strong constitution.

The Post says that Blaine’s contemplated de-
parture for Maine, which has given rise to such
grave fears, need not hinder the transaction of
current state department matters, as President
Harrison has always taken a deep interest in
foreign affairs and is more or less familiar with
the state of Blaine's negotiations with foreign
diplomatists.

The Post countinues, the president and Mr.
Blaine believe in a vigorous but not rash for-
eign policy, and this will be carried out. Af-
fairs bave so far progressed that it will be no
harm togive the public limited knowledge of
them, and then the Post says the United States
will give her strongest moral support to Venezu-
ela as against the encroachments of British
Guiana, and will {urther strengthen our hold
upon the Hawaiian islands and take an active
interest in Liberia, and establish & line of steam-
ers to Monrovia, so that we can strengthen onr-
selves the better to penetrate Africa and secure
& fair share of trade.

The administration has also decided that the
Chilean war shall cease. Itissafeto say that
very'soon the United States will intervene, but
without injustice to either side.

from the cotmage of bullion under the act, when
paid into the treasury, becomes a partof the
general cash, and may be used like any other.
