TOO common brick, which presumably will be
used fur the foundation and bridge work of the
steam boilers now on bond here. The brick
will l»e made at Koslyn or Cle-Elum. The loca-
tion of the new shaft is stili a matter of simu-
lation to outsiders, but in face of the prospec-
tive ore mining and manufacturing develop-
ments at Cle-Elum it is more than probable that
it wili be sunk south of this place and adjacent
to Cle-Elum. That the projectors of this new
mine foresee a market for their output is evi-
dent, as the establishment of a plaut represented
bv their preliminary arrangements will cnll for
a production equal to the output of the Eoslyn
mines when worked to their full capacity. *

The season now opening promises to bo ft
busy one among prospectors and miners of the
more precious metals. Outfits are dally being
made up at tins point and at Cle-Elum tor the
G leu* City, upper < le-Elum and other
regions. Mining on tho Fwauk hps

bt.cn actively commenced. and it is
panning out very satisfactorily. A
nugget taken from John Black's claim in this
region netted the owner fo:£». Beyond this
claim the Green Tree Company are using the
hydraulic process and obtain good results.
Miningwill be more substantially prosecuted
this year, ar.d tunnel driving will take the
place of surface mining.

The North Pacific, Kittitas and Yakima Irri-
gation Company are at work at the mouth of
Cle-Elum lake doing preliminary work for their
ditch. They hope to have lumber and material
on the ground by the middle of June, and will
then put in ? five-foot cribbing at once. The
flow from the lake at this point is very strong,
and the work will have to be of the most sub-
stantial character.

The Cle-Elum Water Power Company have
completed their survey for a ditch and will let
contracts for immediate construction. Three
carloads of plumbago were shipped yesterday
from mines south of Cle-Elum to the Ellens-
burg furnaces.

Kowr Among Reformed Presbyterian*.
PlTTßßi'Kii, May 27.?The sixty-second synod

of the Retorme<l Presbyterian church of North
America began this morning, with 200 delegates
present. The entire session was devoted to
prayer. 1 bis synod is a branch of the Reformed
I're«byterian church known as the old school,
and the same question will come before this
session that caused the split in mi?rights of
suflrage. After the session one of the nine
ministers suspended for exercising the right of
suflrage said: "If the synod sustains the sus-
pension and puts us out of the church at least
twenty-five ministers will follow us."

GORDON HARDffARE COMPANY It is significant that this whole business
has been conducted so far without the
knowledge or advice of the American hier-
archy. The campaign has heen directed
solely by a committee in Germany, which
by its activity has secured the sup]»ort and
approbation of other European countries.
There will be great curositv to know the
view American bishops take of the matter.
The plan proposed in the memorial seems
to be peculiarly adapted for the preserva-
tion in America of the language and race
distinction of immigrants. It has been
impossible to secure a list of the signatures
to this memorial, but the body of the
document itself has been ob-
tained. It speaks of the Lucerne
congress as meeting to consider the best
means of procuring the spiritual and tem-
poral welfare of their Catholic fellow coun-
trymen, who are emigrating to America at
the rate of upward of 400,000 a year. These
numerous emigrants, says the memorial,
could constitute a great power and mighty
factor in the development df Catholicism in
different parts of America.

It then goes on to detail the plans nec-
essary to carry out its views. First of all,
it would be necessary to form into sepa-
rate parishes or missions different groups
of emigrants of different nationalities
where numbers and resources so allow, and
the parishes should be confined to priests
of the same nationality. "In this way,"
says the memorial, "the cherished recol-
lections of the fatherland would be con-
stantly brought back to the immigrants."
Where the limited number of different na-
tionalities will not permit of separate par-
ishes, the priest directing such groups
should be conversant with their different
languages and should be obliged to give
instructions to all the different groups in
their language. Where there are
no Christian public schools. paro-
chial schools are to be established.
The list of studies for these schools should
always comprise the national language of
the different races of emigrants, as well as
the language and history oftheir adopted
country. Catholic associations of different
kinds should be formed to preserve Catho-
lics from wicked societies of Free Masonry,
etc. As often as feasible Catholics of
every nationality should have one bishop
of their own rac« in all Catholic countries

from which emigration is taking place.
The holy see should favor and shelter sem-
inaries and schools instituted for the edu-
cation of missionaries for emigrants. A

number of Italian missionaries have al-
ready gone to America, and others of
other nations are waiting for the pope to
guarantee them "untrammeled exercise of

the ministry by decree of his infallible
wisdom." Thus, provided the holy see
lend its indispensable co-operation, mar-
velous results will be obtained. Foor emi-
grants will find again in America their
own parishes, their own schools, their own
societies, their own language, and they
will prove the means of extending the

limits of Jesus Christ's kingdom on earth.

Poachers Will Not Be Seized

Bnt Only Warned.

THE RUSH SAILS FOR ALASKA.

Sir John A. Macdonald, Prime Min*
ister ofCanada, Dying.

Americans Cnable to Bay Bait on the
French Cflut of Newfoundland Owing
to » W»nhlp'i Interference -Corrup-

tion of the Oomialoa Government.

WASHINGTON CITT. May 27.? The secre.
tary of the treasury this morning tele-
graphed the commander of the Rush to
?ail today. Orders for the revenue cotter
Bear to sail for Alaska were also sent by
telegraph this afternoon. TheCorwin will
not sail for some days yet, and in the
meantime the government will consider
the advisability of giving the Corwin
special instructions modifying those under
which the Bush and Bear sail, the in-
structions of the two last-named vessel be-
ing the same as those of last year. They
arc not to seize poaching vessels unless
totind illicitly waling within a marine
league, but to warn them of.

The general subject as to whether or not
there is to lie a close season has not, it is
said, yet been settled, no reply having
been received by the I'nitcd States gov-
ernment in answer to its counter proposi-
tion to the British government to allow
natives to kill 7,<V)O seals to furnish them
with the usual food supplies. The pres-
ident and advisers, it is said,
are yet waiting on Lord Salisbury
for some expression of opinion about the
matter. Pending this reply or some al-
ternative suggestion or oiler from the Brit-
ish government, it is not believed th » mat-
ter will be finally settled. If a clot* sea-
son should be agreed upon the treasury
department can send the revenue cutter
Corwin to the seal islands with such sup-
plementary orders as may be needed to fit
the new status of affairs. It is thought
probable by those well informed
that should a close season be eventually
agreed upon it will not be possible for the
British government to compel the great
horde of poaching vessels now on their
way to Bering sea to desist from taking
seals. Major Williams, chief special
agent sent to the seal islands, has
received no orders containing a modifi-
cation of the original number (HO,000)
which the North American Commercial
Company were authorized to take.

HA* FRANCISCO, May 27.? The revenue
cutter Richard Rush, Captain Coulaop,
sailed for the Seal islands in Bering sea
this afternoon. She had on board Special
Commissioner J. Stanley Brown and Mpec-
cial Agents Major Williams, Colonel
Barnes and Mr. Nettleton. The duties of
the special agents are to supervise seal
hunting at the various islands and see that
the conditions of the contract with the
government for killing are complied with.
Special Commissioner Brown will make a
study of the sealing question and report
at Washington City on the return «f the
Rush.

AMERICANS CAN'T BIT BAIT.

A French Warship at Ht. George's Bay.
Newfoundland, Forbids Ik

WASHIXC.TO!* CITY, May 27.?Respecting the
action of the French government in stationing a
warship at St. George's bay, Newfoundland, to
prevent the United Htates fishermen Irom ob-
taining bait, itis said .it the state department
that action cannot be taken nor can an opinion
as to the merits of the case be
given until further ad\lces are received.
It has not yet been made clear to the
department whether the warship has prevented

our fishermen from buying ball or whether it
has prevented the French inhabitants from sell-
ing it These are two very distinct and different
propositions. In the first case it might be taken
as an assertion of authority over American
citizens, while in the second case the French
authorities might be exerting undeniable
authority over French subjects.

HALIFAX, May 27.?A telegram from St. .Johns,
S. V., says a French warship at St. George's bay
refuses to allow Americaus to take or buy bait
there under the treaty of Iftl*. Americans have
the same rights as the British on the Frenelx
shore, and they never before have been inter-
fered with by the French. The consul has tele-
graphed Blaine for instructions.
