CORPSE FOUND AT MT. VERNON.

Bn*r»l Spalding Investigating Smug-

gling and the Custom BOOM?The

World's Fair Imbroglio.

DAYTO*. Aug. 18. [Special.]?At 11
o'clock last night Dayton's annual fire
occurred. It was of incendiary origin and
started in the rear of the Farmers' Alli-
ance agricultural store. It spread in-
stantly to the adjoining buildings, Kuhn's
grocery being first destroyed. A strong
wind was blowing, and it was with great
effort that an adjoining wooden block was
saved. The new water system is not yet
completed, and the supply of the old sys-
tem was inadequate; besides, the steam in
the engine for some reason could not be
raised above forty pounds. For a time it
seemed that the entire town was doomed.
At 1 o'clock the tire was under control, the
wind having subsided. The loss is esti-
mated at $25,000, as follows:

The jury went to the place
where the body was found, which waa
about half a mile from town on the bank
of the river, and after making an examin-
ation returned the following verdict;

We, the Jury, being solemnly sworn according

to law, bring in a verdict of death from un-
known causes. But we think that according to
the surrounding circumstances there is some-
thing mysterious. (Signed) J. B. MOODY,

Foreman of the Jury.

The remains were brought to town this
evening, and will be Juried tomorrow.
Who the person was or where from is not
known, as nothing was found that would
lead to his identity, and the features were
unrecognizable. The remains were packed
in a cedar box and placed between a couple
of cedar logs in a very dense thicket.

The Tnion Pacific Will Fight the Kew
Schedule if Adopted.

SAI EM, Or., Aug. I.B.?The state board of
railroad commissioners this evening
granted the Union Pacific until Thurs-
day next in which to file a written state-
ment showing why the company should
be given an extension of time to furnish
data of shipments, receipts, earn-
ings, etc., to he considered by
the board, before adapting or
rejecting the reduced tariff rates prepared
by the board.

The new
schedule proposes to average a reduction
of 35 per cent, on grain and miilstuffs, and
a reduction of 15 per cent, on stock.

PHitAnrLPHiA, Aug. 15.?A special train
bearing President Harrison and his party
to Bennington, Vt.,to take part in the
centennial festivities, left Cape May this
morning. Private Secretary Haiford ac-
companied him.

JERSEY CITY, N. J.. Aug. 18.?The presi-
dential party arrivtd here at 12:30 p. ra.
today, and after a stop ofonly five minutes
proceeded on its way to Albany. There
waa no demonstration as it was seen that
the party would stop but a few minutes.
Russell Harrison and a number of report-
ers joined the party here.

NEWBCBG, N. Y., Aug. 18.?The presi-
dent's train arrived here this afternoon.
There were 3,000 people at the station
cheering. The train stopped and the
president made a brief address compli-
mentary to New burg, its citizens and sur-
roundings, which was frequently inter-
rupted with cheers. The party was lustily
cheered as the train left the station.

ALBAST, Aug. 18.?Kingston was reached
promptly on schedule time. There wers
several hundred persons present. After
shaking hands for live minutes the presi-
dent made a brief speech. The train
reached Albany shortly before 6 o'clock.
A presidential salute greeted the party.
They were driven to the city hall, where
thousand waited about the platform, on
which were Aeated Mayor Manning, Gov-
ernor Hill and the state officers. The
president received an ovation aa he ap-
proached the front ofthe platform. Mayor
Manning then welcomed the president on
behalf of the city, after which Governor
Hill welcomed the president on behalf of
the state, saying, in part:

The people of tna Empire state receive you
with respect and greet you with the greatest
pleasure on this occasion, not only because you
are the honored chief magistrate of the nation,
but because of their appreciation of your high
character and eminent public service. They are
delighted that TOU have seen fit to honor us with
your presence today. They recall with interest
your many patriotic speeches during your recent
memorable trip in the south and West,and their
desire to see and listen to you nas been intensi-
fied.

President Harrison replied:

be begun next Monday in some of the
yards. The reason for this early start, is
to head off the hop louse before it attacks
the hops, as the parasite is known to begin
the destruction of the burr as the last re-
sort.

However, the picking season will not be
at its height inside of two weeks. As a
whole, the yield is estimated to be some-
thing above half the average. Some of
the vines that were sprayed will produce
seven-eighths of an average yield, while
others willfall 50 per cent, below the av-
erage. gooie vines that were not sprayed
are entirely destroyed. Spraying has
proved beneficial in nearly every instance.

[Applause.] lam sure we would all
shun that condition of things into which many
peopl® of the past have drifted, and
of which we have had in the
great South American countries a recent ex-
ample?o; the distressed anl h >pele>s condition
into which all business enterprises fail when
nations issue irredeemable or depreciated
money. Only ths necessities of a great war can
excuse that lam one that believes these men
from your shops, these farmers remote from the
money centers, have the largest interest oi all
the people in the world In having a dollar that
Is worth 100 cents every day in the
year, and only such. [Applause.]
If by any chance we should fall into a condition
where one dollar is not so good as another, I
venture the assertion that the poorer dollar will
do its first err.in.l in paying some poor laborer
for iiis work. Therefore in the conduct of our
pablic affairs Ifeel p edged, for one, thst all the
infiuenctsof the government should be on the
siieof giving the people only good money end
just as much of that kind as we can get

We have this year a mos; abundant, yee, an
extraordinary, grain crop.

Plate glass for four or fire squares was
shattered, and the sidewalks were
covered with broken glass. The fire-
men could have stopped the fire
at this point before the explosion,
which rendered them almost helpless. The
fire was carried diagonally across to the
Tremont hotel and thence to Colonel Bur-
bridge's block, and spread on all sides, be-
ing fanned by a stiff breeze. Nothing
could stay the flames, and they raged until
exhausted for want of materia' to feed on.
They were stopped at Beaver street on the
north, at Laura street on the west, and at
Ocean street on the east! At 7 o'clock this
morning over twenty business houses had
been burned, and "over forty dwellings.
The loss is about $1,000,000; insurance,
half that amount No lives were lost.

J. Ford was burned last night,
and Mrs. Ford perished in the flames.

Bostos, Aug. is. ?Putnam <fc Co.'s mat-
tress factory was burned this afternoon.

At Cambridge this morning the Damon
iron works were burned. The buildings
were valued at SOO,OOO. The entire loss to
the Damon Iron Company approximates
$200,000, on which there is partial insur-
ance. The Kendall machine shop adjoin-
ing was also destroyed at a loss of SBO,OOO
on the contents; insurance, $30,000. The
men employed at both places lose tools
valued at SIO.OO<L The Harvard Dry Plate
Company suffered a loss of $9,000.

THE SOCIALIST CONGRESS.

A Delegate Arretted?Denaaelatlon of
America Loudly Applauded.

B*rssELß, Aug. 18.?During the Socialist
congress today Merlin, an Italian anarch-
ist delegate, was arrested by the Belgian
police on the ground that he had previ-

ously been expelled from Belgium. While
the arrest caused commotion, it was almost
forgotten in the fright caused by a report
that the police were contemplating more
arrests. The fright, however, was un-
founded.

Lucien Saniel. of New York, one of the
presidents of the day, made a stirring: ad-
dress. in the course of which he paid that
in the United States the earn of
$70,000,000 was annually actually stolen
from the hands of those who
produced it. "Amid all that wealth," said
he, "misery increases so fast that the land
of the brave and the home of the free is in
reality a hell." Saniel's bitter arraignment

of the land in which he found a home waa
most vigorously applauded by many so-
cialists who heard it.

Ramos, a Spanish delegate, declared
with much pride and enthusiasm that he
represented fifty-five anarchist associations
havine headquarters in Barcelona. Other
Spanish representatives opposed his ad-
mission to the congress, and an uproarious
discussion followed. Ramos finally re-
tired.

The difficulty of taking «ny decisive
steps likely to benefit workmen as a whole"
become more apparent as this strange
congress is sifted. Everybody seems to
have deep grievances, but few seem to
have a clearly denned remedy for this. It
!s thought discussion of the proposition to
hold the next international demonstration
at Chicago will cause a host of interesting
remarks.
