Just returned from Gardiner, where embezzler
Albertson is lyingwounded, says he did not see
Albertson himseif, but had a talk with his phy-

fatal, and be would not live more than ten day*

at most, and in the event of peritonitis, he can
not survive so long.

? Gardiner people say the shooting was cow-
ardly and entirely unnecessary. Chandler also
\u25a0sserts that there was no necessity for it. His
version Is that, being taken entirely by surprise
and having a pistol thrust into his face, Albert-
ion very naturally recoiled a step, whereupon
the deputy tired without wa.ting a moment for
liis surrender. Mrs. Albertson has written her
husband an affectionate and forgiving letter,
but she is too unwell herself to go and see him.

TACOMA, Sept. 25. ?(Special.]? Deputy sheriff
Hicks returned this eveniug from Gardiner,
ljtne county, Or., where he went with Deputy
Daggett to Inquire into the condition of Ed-
ward Albertson and bring him to this eitv if be
was able to be removed. Hicks is
Bberift Price's chief deputy, and was instructed
to go into details regarding the embezzler's
physical condition. Ho says he found Albert-
son despondent and reticent, rather weak and
Very sore about the left side. He has the best
of care, and Dr. McKenzie, the attending sur-
geon, dresses the wound several times daily.

The bullet, a 44-ca!iber, entered the left side
midway between the trousers band buttons in
front and came out through tho band of the
trousers In the rear, making nothing more than
a flesh wound, without touching the intestines.
While the wound is not dangerous, it is very
painful and prevents his moving from side to
tide in the lied. In front the wouud is healing
nicely, but it is still Mowing mucus at the rear,
but the surgeon says that will also heal shortly,
and from present indications Albertson can lie
started for Tacoma ten days from date.

t While Albertson knew Hicks to be a Pierce
county deputy, he was not aware of the nature

of bis business, and for that reason it is thought
be did not ask after his family. In fact, he did
not ask any questions of Hicks, and was not
disposed to talk to anybody.

Opinion Is divided as to the necessity of shoot-
ing Albertson. Chandler stated today that
Albertson withdrew slightly as the captors
loomed up, but he believes that he
did so instinctively, and not with any
intention of resisting. However, at that mo-

ment one of the captors, neither tampkin nor
Cochrane, tired, and Albertson fell. Deputy
Sheriff Cochrane claims tiie reward of 1500 for
the capture, and Sheriff Price said to-
night that he would probably com©
here to assert his rights. He was
agisted by two half-breeds, a hotel proprietor
from Coos bay and Lumpkin. The hotel man
was a deputy sheriff, a:id it was he who fired
the shot which struck Albertson. Several shots
were fired by the captors almost simultaneously.
Sheriff Price said tonight:

I consider Albertson's condition favorablo for
removal within ten days. Considering the ex-
cited and shuttered condition of the prisoner's
nerves, I did not exj>ect my deputies to find him
n*strong as he is. About the reward for cap-
ture, others beside Cochrane claim it It will
be decided later to whom this inonev will be
paid.

Everybody who had a hand in the capture
claims the money. Hicks found the stage road
very rough.

Home very sensational developments are
promised when Albertson does arrive and Is ar-
raigned. It is now cautiously given out that
while he executed the robbery others planned
aud connived at it, and as a result Albertson
may Implicate one or two prominent Tacomans.
< handler, who is still reticent, is arranging to
have a Seattle lawyer conduct his defense.

CONGREGATION A LISTS ADJOURN.

Resolutions on Liquor Traffic and Sun-
day Observance? Officers Elected.

TACOMA, sept. ?[Special.] ?The convention
of Congregational churches of the state ad-
journed sloe die here today and will meet next
year at Spokane. The report of the committee
on resolution* was the final business. The
features of the resolutions aa adopted are:

Unswerving loyalty to the whole gospel of
Christ; condemnation of the liquor traffic m
toto, by those who sell liquor and those who
permit it to be S'll upon their premises; that
they look with alarm upon the laxity of legal
restrictions regarding marriage bonds; the sanc-
tity of the Christian Sabbath should be ob-
served; the que>tions that separate capital aud
labor should be settied by the golden rule; and
the management of the Columbian World's
fair i*requested to close its doors on Sundays.

The Aberdeen Harbor Line.

ABERDEEN, Sept. 25.?[Special.]?The harbor
line commissioners arc here today and met the
citizens at the Board of Trade rooms. Colonel
Prosser stated clearly the purposes of the com-
mission and asked the views of the citizens on
the situation. Captain I)e Courcey, in charge of
the engineers doing the harbor survey, waß pres-
ent, aud he and others pointed out the depth of
water, widtfi of channel, location of
bars and other conditions of the water front.
The question principally interesting manufac-
turers is, how much of their holdings can they

buy and how much will pass into the control of
the state. This is a question the commission
cannot yet answer, but it is pretty sure to be a
bitter bone of contention, as much of the land
between the shore and what will probably
be the outer harbor line is occupied
by sawmills and the necessary wharves.
During the meeting an interesting controversy
arose between Governor Semple aud Colonel
Prosser over what the latter termed jointcon-
trol of the harbors and streams by the general
government and the state government, but Pros-
ser maintained that the general government ex-
ercised such jointcontrol, and even went so far
as to supercede state control, while
the governor maintained that its con-
trol was sirnplv supervisory, and not
absolute, but Garretsou said the commission
was not here to discuss a question that brought
up the old states' rights doctrine, and would
proliably be formally decided some time by the
courts.

Many important questions of interest to the
town were asked by leading citizens, and the
commission will have its hands lull.

The Rill Was Not l'ass«td.
OLYMPIA, Sept. 25. ?[Special.]?The prepara-

tion ot the index for the House journal, which
is now in press, has revealed the fact that the
House did not pass the chapter in the statutes of
IM>l entitled, "Annet relating to private sales of
real property belonging to the estates of descend-
ants, minors and insane persons,'' which pro-
vides how such property may be sold under
direction of the superior court. The bill for the
act (U. B. 164) was introduced by Jones, of Che-
halis, and referred to the Judiciary committee.
That committee referred the measure to a sub-
committee, consisting of Messrs. Snlvely
and Godman, with instructions to draft a
substitute, and neither the records of the
committee or the House show that any re-
port was ever made on the bill. The original
bill is now in the secretary of state's office, and
bears no indorsements. A printed copy of the
bill Is iu the archives, and indorsed upon it is a

record that the bill passed the House ou Febru-
ary 17, and was transmitted to the Senate the
next day. The Senate indorsements state thut
it was not received until February 28. It passed
the Senate March 5. The House journal, how-
ever, has no record that tho bill ever passed the
House. On February 16 the Senate bill of the
same number passed the House, and it is
thought that that fact led the House clerk into
the error of supposing that the House bill had
been passed.

The Harbor Line at Moqnlam.

HOQCIAM, Sept 25. ?[special.]? The citizens
of Hoquiam met the Northwestern Lumber
Company Wednesday night in the presence of
the harbor line commission, which desired to
hear an expression of the people in regard to
the re-establishment of a harbor line up the Ho-
quiam river. For several years past the owner-
ship of the water frout has been the most vital
question the city has had to contend with. Tho
Sorthwcstern Lumlier Company, a vast corpora-
tion, has always assumed absolute title, declar-
ing that the front street of the city wus merely
au alley aud had never been dedicated to the
city by them, the original owners of the plat
But this had been the point in dispute. The
corporation was therefore anxious that no har-
bor lines be established on the river, as title to
the wuter front would revert to the state. The
citizens urged the contrary, and called for a
popular vote, welch settled the matter beyond
all doubt iu the minds of the harbor line com-
missioners. It was eminently a fight between
the citizens and the corporation, and the for-
mer's victory Is considered the greatest event in
the history of the town, as it settles a question
that necessarily affects the city's future pros-
perity. The commissioners gave as their opin-
ion before leaving thst the harbor line on the
Hoquiam river would probably lie established
iu accordance with the popular choice.

Tne traet is watered
by a river and a lake. It is one of the last large

bodies of vacant land in the state and a rush of
people may be looked for.

Contractor Radly Injured at Vancouver.

McFarland, the contractor, who was today en-
gaged in surveying a building in the course of
erection, made a false step and fell backwards
six feet on to a pile of stones, severely Injuring
his hack and cutting his head so that it bled
profusely.

THE PUBLIC LANDS.

Washington Has Only Twenty
Million Acres Remaining.

LARGE RAILROAD SELECTIONS.

Ralea Formulated by the State Commis-

sioners for Selection of Tracts-

Compensation Not Settled.

WASHINGTON CITT, Sept. 25.?The report of
Commissioner Carter on the operation of the
general land office was made public today. Tne
total number of agricultural patents issued
during la»6-87, Was 41,443, aganist a total of 231,
60" during the years 1890 and 1891, an increase of
187,164 patents. The increase in the number of
mineral patents issued was 967, and coal patents
382. The number of acres of public lands dis-
posed of during 1891 shows cash sales amount-
ing to $2,143,090. Of the miscellaneous
entries (not cash) 5,043,393 acres
were homesteads, and 969,006 acres entered under
the timber law. The railroad selections amount-
ed to 1,857,572 acres; Indian allotments to
117,485, and original swamp selections to 23,167
acres. The total cash receipts during the year
were 15,429,220. The filings during the year
were 20,J41 and final entries 51,534, representing
an acreage of 7,355r.<j05. Original entries for the
same time were 45.845, aggregating 6,409,832
acres. The decrease of entries for the year is
15,664, representing an acerage of 2,556,820.
Patents issued to laud grant railroads duriug
the year were for 30,088.679, an increase over the
previous year of 2,721,817. The surveys accepted
during the year amount to 8,096,004 acres. The
\u25bcacent public lands iu the states aud territories
amount to 381.497,827 a^res.

The approvals during the year, under different
gTants to the states for educational purnoses
and under the Saline grant, having the eff.ct of
a patent, embraced an area of 1,756,123 acres. Of
thi* amount Nevada received approval for
448,860 acres: Oregon, 933,241; Idaho, 40,<i04.

At the close of the fiscal year there were found
to be 83,058 final entries pending in the office
against 208,064 at the close of the previous fiscal
year. Railroad selections amounting to 28.846,-
577 acres were pending on July 1,1891, which is
a decrease of 930, >7H acres as compared with the
last preceding fiscal year.

tary Spaulding has written a letter to the spe-
cial agent at Tacoma, Wash., with regard to the
recent decision of the United States court in the
state of Washington, wherein it was held that
certain Chinese laborers sentenced to deporta-
tion to China were legally domiciled in the
United States. The special agent was informed,
notwithstanding this decision, that the inter-
pretation of the treasury department of the law
relating to the immigration of Chinese, as re-
quiring their return to China if found at any
time to be unlawfully within the United States,
must continue to guide his official action until
overruled by the supreme court

GRAND FORKS, N. D., Sept 25.? The United
States marshal raid yesterday afternoon
on all the Chinese laundries in the city and
captured three Chinamen, who had been smug-
gled across the line from Manitoba recently.
A large quantity of smuggled opium was se-
cured.

Government Deposits and 4 1-2 Per Centa
WASHINGTON CITY, Sept 25.? There is yet out-

standing f9,143,000 of thj O/i per cent loan,
which has not yet been continued orredeemed.
Government deposits in the national bank de-
positories have now been reduced to 113,699,000.

SALEM, Mass., Sept. 24.? This Is the third day
in the Searles will contest The examination of
Mr. carles was continued. He had owned an

estate in Methuen for twentv-one years. Neither
this estate nor the Great Harrington property
ever went into the copartnership. He asserted
that the Great Barrington property had been
transferred by deed to him, but the deed had
never been recorded. The deed was dated Feb-
ruary 23, 1888K The transfer was made through

Stlllman, and was executed In Europe. Neither
of the deeds had been recorded. lie did not

know of any transfer of the Sau Fraucisco
homestead.

A SECOND BALMACEDA.

Governor of British Honduras Runs
Government and G«>t* Into Trouble.

PANAMA,Sept. 25.?The Star and Herald pub-
lishes Jhe following account of the difficulty at
Belize, British Honduras, between the adminis-
tration and the legislature. After a pro-
tracted struggle between the government and
the popular element o: the legislature, not un-
like that of the congress, the repre-
sentatives vacated their seats in a body.
The governor, in no way disconcerted,
promptly appointed in their places
certaiu officials whom he designated
"unofficially" members, inasmuch as they did
not occupy their seats ex officio. There was at
that time (February last) no one to gainsay
him, and from February to July the colony was
practically run under a Bithnaeedan form of
government. Action wus laid in July against
the collector of customs to recover alleged ille-
gal exacted duties on the ground that the colony
possessed no constitutional legislature, either
at the present tima or when the new tariff
was voted. The government went into court and
defended itself. Chief Justice Anderson was
In a quandary for precedents, but finally
gave judgment for plaintiffs thereby overruling
the legislature and annuling all laws passed
since February. The covernment has appealed
to the privy covncil of the empire.
