"What was your original plan in regard

to the Salvation Array?"
?'My first idea was to get the people

saved and send them to churches. It
proved impracticable, because they would
not go when sent, and if they did "go they
were not wanted.

Adjutant-General I'histerer.
N'ew York Tribune.

The appointment, by Commander-in-
chief John Palmer, of Colonel Frederick
Phisterer, of Albany, to be adjutant sren-
eral of the Grand Army of the Repnblic, is
received with favor by comrades who have
the pleasure of Colonel Phisterer's ac-
quaintance. The new adjutant general
was born in AVurtemburg, Germany, in
1836, and came to this country in 1855. On
December 6of that year, he enlisted as a
private in the Third United States artille-
ry. By October, 1858, he had become a
corporal, and on Julv 10, 1860, he was
made a sergeant. On December 6 of the
same year he was honorably discharged.
On July 31, 1861, Colonel Phisterer was
made sergeant-major of the Eighteenth
United States infantry, and was soon aft-
erward promoted to be adjutant of the Sec-
ond battalion. On February 15, 1866. he
was made a captain, and on July 28, 1866,
was transferred to the Thirtv-sixth United
States infantry, and then to the Seventh
infantry. In 1870 Colonel Phisterer was
honorably discharged. On January 1,
1880, General Frederick Townsend was
appointed by Governor Cornell adjutant
general of the state. General Townsend
learned to esteem Comrade Phisterer's
sterling qualities while serving with him
in the field in the regular brigade of the
Army of the Cumberland, Townsend be-
ing then a major commanding the Fif-
teenth United States infantry. He
selected Phisterer for his assistant adjutant
general, a place the latter has held through
the several administrations since that
time. Since 1882 Colonel Phisterer has
been post adjutant of the camp of instruc-
tion at Beek«kill. He has for a number of
years been the milltrry instructor of the
Albany academy. He" is the author of a
statistical record of the war of the re-
bellion; of "New York in the War of the
Rebellion."

JAPS AS WRESTLERS.

YOKOHAMA, Sept. 12.? {Special Correspond-
ence.)?By this time 1 feel quite at home in
Japan. As 1 write I am sitting on a veranda
which runs all around the hotel and on which
aii the guests' rooms open by means of double
gla?s doors. It is one of the hostelries near the
bluffs, built partly of stone and partly oi wood,
one story high, an attempt being made to com-
bine native and European architecture, sur-
rounded on all aides by a garden, enclosed in
palisades.

LAWYER BALL PLAYERS.

The weather is beautiful and warm, even very
warm, but not as chanaeable as ours, and they
never have that *tickvatmosphere which makes
certain days disagreeable iu the states.

Ah, there is my native guide coming to ask If
I need his services to lay. For weeks he has
come regularly every day to take me around to
see the sights. Yesterday he had a real sur-
prise in store for me. I witnessed a Japanese
wrestling match, to which the natives attach
the same importance we do to horse racing. It
is reaiiy the leading sport in Japan.

So we strolled to the wrestling ground, a sort
of circus, square in shape, with two ranges of
galler.es, made of white wood, inlining all
around, which are reached by means of bamboo
ladders. At the entrances, arched by a tower,
numerous scraps of paper, representing pro-
grammes, attached to wires, were flying, and a
number of men, in a sort of militaryuniform,
were shouting to every passer-by, inducing him
to enter. It was early yet, and only a few peo-
ple had squatted down in th? auditorium; but
the audience was arriving. Tho ladies
occupying the second tier, which are considered
the best seats, were furnished with footstools.
The price of admission was about 91. Tiie first
tier and ground floor cost about 50 cents. The
ground fiior is no: roofed like the tiers, never-
theless it is preferred by the sportsmen. There
were also a few boxes reserved for noblemen.

_'l he ring is a circular place, twenty feet in
diameter, raised one or two feet above the
ground floor. It is strewn wijh sand an 1 sur-
rounded with a double embankment oi straw
bags. It was i-overed with an elesaut tiled roof,
ornamented with lantern* and flags and resting
on four slanting red pillar*.

My guide talk:d to the manager, an odd little
man in a gorgeous theatrical costume, and I
was permitted to go to the green room. Itwas
large and bare, with mats aud cushions as the
only furniture; a few Kakemonos, representing
prizefighters, hung on the walls, and it was
Lighted by a ntimber ot caudles iu iron sticks of
peculiar shape.

The two wrestlers had just arrived, accom-
panied by some of their friends and a number of
coolies carrying lacquer boxes containing the
fighting requisites, wrapped in dark green,
waterproof paper. They were two famous
wrestlers, dressed like ancient noblemen, and
even enjoyed the privilege of wearing the long
and the short swords.

tions, clapped their bands, knocked on thebalustiades with tne fans, and on seeing theirpub.ic favorites, made signs with their hands,
improving their b-.ts on one or the other.
