DISCUSSED IN THE REICHSTAG.

Cenflicting Reports From the Chinese
Rebellion—Prince Bismarck Royally

Greeted by People of Hamburg.

Beruiv, Dec. 10.—In the today
Chancellor von Caprivi opened the debate on
the new commercial treaties, making a strong
appeal for their adoption. He dwelt upon the
fact that the present import and export rela-
tions would ruin both employers and employes.
The measures under dis were y
to preserve Germany’'s husbandry and com-
merce.

Continuing, the chancellor said the immediate
effect of the treaties upon the finances of the
empire would be a diminution of the revenue
by nearly 18,000,000 marks. This wasa matter
that required budget consideration.

Speaking on the question of the differential
treatment of countries not included in the
treaties, he said it was needless to speak of
KRussia. The lamentable distress in that coun-
try would not be removed for some time, and it
was useless to discuss what would be done
afterward.

As regards the United States, the two govern-
ments have decided to continue on the basis of
the arrangements of 1855, whercby the United
Btates received the most favored nation treat-
ment.

In connection with the alleged distress im
Germany he said the agriculture of the country
could very well bear, without risk, a reduction
in the tariff rate of 1'¢ marks. In the matter of
wine, it bad been the aim to compel sharp com-
petition against artificial wines, schnaps and
the so-calied “French clarets,” so as to provide
on German soil & better fleld for Italian wines
sagrinst those of France. The reduction of du-
ties on the neccssaries of life was an advantage
to the working people.

Adverting to the McKinley law the chancellor

d:

We wish the countries of Europe to preserve
their independence against America. For tnis
purpose they must unita together., The treaties
ust concluded will give & sure guarantee for
the future.

Herr Von Kanitz, Conservative, opposed the
chancellor's policy. He regretted that the ne-
gotiations showed that they had only free trade
counselors. Ho looked forward to the ruin of
the German agriculturist.

The chancellor responded that he had been
aided by the same advisers that assisted Prince
Bismarck.

At a meeting of the Conservative members of
the reichstag twelve voted in favor of and 254
against the treaties, Herr Kardoff read a tele-
gram stating that Bismarck did not 1utend to
appear during the debate,

THE CHINESE REBELLION.

Anti-Foreign Leaders Allied With Ton-
quinese—The Riots in Faien.

Paris, Dec. 10.—~The Journal des Desbats states
that it has learned on wood authority that the
leaders of the anti-foreign movement in China
are in communication with the leading Ton-
quinese, especially & member of the former
reigning family of Annam, which was deposed
by the French.

New YoRrk, Dec. 10.—The North China Herald
of October 9 gives particulars of the Salt Liken
riot in the Faien province. The place or town
was Telilma, not Chaughna, as reported, The
leader of the insurgents is named Chen, and has
& force under his command on top of tne hill
outside of the city of some 3,000 men,
Under pretense of opposing Liken squeezes
on ealt the force was formed. The
first expedition was directed against the
Balt Liken office, which was burned. One un-
fortunate fell into the hands of the insurgents,
who nailed him hands and feet to a board and
cut him up piecemeal. The yictim was con-
sidered a sacrifice to their flag. When the

insurgents, flushed with success, made
& complete circuit around the cecity,
they met with stubborn resistance from
& volunteer force about 1,000 strong,

which repulsed every attempt to take the walls
by assault. For three days the city held out
and then provisions ran short. Although agi-
tated by fear and harrassed by hunger, the
defendersstood nobly to their post 1n the des-
perate hope of an early rescue by the imperial
troops. The Iinsurgents seized a favorable
moment to send a large force to storm
the defenders. A bloody struggle ensued,
resulting in favor of the attacking party. The
leader was the first one to leap over the wall,
and, rushing straight to the magistrate’s yamen,
he first liberated all the prisoners. The author-
ities have dispatched a thousand soldiers to the
place. The latest news is that the insurgents
bave left the city and are encamped on the hills,

LoxpoN, Dec. 10.—Dispatches from Pekin
state that owing to the delayin getting the
Mongolian tribes together the plan of the vice-
roy tosurround the rebels has not proved sue-
cessful. Another battie was fought between
the imperial troops and rebels, the latter being
routed and dispersed. This battle is belteved
to be the one concerning which the
Chinese legation have received advices yester-
day. Today's dispatches state that the em-
peror of China has takea up the study of the
English language.

A dispatch from Rangoon says that China has
demanded the withdrawal of the British posts
at Nampounen. The governmest has repiied,
declining to withdraw the posts, but has in-
structed the commander 0 do his utmostto
avoid a collision.

Newfoundland and Canada at War Again.
Br. JomNs, N, F,, Dec. 10.—In retaliation for the
duties imposed by Cavada on Newfoundiand
fish, the government has put in force that sec-
tion of the act agrinst Canada which increases
the duties on articles imported from Canada.

Harirax, N. 8, Dec. 10.—The war of tariffs
between Canada and Newfoundland has been
formally inaugurated. The St. Johns, N. F,,
Herald and Harbor Grace Standard strougly con-
demn the action of the government in placing a
retaliatory law in force and declare it is most
suicidal, On the other hand, a telegram to the
organ of the government says:

The people of Newfoundland are pleased with
the action of the government in excluding in-
termeddling and otlicious Canada from free ac-
cess to our bait fisheries, and the wisdom of
this course will be emphasized in a very forei-
ble manner before the elose of next year’s fish-
ing season. Every fisherman in Newfoundland
knows that but for the stand taken against this
colony by Canada we should today have been
enfoying the desirable advantage of free trade
with the United States, Canada deserves no fa-
vorable consideration at our hands. She has
beea corrupt at home and treacherous to her
sister colonies, and the feeling in Newfound-
land today is thet the less we have to do with
her the better,

Florence 5t. John’s Divorce Suit.

LoNpox, Dee. 10.—The trial of the suit of Miss
Florence St. John against her husband was eon-
tinued today. Interest in the case shows no
sign of abatement in theatriea! circles. Marius
was again on the stand, but little of interest
was elicited, Witness admitted that once after
a quarrel with hig wife he tried to force his way
out of the door, threatening to leave the house.

He pushed her and she fell on the
floor, striking the table. Miss St.
John afterward left the house and

refused to live with him. A year following her
separation from him he became acquainted
with an nctress, Marie Luella, Marius denied
that he bad his wife watched. He said hia first
wife had been divorced from him on the
grounds of adultery and desertion. Marius de-
clared that if it were not for Miss St. John's
moiher and brother be and his wife would live
happily together.

Influenza Epidemiec in Austria.

VieNNA, Dec. 10.—There 1s an influenza epi-
demic in Upper Austria, and a large number
of people are prostrated. Horses, too, were at-
tacked by the disease and many deaths of an-
imals reported.

BERLIN, Dec, 9.—An idea of the extent of the
ravages of the intluenza in this city may be
gathered from an articlelin the Medizénische Woch-
enschrift. During the past week there have been
40,000 cases of the disease in Berlin. The death
rate from influenza is not high.

The residents of Hamburg have become al-
most panic stricken with the prevalence of the
disease in that city. The epidemic there is
particularly virulent in its nature. The statis-
ties there show that during the past week the
deaths have been 280, which is about the aver-
age, due entirely to influenza and its attendant
complications.

A Noted Parachute Jumper Killed.

BoMBAY, Dec. 10.—Lisutenant Mansfield, who
had gained quite a reputation by thriiling para-
chute descents from great heights, met a horrible
death here today. Oulya short time ago he
made a descent of 11,000 feet safely. Today an
enormous crowd gathered in Victoria garden to
watch him repeat the feat. When the balloon
had reached a height of about 400 feet it burst
and immediately began to fail to the earth.
Mansfield could not disengage the parachute, as
it was entangled in a rope. He came to the
ground with full force, and he was instantly
killed, the body being mangled in a terrible
manner.,

Another Crisis in Brazil.

" R10 DE JANEIRO, Dec. 10.—There was s panic

on the bourse here today, owing to a heavy fall
in railroad shares. It is feared the decline will
entail numerous failures.

The situation here continues ecritical. The
government is taking measures to prevent an
emente in the city. Advices from Campos state
that there has been an open rebellion against
the Peixoto government. A conflict oceurred
on Tuesday last between the government troops
and the insurgents. Advices are not clear as to

which side won the victory, but it is reported
that ten men were killed.

Maybrick's trial, and the attor-
neys think they will be sufficient to bring about
her release.

Kit Carson Kills His Wife’s
Father and Mother.

MRS. BARNABY'S BAD WHISKY,

A Colorado Boodler Arrested—St. Louls
Thieves Steal $15,000 Worth of Jew-
elryand Give It Away in the Dives.

La JuNTa, Col., Dec. 10.—Kit Carson, jr., son
of the famous old scout of the same name, today
killed his father-in-law and mother-in-law and
then made good his escape. About a year &go
Carson married Miss Susie Richardson, but be-
canse of his drunkenness and cruelty she was
compelled to return to her father's home.

Today Carson went to the Richardson house
and demanded his wife. The oid man refused,
when Carson shot at him, the ball passing
through both hips. Mrs. Richardson hurried to
the room, and was shot directly through the
forehead, dying instantly. The murderer then
mounted his horse and escaped into New
Mexico.

A California Express Office Robbed.

BACRAMENTO, Cal,, Dec. 10—A special to the
Record-Union from Shingle Springs, Cal., says
the office of the Wells-Fargo Express Company
at that place was robbed last night by two
masked men, who covered Agaut F. C. Morebeck
with pistols and compelled him to sur-
render the keys of the safe. The robbers
secured only a watch and $90 in cash, The rob-
bers were men about five feet cight inches in
height, and wore dark clothes, Aftersecuringthe
booty they left the office, and mouuting horses
were soon out of sight among the hills,
Agent  Morebeck promptly notified the
sheriff of Eldorado county by wire
and aiso all constables within reach. A party
was at once organized at Shingle Springs and at
last account were searching the chaparal
thickets and canyons. As the robbers had a
good start and struck into the most unire-
quented portion of the hills they will not be
readily captared unless headed of! by telegraph.

The Trial of Dr. Graves.

DENVER, Dec. 10.—Tho first witness in the
Graves-Barnaby poisoning case today was Dr. J.
A. Sewell, of Denver university, who gave the
analysjg of a bottle of lignid, the same which, it
is alleged, caused the death of Mrs. Barnaby.
He found that the liguid contained 214 per cent.
of arsenite of potassium and 21 per cent. of
alcohol, and judging by the analysis the bottle
coutained 132 grains of arsenite and no whisky
atail. The bottle of liguid was then brought in
by Detective MecPharland, of the Pinkerton
agency, and oilered as evidence, Professor
Walter 3. Haines, of Chicago, testified as to his
analysis of the fatal fluid. Proiessor Headon,
who made an examination of the visceraand
other organs of the dead woman, testified to
finding arsenic in sufficient quantities to cause
death. Adjeurned.

A Colorado Boodler Arrested.

DENVER, Dec, 10.—Robert Shirr, ex-president
of the Red Cloud bank and Farmers' Loan Asso-
ciation, was arrested here today oa a warrant
chargiug him with embezzlement. Shirr came
here a year ago, after haviug been deposed as
president of these two institutions, and
was living with his father-in-law. It is
allaged that false entries have been
discovered, showing where the ex-president got
away with $20,000, which will be increased to
double that amount before the investigation
has been concluded. Shirr deuies the charge
and says that he lost his private fortune trying
to save the concern.

Thus far six damage suits on account of the
Lake Labish disaster have been brought against
the Southern Pacific Railroad Company in
which damages have been obtained. These
cases are: Silas Leonard, $3,750; Julius Kumli,
$1,500; C. W. Johnson, $2,200; John Raub, $1,800;
Jane Clark, $2,000; Grace B. Isaacs, $11,000, out
of a total of $30,450. Two more suits are pending
against the rziliroad company, brought by Dr.
Hammell and wife, of Pennsylvania. The
plaintiffs in this sunit seok to recover jointly
$65,000. 8o far as known these are all the suits
for damages that will be brought.

DEFECTS IN THE LAW.

Chinese Exclusion Aet Liable
to Misunderstanding.

LAX GOVERNMENT OF ALASKA.

Appropriations for United States Prisons
Overlooked — The Proceedings
Against the Steamer Itata.

WasHINGTON CITY, Dec. 10.—The annual re-
port of Attorney-General Miller was submitted
to cougress today. It reviews the business of
the Un:ted States supreme court, and devotes a
chapter to the cireuit court of appeals, which,
he says, has been organized in each cireuit and
is rea:ly for business, alithough the additional
eircuit judge in each circuit has not yet been
.appointed. Mention is made of the heavy in-
crease in business in the court of claims, and
the recommendation is made that the working
foree of the court be largely incrqased. Hesays
it is also necessary that some provision be made
for representation of the intercsts of the govern-
meunt before the board of appraisers in the cus-
toms cases appealed from collectors to the board
of appraisers.

He invites attention to the special report on
the subject of Indian depredation claims, and
shows the importance of a change in the con-
duct of that business. The clalms aggregate
$20,000,000.

On the subject of United States prisons, the
attorney general says:

In pursuance of the recommendations in the
aunual report of this department,a bill was
passed by the last congressauthorizing the con-
structionof turce United States priscns, (0 be
lotated one nortn and the otber south of the
thirty-ninth degree of north latitude and east
of the Rockies, and the third west of the
Rockies, but by evident 1nadvertence congress
fatled to make any appropriations for the pur-
chase of such sites and the erection of such
buildings. I recommend that the approprinz-
tions evidently contemplated by that act be
made, so0 that the work may go forward.

After speaking of the weli-known difficu ltie
in the cnforcement of the Chiuese exclusion act,
be says:

If it is desired that these laws shounid be made
effective they should be so changed that they
cannot be misunderstood. To srrest and try
such persons, and as a result simply s2nd them
back across the British line, is showa to be use-
less expenditure of time, labor and mouey, by
the fact that, as might weil be expected, the
same persons have been arrested and tried over
and over again, Moreover, it is quite uncer-
tain whether the order requiring Chinese pris-
oners to be sent baek to the British domains
could be made effective, This subject demands
prompt cousi eration.

From information, oflicial and unoflicial, with
regurd to the administration of the laws in
Almska, the attorzey general is impressed that
such administration is not satisfactory and that

t can ouly be made satisfactory by new legisla-
tion. The attorney general called sttention to
the evils of the fee system, and advises as a sub-
stitute stipulated salaries in all cases.

He reviews the legal proceedings in the case
of the Chilean steamer Itata, and sums up as
follows:

Upon trial of this indictment it was held by
the district court: First, that these proceed-
ings were not in violation of the neutral laws of
the United States, because the enterprise was a
legitimats commereial transaction; second, be-
cause the Cong essional party of Chile, not hav-
ing at the time received recogniti n by the gov-
ernment of the United States either as a govern-
ment de jure or asa belligerent, and that the
acts were done by representatives of and in the
interest of & party in the way of hostilities
against the ¢ hﬂcnn’governmeut and was not in
violation of the statutes of the United States; in
short, that it is only in the interest of a govern-
ment recognized as such de jure, or as belliger-
ent, that the neutrality of the statutes of the
United states can be violated. Without disous-
sing the proportion of such a transaction to
levitimate commerce, 1 venture the suggestion
that in case of serious injury to commercia! or
other interests of nations with which we are at
peace, by ships fitted out in our harbors, the
plea of such non-recognition is a very insuffii-
cient answer, and if the construction given to
these statutes by the trial court shall be sus-

tained on -JJpenl, the nnule- should, I. think, o

He reported five suits commenced under the
act of August 7, 1888, requiring all telegraph
lines subsidized by ths government, by and
through their own respective corporation officers
and employes, to maintaiu and operate for rail-
road, governmental, commercial and all other
purposes such telegraph lines, und requiring the
attoruey general, by proper proceedings, to pre-
vent any unlawful interference with the rights
and equities of the United states in relation to
such telegraph lines. On this subject the at-
torney general says tbat in the suits of the
United States against the Central Pacific Rail-
road Company and Western Union Telegraph
Company, and against the Southern Pacific Rail-
road Company and Western Union Telegraph
Company, both pending in the northern distriet
of California, upon demurrers or moticns to
dismiss for want of jurisdiction, it being
claimed on behalf of the Western Union
and other corporations that the parties
defendant having charters from other states
than California, they cannot be sued
in the United States ecircuit court or in
any district court other than that from which
they derive their respective charters. In other
words, they are not “inhabitants” of any dis-
trict except the district in the state by which
they were created. Touching the question of
Jurisdiction, raised by these corporations, as
non-residents of California, he says:

The result of such contention is that a cor-
poration like the Western Union Telegraph Com-

any, a New York corporation, which is doing

usiness in every state and disirictin the United
States, has the right to sue in federal courts in
the various district<, and i: sued in the state
courts they move that such suits for litigation
in federal courts caunot be sued in federal
courts in any state outside of New
York. It isnot believed that such is the law,
at least where the government is plaintiff. Cer-
tainly it was not the intention of congress in
enacting the judiciary law of 1858 to thus make
corporations a pivileged class. I recommend
that section 1 of the act of Aungust, 1858 (25
ttat, p431), be amended by inserting the pro-
viso initials after the word “inhabitant,” in the
following sentence, namely:

“And no eivil suit shall be brought before
either of -aid courts again-t & person by an in-
dividual process or a proceeding in any other
distriet t 1 that wheréof he is a habitant:”
provided, that any (o eign corporation may be
sued n any distriet where it may be found that
process is to be served, as in » like case in a
state where said suit or act'on is brought.

Such an amendment wonld restore the law to
what it was for a century prior thereto and to
the act of March 3, 13537, and would unpose on
these corporatians the liability to be gued ~orre-
sponding to the right they enjoy to sue as
plziniiffs and to remove suiis 1 which they ares
defendents.

There must be discrimina-
tion in the selection of exhibits, and depart-
ment chiefs cannot judge of the display
in a distant state or diseriminate between ex-
hibitors because they have no means of judg-
ing. A remedy for this would lie in the regula-
tions directing all applications for space irom
the states to como through the state board and
vesting state authorities with power ol dis-
crimination as to exhibits,

The national commission and the board of
control bave heretofors had control of applica-
tions for space and the iustailation of exhibits,
Baker's speech apparently conveyed to the dele-
gates the impression that they would not oe
given power in their respective jurisdictidus to
say who should exhibit and who not.

Delegate Graves, of Wiscon+in, at once offered
a resolution in that vein. It was laid over till
tomorrow and from indicatioms it will cause a
lively discus-ion.

Ex-Congressman Frank, of Missouri, offered a
resolution providing for the orzanization of all
state delegations present into one body.

SURVEY FOR MAWAIIAN CABLE.

It Will Be Over Two diiles Down, and
May Land on Monterey Bay.

HoNoLuLr, Nov, 25, —The United states steamer
Albatross arrived here on the 2lst inst., and is
expected to remain in port about two weeks,
when she makes a second survey on her return
trip to San Francisco. Lientenant Tanner states
that a preliminary survey of 850 miles of the
coast of California has besn made with a view
to finding the best starting point for the cable.
In his opinion Salinas Landing, in the bay of
Monterey, will be the most suitable. He further
states that there is no reason wjy in his opinion
the cable could not be laid. There would be
several difficulties to overcome, but only such
as are usual In laving deep sea cables,
greatest depth reached was 3,100 fathoms, the
aversge depth being abhout 2,500 fathoms. About

islands, the last one being off Diamond Head,
where a depth of 230 fathoms was found. The
Albatross took a great circie in her course com-
ing down, and on returning will make survey
on a straight conrse.

THE JAPANESE EARTHQUAKE.

The

Further Neports of Loss of Life and
Wretched Condition of Affairs.

HoNoLuLv, Dee. 10.—The British steamer Zam-
besi arrived from Yokohaina on November 23,
thirteen days out. The vessel is run by the
Canadian Pacific, and will continue to stop at
this port in future ou her trips to and from the
Orient. The Japan Gazétte says late uews men-
tions the arrival at Ogaki of two directors from
Nagoyta and a few members of the Red Cross
Bociety, which has proved a great reliel to the
wounded. The number of ampntations of
limbs appear to have been large, and it is said
that as the Iimbs are being preserved in alcohol
for future disssction, numerous bottles contain-
ing them may besecen in the hospitals. The
people are still camping in the open air, fearing
further shocks, and are destitute of warm cloth-
ing. Although the weather has, fortunateiy, on
the whole been mild and fine, a heavy rainfall
occurred, adding materially to the discomfort
of the people. They have rigged up rough boxes
like sheds and shelters of wood and matting,
and are huddled together in the streets. Ogaki
being especially liabte to inundation, the people
are keening boats close at hand, to be prepared
for the worst.

Camparatively few of the dead are being
claimed by friends, as many bodies are unree-
ognizable, and in other ecases whole families
died together. Those crushed by falling timbers
were terribly mangled, and some have not yet
been found. Interment hus been but indifler-
ently eonduected, as one account makes mention
of limbs and bodies be ng heaped together, and
that the debris is becoming very offousive from
the unburied remains concealed by it. There is
very serious ground for fearing that discase
wiil break out among the rescued.

The Indemnity Claims Against Chile.

VaLParA180, Dec. 10,—[New York IHerald Spe-
cial.]—Senor Matte in a statement relative to the
claims made by foreigners, says that the govern.
ment is bound in duty to administer strict jus-
tice. The Chilean ministry, however, he adds,
regrets that all attempts have failed to formu-
late claims which at times have
been allowed in  Ameriea, owing to
the special circumstances under whiech the
government against whom such cleims were
preferred was placed toward those in whose
favor they were formulated. To countenance
the present attempts would be to create in favor
of the foreigners privileges that are allowed
neither by state nor international law, by vir-
tue of the mere fact that a foreigner takes up
his residence in Chile to show that he likes it
and that if it suits nim he would further wish
to acquire right to impose on the government
an obligation to secure him against rainfall and
disastrous events that affiict Chileans as well as
foreigners, and which are entirely due to
a superior force, as in ‘the case of
August 28 and 29. While there is no doubt
that the «claims of prominent British
merchants are in several cases grossly exag-
gerated, still in the end the Chilean government
cannot refuse to pay a large portion of the
claims made for the sacking and looting in Val-
paraiso, Vina del Mar and =autiazo, as we!l ss
