Naval Demonstration to Be
Made Off Valparaiso.

BIG WARSHIPS GETTING READY.

n* Government Decides U Fortify

Port Tovamd end Seattle?Admiral

Walker Has Not Left Montevideo.

LOSDOS, Jan. 23.?[New York Herald
Special.]?ln today's Army and Navy Ga-
tette. there is an article which says tne
lT nited States has lost much prestige in
South America, owing to the unfavorable
comment which naval experts have made
upon the power of the United States to
immediately back its somewhat arbitrary
demand. Itis therefore extremely prob-
able that a s.rong American fleet will be
concentrated in Chilean waters, and then,
if matters are not settled amicably, meas-
ures willbe taken to demonstrate that the
barking can be followed by biting. In this
case tbe Gazette advises the English ad-
miralty to send ships to assist the War-
spite in case of trouble.

New YORK, Jan. 23.?Secretary Tracy is
firmly convinced that at least a show of
force will be necessary to bring the Chil-
eans to terms. He seems to agree with
the prevailing opinion among naval
officers that the Chileans can understand
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no arguments unless backed op by force,
unci his present plan contemp'ates a naral
demonstration in the vicinity of Valpar-
aiso.

In the New York nary yard activity
continues. Ihe dynamite cruiser Vesu-
vius is in the dry dock having her fight-
ing tower protected with chain armor.
The torpedo boat Cushmg is also being
fitted out with tubes. There are now
1,900 men employed in the yards, dis-
tributed in the different departments.

Orders to Kear Admiral Gherardl, com-
mandant of the North Atlantic squadron,
to proceed with the Philadelphia and Con-
cord to Montevideo, are looked upon by
officers here as anticipating the president's
message and possible action thereon.
Orders to those vessels have been inter-
preted as meaning that they shall
continue on to Chile. If the pres-
ent idea is carried out the Phila-
delphia, Chicago, Charleston, Baltimore,
Fan Francisco, Boston, Atlanta, York-
town, Concord and Bennington will be
rendezvoused at Valparaiso. They mount
ninety large breech-loading rifles as main
hattery and 124 Hotchklss and Catling
guns an secondary battery. Ifthe Newark
should be added to the fleet she would add
twelve large rifles and seventeen second-
ary guns. The question of coal supply for
the American cruisers might be partially
solved by the seizure of Sandy Point, a
Chilean settlement in the Straits of Magel-
lan, where there are extensive coal
mines. As the place is not fortified it
would be easy of capture. Every prepara-
tion is being made for a demonstration.
Great quantities of coal are being pur-
chased and stored where the United State*
can get at it whenever wanted, and the
departmeut has given special attention to
the problem of coaling at sea.

The president has submitted to congress
r communication from Secretary Tra<?y,
approving the selection of Algiers, on the
right bank of the Mississippi river, near
the gulf of Mexico, as a suitable site for a
dry dock.

Philadkltbia, Jan. 23.?Captain Sarg-
?nt, of the steamship Ohio, which has
been chartered by the government, took
out clearance papers today for Boston.
The Ohio will leave this port for Charles-
town navy yard tomorrow morning. On
her arrival at Charlostown Captain Sarg-
ent, who has been her commander since
the organization of the international
Navigation Company, will, with the pres-
ent crew, leave the vessel, and she will be
turned over to the United States authorities.
Itis believed the steamships Pennsylvania,
Indiana. Illinois and Conemaugh, all sail-
ing under American colors and owned by
the International Navigation Company,
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will bordered to Boston as soon as they
arrive at American ports. The Inman
line livers City of I'aris and Cuy of New
York and the Hod Star line steamers
Friesland, Western land and Noordiand,
tailing under foreign colors, but owned by
American citizens, will, it is be-
lieved, be chartered by the govern-
ment within a short time. The
City of Taris has already teen withdrawn
from the company's service, and is now
docked at Birkenhead, Knsriand. The
agents of the line say she is s.mply being
overhauled preparatory to the summer
season, but it is believed she is being pre-
pared for any emergency that may arise
requiring her use by the United States
government in the transportation of troops
and ammunition.

Senator Allen, l*.ng questioned abont

the Chilean war matter tonight, expressed
the opinion that there was, in his judg-

ment, bat the remotest possibility, when
it was considered that the United States
was perhaps more than twenty-five times
greater in wealth and resources, and in-
finitely more advanced in civilization than
Chile. He did not think any action would
be taken rashly against the sister repub-
lic, or that this government would be in-

clined to precipitate war except as a mat-
ter of ultimate necessity. The bare possi-

bility. however, had caused him to cor-
respond with the departments of the gov-
ernment with a view to the
adequate protection of Paget sound. The
assurance was given that tbe matter had
not been overlooked, and both the war
and nary departments had an intelligent
view of the position, and were prepared to
act timely and advisedly if anything
might be necessary. The matter is so
well handled, both at the war and navy
departments, that there need be no appre-
hension whatever by the people of that
part of the country.

The navy department has been advised
that work on the armored cruiser New
York at Cramp's shipyard is progressing
satisfactorily, but the vessel can hardly be
ready for her trials before the Ist of June.

SAX FRASCISCO, Jan. 23.?A twelve-inch
rifle, the first gun of its kind turned out
by the government for the new navy yard,
and designed for the coast defense vessel
Monterey,construction of which is rapidly
approaching completion, arrived in this
city this morning, having left Washington
City January 13. J. C. Ilardie, ot the
quartermaster's office, who was specially
detailed to take charge of transportation
of tbe big gun, formally turned the huge
weapon over to Captain Clark, insptctor
of ordnance, from Mare island navy yard,
who after carefully examining the
gun, turned it over to the Union
Iron Works, where the Monterey
is building. The examination by
Captain Clark demonstrated that the
gun stood the journey well, not a flaw
being visible in any part of it, though the
car which bore it out here showed consid-
erable signs of wear. The attendants who
accompanied it say the gun has attracted
great attention on its tour across the con-
tinent, crowds of people gathering at the
stations along the line to view it, and in
many places the school children were
given a half-holiday for the purpose. In
this city people early began to tiock to the
Fotrero, whore the iron works are located,
to look at "Bip Betsy," as the gun has been
popularly christened. General inspection,
however, will not be allowed until the gun
has been safeiy lowered from its car,
which will be returned immediately to
Washington City for other twelve-inch
guns, also destined for the Monterey.

KL PASO, Tex., Jan. 23.?Lieutenant Mc-
Crea reached this city today, en route
from San Francisco to Washington City,
having been called there by telegraphic
orders from the government to report on
the troubles with Chile. Lieutenant Mc-
Crea is an officer of tbe Baltimore that
suffered indignities at the hands of the
Chileans. To a reporter, Lieutenant Mc-
Crea said the only proper thing
for this country to do under the
existing circumstances was for the
secretary to send an ultimatum to
Chile to salute the United States dag and
pay an indemnity, and, in case of her re-
fusal, to resort to measures that will com-
pel her to complv. The lieutenant is em-
phatic in expressing his opinions of the
wrongs perpetrated upon his crew, and
denounces the killing of the sailors of the
Baltimore at Valparaiso as cold-blooded
murder.

CHASING AMURDERER

Indian George, Who Killed
Younkin, Breaks Away.

A PROMINENT PIONEER INSANE.

?Hn. Brant, of Seattle," Who Gave

Birth to a Child on a Train, Is an Ae-

treaa, a Protege of Bandmann.

WHATCOM, Jan. 23.?[Special. ]-rThe mur-
der of Moses Younkin has been fixed be-
yond doubt on the Indians George and
Thomas Place. Sheriff De Lorimer today
took George, the elder of the two Indians,
to the scene of the tragedy. The Indian
promised to show the sheriff the place
where he and his companion left the track
for the beach on the night of the murder.
The footprints shown were old and had
been washed by the rain, and no rain had
occurred since the kill ng. While examin-
ing the tracks in the mud near the beach,
the Indian, who was neither handcuffed
nor guarded, sat on the railroad track
without attempting to escape. When the
sheriff returned to the track he told the
Indian he would show him where the
murderers had left the track. These
tracks were fresh, and had been made
when the murderers took to the
beach. Shortly after the Indian suddenly
shoved the sheriff over a steep bank and
ran. The sheriff recovered quickly, got to
the track and fired two shots at the fleeing
brave, who has not been recaptured.

While passing the place where the kill-
ing was done, with the sheriff and George
Jenkins, the Indian showed nervousness.
Itis thought that when the footprints of
the murderers were shown the Indian he
was fearful of a measurement of the
tracks and concluded to escape.

The two Indians bought supper at the
Kennedy hotel in Lumrni after the trag-
edy, and were drunk and excited. Indian
George has a good farm on the reservation.
A whisky bottle, neariy empty, was found
near the murdered man. Another im-
portant fact is that the Indians had a
bundle near Lurami, and Samuel Bunt,
who came to the track to chop a log about
the time of the killing, saw the supposed
murderer leaving the track with a bundle
at the point where the sheriff showed to
the Indian the footprints. The coroner's
inquest is not yet finished.

Had the Indian calculated right the
sheriff would have fallen a hundred feet.
The sheriff at once offered a large reward
for the arrest of the escaped man. The
Indian police and a multitude of white
men are tonight scouring the woods. The
man will probably be captured before
morning.

In the meantime the other and younger
Indian, Thomas Place, has confessed to
the sheriff. He states that his uncle, the
escaped man, wanted him to kill Youu-
kin, but he refused, whereupon the older
man brained Younkin with a club. The
boy confesses he is only 16 years old,
while the uncle is over 40. If captured
the murderer is in danger of lynching,
although the sheriff will protect him and
prevent any hasty action. The Indians
were probably drunk.

THE MOTHKR OP IDA GLYNDON.

Spokane People Satisfied She la Mary
Kelly, Actor Bandmann'i Pupil.

THK COLVILLEINDIANAGKEEHINT
Text of Senator Allen's Bill for Par-

chase of the Reservation.

SPOKANE, Jan. 23. ?[Special.]? There is
no longer any doubt in the minds of any-
body here as to the identity of the woman
Who gave birth to the baby, Ida Glyndon,
on the West-bound train on Monday
morning, and who, when brought to a hos-
pital in this city, gave her name as Mrs.
C. E. Brant and said her husband was a
Seattle carpenter. It is now known almost
to a certainty that Mrs. Brant and
Mary Kelly, of San Francisco, whose stage
name is Theresa Ellsworth, and who was
recently a pupil of Actor Daniel E. Band-
mann on his ranch near Missoula, Mont.,
are one and the same. H. O. Collins, a
representative of the Missoula Gazette,
who knows Miss Kelly well, has been in
the city for two days, having been sent
here to establish Mrs. Brant's identity.
Collins called at the hospital last night,
but was refused admittance to Mrs. Brant's
presence. Today he called again, accom-
panied by the chief of police, but both
were refused permission to see her, the
sister superior saying that no one would
be allowed to see her under any circum-
stances except her parents, should they
come. Collins asked to even be allowed to
get a glimpse of her through the keyhole,
but this, too, was refused.

It is needless to add that "Mrs.
Brant's husband," at Seattle, who
was telegraphed for nearly a
week ago, has not been heard from. The
next day after Mrs. Brant's arrival a re-
porter of a local paper called on her and
was accorded an interview. She denied
that she was Miss Kelly, but since then no
one has been allowed to get a glimpse of
her. The reporter described Mrs. Brant
to Collins tonight, and Collins says the de-
scription fits Miss Kelly exactly.

Washikuyow City, Jan. 22.? [Special.]?
Senator Allen said to the Post-Istelm-
oesceb correspondent today that he be-
lieved he would be able to secure the pas-
sage of his bill providing for the ratifica-
tion of the Coiville Indian agency agree-
ment in the Senate at an early day. This
bill in full is a* follows:

1891, entitled "An act to amend
and further extend the benefits of the act ap-
proved February 8,1887, entitled 'An act to pro-
vide for the allotment of land in severalty to In-
dians on the various reservations, and to extend
the protection of the laws of the United States
over the Indians, and for other purposes.'"

l or the erection and equipment of the school
buildings, for the erection of the saw and grist
mill, for the purchase of the necessary machin-
ery and fixtures, as stipulated In the fourth
article of the agreement, and for the pay of the
nectary employes for saw and grist mill, as
stipulated In said article and as provided in
agreement of July 7, 1883, ratified by act ap-
proved July 4, ISM, K*,ooo, or so much thcreoias
may be neceesary.

TAXES ON COAL MINES OPTPCT.

Stat* Auditor Heed rropoiri to Enforce
a Neglected I.aw

Oi-YMPIA, Jan. 23. [Special.] State
Auditor Heed today addressed a letter to
all the coal mining companies of the
state, calling attention to tbeir failure to
pay the tax, provided for by law, of 4 mills
per ton on the output of tht ;r mines.
This tax has not been paid sinre 1*33,
in which year the territorial treasurer
and auditor held that the law providing
for such taxation was repealed by the act
of February 2, 188*, relating to coal mines,
and Treasurer Blodgett declined to receive
the taxes tendered by tlie companies. The
taxing provisions are held by Aud-
itor Reed to be still iu force
and they appear as sections
2,211 and 2,242 in the Hill cude. The aud-
itor therefore demands the prompt pay-
ment into the state treasury of 4 mills for
each ton of coal mined since the payments
ceased. If payment is not made the
county attorneys will be instructed to
bring suit for the collection of the sums
due. The taxrs collected will po into a
fund which wiil be used in payin? the sal-
aries and expenses of coal mine inspectors,
and for this reason it is believed that the
law in question does not contravene tho
constitutional provisions that all taxation
shall be uniform.

Jan. 23.?Leander Holmes, a
pioneer of the Northwest, has been ad-
judged insane. Holmes came to the Pa-
cific coast in 1851 and settled at Oregon
City, Or. About 1860 he removed to Van-
couver, and in the same year was chosen
delegate from the territory of Washington
to the Republican national convention
that nominated Abraham Lincoln for
president.

Mr. Holmes was unable to attend in per-
son, so he sent his proxy to Horace
Greeley, and that is how Greeley came to
be a member of the convention. In 18ti2
Holmes was appointed United States dis-
trict attorney for Washington, which posi-
tion he held for four years. Holmes is
over 70 years ofage, and has been declining
mentally and physically for some time.

Yakima Placer Gold.

NORTH YAKIMA,Jan. 23.? [Special.]?An
accident occurred at the power-house of
the Water and Electric Light Company
Thursday which resulted in the death of
the infant daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
Spriesterbach. Ice had clogged up the
wheel that works the pumping machinery,
throwing an unusual pressure on the five-
foot wrought iron main which conducts
the water from the reservoir into the
power-house. This main passes through
the living apartments of Spriesterbach,
who is the day engineer, and in it there is
an opening covered by a bolted cast iron
cap or plate, which is held in reserve for
the time when more power will be re-
quired. The pressure against this plate
became so great when the wheel stopped
that it was torn out, and a turbulent and
bulky stream of water rushed into the
room without warning and tilled it to a
depth of four or five feet. Mrs. Bpriester>
bach was washed out through a door or
window, and her screams brought her hus-
band from the engine-room, who managed
to rescue his 3-year-old son, who had be-
come wedged under some furniture, but
the baby was not to be found until the
water had been shut off from the pipe,
when the body was discovered in the ma-
chinery room, it having been washed
through a break in the partition. Medical
aid was promptly summoned, but all
eilorts at resuscitation were unavailing.

Tort Townteud Quarantine Station.

NORTH YAKIMA, Jan. 23.?[Special.]?
Some excitement has been created in

Yakima by the finding of srold by the

workmen engaged in excavating for the
sewerage system. The find was on the

property of Captain J. H. Thomas, but the

nature of the soil is the same for a dis-

tance of five miles along the river. Wash-
ing resulted in obtaining a number of
colors and particles of gold the size of a
pinhead. While one piece of quartz, the
size of a grain of corn, that was washed
out was encrusted with goid, but was so
decomposed that it crumbled away when

an attempt was made to lift it. Captain
Thomas, who is an old Montana miner, is
enthusiastic, and says that he believes
that from $lO to 120 per day can be cleaned
up to the man, and that there is enough
ground to give employment to 500 miners

for years to come.

The Canadian Halibut Fisheries.

VANCOUVER, B. C.. Jan. 23.?[Special.]?
It is reported that American fishermen are
poaching within the three-mile limit in
Canadian waters. The hoard of trade dis-

cussed it, but decided to wait for further
particulars before moving. The halibut

caught by the steamer Eiiza Edwards, fif-
teen tons, was sold in Boston and will be
shipped in refrigerator cars tomorrow.
