Judge Humes was ocoupied first with an un-
important trial in which a jury was waived and
then with the case of J. M. Waters ot al. vs. The
Yesler Wood, Coal and Lumber Compaay, for
breach of contract. The hearing of the latter
case wasnot finished and will be resumed this
morning,

Judge Lichtenberg's time, ‘after the disposi-
tiou of some probate business, was cousumed in
the hearing of divorce cases. The most un-
usual of these was one in which Lou Walch
sucd fora divorce from Robert J. Walch and
alimony. The plaintiff is a half-caste Japanese
woman, whois known in the Whitechapel dis-
trictas ‘“Jap Lou.” The defendantis a young
white man, who has worked as a barkeeper in
different saloons in Seatile, but most of the
time of late haslived on aranch in Whatcom
county. He owned this property, which the
wife claimed was worth from $6,000 to $12,000,
while Walch denled it to be worth over §2. 000,
The woman brought her suit on the ground of
desertion, and the defendant filed a cross-com-
plaint alleging adultery,

Waleh admitted having merried the woman
in Helena, Mont., while on a drunken spree, but
sald he had never acknowiedged ber as his
wile, aithough he had occasionslly given her
money.

“Jap Lou"” swore that Walch had lived with
Ler for a considerable length of time and that
she had furnished him with mouey.

Judge Lichtenberg granted the woman a
divorce and half the property. A stipulation
was made, however, by which Walch could
keep all the property by paying $300 into court
&s alimony.

Adah Long was granted a divorce from Will-
jam Long for failure to support and cruelty,
and George W. Rose from Mary Rose on the
greund of desertion.

SUING THE CITY.

Property-Owner Wants Damages for the
Building of Madison Street Trestle.
Patrick Brown sued the city yesterday to re-

cover $400 for damage which he claims has been
done to his property by a change in the grade of
astreet. The property is a lot on Madison street
just where the cable line crosses on a long tres-
tle about a half mile west of Lake Washington.
Brown alleges that when he bought the prop-
erty the grade was established by the city so
that his property would be on a level with the
thoroughfare. Afterwards a franchise was
granted to the cable railway company and the
trestle was built, making the actual grade
thirty-five feet above what it ought to be. By
reason of this there is no means of ingress to
end egress from his property and he claims it
bas been damaged to the extent of $400.

YAKIMA ARTESIAN WELLS,

A Stroug Flow of Water Irrigating the
Lands Above the Ditches.

A. W. Engle, of this eity, president of the First
~fational bank of North Yakima, has received

‘®everal photographs showing the spouting of
the artesian wells some twelve miles from North
Yakima,
8tream of water riging high in the air and fall-
ing in spray.

“These wolls,” said Mr. Engle, ““are oun a high
tract of land which no irrigation ditches could
ever reach. The soil is dry, of ccurse, aud
though without water is useless for agricultural
Purposes, vet when put under irrigation is as
productive as any in the state.

“The first well gives a flow of 600,000 gallons &
day, aud though two other wells bave been
bored near the same place, the flow is steadily
ingreasing, wmaking it evident that the supply is
inexhaustible. The water is piped for sixty
foct above the surface, and then rises fifteen
more, making a head of seventy-five feet.

“The third well, not more than 400 feet from
the first, gives 750,000 gallons daily. This water

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TAKEN AWAY TO DIE.

Vietim of Harrison’s Bullet
Smuggled Out of the City.

FRANKLIN'S LIFE DESPAIRED OF.

Carried by Pretended Father and
Brother to a Shanty in the Valley
—Shielding Harrison.

William Franklin, the negro wounded by
Charles Harrison, also colored, in a shooting af-
fray at Newecastle, January 4, and who bhas been
missing from Providence hospital since the 12th
inst., is lying in a shanty on the Duwamish
river at the point of death. He was removed
from the hospital two weeks 2g0 by twe negroes,
one of whom claimed to be his brother and the
other his father. The two men are now be-
lieved to be friends of Harrison who sought to
remove Franklm from the hands of the authori-
ties _and thus make sure that he would escape
punishment for the shootiug.

Harrison was arraigned for hearing before
J\ustico Neagie last Wednesday morning, but
Franklin eould not be found and the prisoner
was remanded to jail and his examination
pogtponed until Friday, March4. The sheriff
Xgarned for the first time on Wednesday that
Franklin wae not at the hospital and a search
of the ecity failed to locate him. The sheriff
then declared his belief that Franklin had been
indueed to leave the city and not appear against
his assailang.

By chance yesterday morning Constable
Terry King, of Justice Neagle's court, learned
from a colored man that Franklin was very ill
in a shanty on the Duwamish river, about four
miles south of this city, and that he had been
taken there two weeks ago by friends of Harri-
son. He immediately engaged & carriage and
called on the wounded man. He found him in
& shanty suffering great pain end attended by a
negro nurse. His arm, which was shattered at
the shoulder by the bullet fired by Harrison,
was swollen until it was almost the size of his
body. A tin bucket filled with ice water was
fasted to the head of the bed. From asmall
hole in the bottom of the bucket water trickled
out in heavy drops and fell on the swollen arm,
cooling the fever.

Frauklin believes that he will live, but the
nurse says that he cannot possibly recover. A
South Seattle physician is attending him, and
he also says that the patient cannot possibly
live. When questioned regarding his reasons
for leaving Providence hospital, Franklin said:

“They were going to cut my arm off. They
didn’t feed me well nor give me proper treat-
ment; so I went away.”

He'says that he will appear in court to prose-
cute his assailant as soon as he is able.

The sister superior of Providence hospital
sald yesterday to a PoST-INTELLIGENCER re-
porter that on February 12, about 8 o'clocx in
the evening, two men called at the hospital
with an ambulance, and wanted Franklin.
They were both colored, and one of them
claimed to be Franklin's father and the other
his brother. Though the wounded man was de-
lirious and in a dangerous condition they in-
sisted on taking him away. The sister superior
said:

I asked them what they wanted to take him
away for, and they said that they couldn’t af-
ford to pay for his nursing any longer. I saw
that he would did if he was not taken care of,
and told the men that if that was their only rea-
son they should leave him alone; that we would
not charge anything for his care. But they in-
eisted upon taking him away, and the attending
physician giving consent I allowed him to be
removed. Of course we did not give the man
all he wanted to eat. He was dangerously ill
and it would not be poliey to feed him like a
well man. He never complained about his
treatment while here, however. It was plain to
we at the time that there was a hidden reason
for his removal.

Harrison appeared very much worried when
told that Franklin had been found, and that he
was at the point of death, but he refused to talk
on the subject.

TAR AND FEATHERS AWAIT HIM.

A Love-Torn Fisherman’s Threat
Arcuses Wrath at Van Asselts.

A lovelorn fisherman known by the name of
Chris has incurred the wrath of the workmen at
the Puget Sound Fire Clay Company’s works at
Van Asselt station, and they are anxious to pre-
sent him with as pretty a coat of tar and
feathers as ever adorned a human form.

Chris is a middle-aged man who has been
fishing in the Duwamish river at the back of
the Fire Clay Company s works all winter. A
workman named Watson has two daughters, the
younger of whom is 16 years cld, and being
sprightly and fsir to look upon, involuntarily
He became her
ardent suitor and finally proposed marriage,
She rejected him, but he continued hisadvances,
ana each rebuff only inflamed his passion the
more.

On Thursday evening Edward Peannington,
the stalwart 19-year-old son of the superintend-
ent, strolled along a path among the piles of
sewer pipe to the river bank. There he found
Chris, busily engaged in mixing a pot of tar.
He engaged in conversation with the fisherman,
who told his love for Miss Watson, and swore
that he would marry her or kill her, for she
ehould be no other man’s wife. The youth then
asked him what he was going to do with the
tar. Apparently intending to make the youth
his confidant, he replied:

I am going to take Miss Watson and strip her
and tar her all over. If she won’t marry me,
she shall marry no other maun.

The young man indignantly told the fisher-
man that if he attempted anything of the kind
he weuld cut his heart out.

Young Penunington then hurried back to his

home, and told his parents, angrily vowinrg ven-
gounce on Chrie. He carried the news to the
Watsons, and scon it spread amoug the other
workmen. A party of them went to the river
bank in search ol the fisherman. A five-gallon
barrel of tar and asbestos caught their eyes, and
they instantly resolved to give Chris a dose of
what he had intended for Miss Watson. They
sought high and low for him, but he could no-
where be found. Alarmed at the threats of
yvoung Pennington, he had fled or hidden,
g A close watch was kept for him all yight and
all day yesterday, and if he re-appghrs at Van
Asselts, he is likely to find it a very unhealthy
communpity for him.

When nearing the county jail Ah Jim offered
Sprizgs and & man who wad assisting him in the
arrest $10 apiece if they would let him and his
two Chinamen free. The deputy immediately
accepted the $20, and then charged the China-
man with attempted bribery. All three China-
men will be arraigned today before a United
States commissioner for hearing.

THOMPSON PAYS HIS FINE.

Atones for Assaulting Chapin—Miss Ben-
nett Not Forcibly Detained.

A. C. Thompson, arrested on Thursday for as-
sault and battery upon Herman Chapin, yester-
day pleaded guilty to the charge before Justice
Von Tobel, and was fined $20 and costs, in all
amounting to $26.50. Mr. Thompson said to a
PosT-INTELLIGENCER reporter:

I had no thought of striking Mr. Chapin when
I went iuto the bank.
