BIDWELL THE NOMINEE.

Prohibitionists Choose the Rich
California Pioneer.

THE FIRST BALLOT DECISIVE.

Political Side Issues Almost Cause a
Serious Split in the Party.

Platform as Reported Favors Free Sil-
ver, but the Plank Is Stricken Out—
Eastern Men Fail to Have Liquor
Question Put Above Other Issues.

CixciNsaTr, June 30.—The platform was
a cleaver which threatened at one time to
split the party, but tonight the national
Prohibition party is united and, to all ap-
pearances, harmonious. The platform
which caused the trouble is a broad, radi-
cal document. The absence of a *‘free and
unlimited coinage’’ plank is noteworthy,
however, for the convention refused to ac-
cept the plank of the majority of the reso-
lutions committee and struck it from the
platform without replacing it with any
declaration on the silver question.

The friends of cold water got plenty of
it today. There was a terrific downpour

of rain and the delegates to the national
Prohibition convention straggled be-
daggled into the hall this morning. The
platform committee was stiil in session
when the convention was called to order.
The reference to the slave auction block
in a speech last night by Mrs. Gougar led
Delegate Gibbs, of Virginia, to offer a
resolution soon after the opening this
morning that it is the sense of the conven-
tion that unnecessary reference to the late
unpleasantness should be avoided by the
speakers. Adopted.

There was a cail for Miss Willard, and
in response to the urgent demand she
cameforward. Her first
words were a denial that
she favored or ever had
favored fusion with the
People’s party or any
other. She explained
her actions at the Peo-
ple's party convention
on the ground that she
was willing to accept all
the aid possible from the
farmers and working-
men. She closed by pledging herseif and
the W. C.T. U. tostand by the Prohibi-
tion party.

Dr. Abingdon, of Illinois, presented a
plea for funds to carry on the campaign.
Subscriptions of $1,000 each were made by
The Voice, the Prohibition organ, and W. P.
Wardwell, of New York; Pennsylvania
gave $1,200; Virgimia and Illinois, $1,000
each; Califorma and Wisconsin $500 each,
and other subseriptions brought the total
up to $20,000. The convention then took
arecess till 2 o'clock. On reassembling
the report of the majority of the platfrom
committee was read.

The convention followed the season’s
convention fashion and made a first-bal-
lot nomination for president. General
John Bidwell, the old California pioneer,
formerly a congressman and now a
wealthy land-owner of California, was the
nominee by an unmistakable majority,
received 590 votes out of a total of 974, 487
votes being necessary for a choice. The
announcement was greeted with deafen-
ing cheers, whistles and cat-calls.

THE PLATFORM ADOPTED,

Free Silver Knocked Out, but Radical
Prohibitionists Are Dissatisfied.

CINCINNATI, June 30.—Following is the full
text of the platform of the Prohibition party, as
submitted to the convention:

The Prohibition party, in national convention
assembled, acknowledeing Almighty God as the
source of all true government and His iaw as
the standard to which all human enactments
must conform to secure the blessings of peace
aud prosperity, presents the following declara-
tion of principles:

First—The liquor traffic is a foe to civiliza-
tion, the arch enemy of popular government
and a public nuisance. It is the citadel of

the forces that corrupt polities, pro-
mote poverty and crime, degrade the
nation's  homes, thwart the will of

the people and deliver the country iuto the
hands ot dangerous class interests,” All laws
that, under the guise of regulation, legzalize and
protect this tratlic or make the government
share in its ill-gotten gains are vicionsin princi-
rle and powcrless as a remedy. We declare
auew for entire suppression of the manufacture,
sale, importation, exportation and transporta-
tion of alcoholie liquors as a beverage by fed-
eral and state legislation, and the full powers of
the government shounld be exerted tosecure
this resuit. Any party that fails to recogniza
the dominant nature of this issue in American
politics is undeserving the support of the
woplie,

. Second—No citizen should be denied the
rizht to vote on account of sex, and equal labor
should receive equal wages without regard to
(B

iird—The money of the country should be
issued by the generalgovernmeat only, in suffi-
clent quantities to meet the demands of basi-
ness and give full opportunity to the employ-
ment of labor. To this end an increase in the
volume of money is demanded, and ns indi-
vidual or corporation should be allowed to
mako auy profit through its issue. It should be
made a legal tender for the payment of all deots,
public and private. Its volume should b fixed
at adefinite sum per capita, and be made to 1n-
crease with our increase in population.

Fourth—We favor the iree and unlimited
coinage of silver and gold. [This plank was de-
feated. ]

Fifth—Tariff should te levied only as a de-

Fifteenth—We arraign the Rapublican and
Democratic parties as false to the standards
reared by their foundera; as faithless to the
principies of the illustrious lenders of the past,
to whom they do homaze with their lipa: as re-
creant to the hizher law, which is as inflexible
in political affuirs as in p2rsonal life, and as no
longer embodying the aspirations of tha Amer
can people or inviting the confidence of en-
lightened, prozressive patriotism. Their pro-
test against the admissioa of oral issues”
iuto politics is a coniession of gheir own moral

degeneracy. The declaration of an eminent
autbority that municipal misrule is tae
one conspicuous failure of American
politics follows as a natural conse-

quence of such degenecracy, and is true
a.ike of cities under Republican and Demo-
cratic control. Each acenses the other of ex-
travagance in congressional appropriations, and
both are alike guilty; each protests, when out
of power, against iuiraction of the civil service
laws, and each when in power violates those
laws in letter end spirit; each professes fealty
to the interests of the toiling masses, but both
covertly truckle to the money power in their
administration of pablic affairs,. Even the
tariff issue, as presented in the Demoeratic
Mills bill and the Republican McKinley bill, is
no longer treated by them as an issue upon
great and divergent prineiples of government,
but as a mere catering to different sectional
class interests. The attempt made to wrest the
Australian ballot system from its true purpose
sud so deiorm it as to render it extremely
difficult for new parties to exercise the right of
suffrage is an outrage upon popular govern-
ment. The competition n} both parties for the
vote of the elums, and the assiduous courting
of the liquor power aud subservieney to the
mouey power has resuited in placing those
powerain the position of practieal arbiters of the
destinies of the nation. We renew the protest
against these perilous tendencies, and invite all
citizens to join us in upbuilding a party that,
as shown in five national campnigns, prefers
temporary defeat to the abandonment of tho
claims of justice, sobriety, persoual rights aud
the protection of American homes.

A minority, composed of almost bhalf the
members of the resoiutions committe, through
Wheeler, of New York, offered the following as
& substitutefor the financial and silver planks:

The issning of natioral currency balongs’ o
congrass alone, as the representative of the sov-

gated to private individuals or corporations,
insuflicient
varianee in the ralative values of gold and silver
render it impracticable to rely npon either gold
crsiiver {or a safe, sound, sufficicut curreney.
We favor, therefore, the issue of lezul tender
treasury notes, exchangeable in go'd and silver
bullion on a plan similar to that which now
floats $340,000,000 of greenbacks on $100,600,000 of
gold reserve and makes them more acceptable
and convenient than either gold or silver coin.
In extension of this plan, rather than the coin-
age of gold or silver, lies the solution of the
monetary problemns that are disturbing all na-
tions,

For the tariff plank the minority offered the
following:

Our tariff should be so levied asto furnish
revenue for the needs of the government
economically administered, relieving the
necessities used by the mass of the people, and
for the benefit of labor protecting American
productions and manufactures against the
competition of foreign nations, The details of
our tariff laws having become the football of
party politics, to the great disturbance and
damage of our protective industries and com-
merce, we believe such details could be better
adjusted by a tariff commission to recommend
to congress duties to mect the wants of tha gov-
ernment, 8o graduated as to protect American
skill and labor against the competition of the
world.

The following was offered by the minority as
an additional plank to the platform:

Recognizing and declaring that prohibition of
the liquor traffic has become a dominant issue
in national politics, we invite to tull party fel-
lowship all those who on this one dominant is.
sue are with us agreed in the full belief that
this party can and will removo sectional differ-
ences, promote national unity and insure the
best welfare of our eatire lan

The majority report was taken up section by
section, and no serious trouble oceurred until
the financial and silver planks were reached.
An effort made to substitute the minority plank
caused a parliamentary tangle, which was
further compnlicated by an amendment of-
fered by Hartz, ot Illinois, having in
view, as a substitute for Loth, a declaration for
the free coinage of the American product under
certain conditions, Professor Dickie endeavored
to cut off the debate, but ex-Governor St. John
demanded that it continue. The cnairman
recoguized Dickie, but on an appeal from the
decisiou of the chair it was reversed by a vote
of 43210 453, aud there was a warm discussion
of the silver question, St. Joiun and Hill, of
California, championing free coinage, and
Cadden opposing it  Finally Hartz' amend-
ment was beaten and minority report defeated
by a vote of 337 to 316. Plauk No. 3, relating to
finance, was then adopted without division.

A vote by states was then taken on the fourth
plank, it being rejected by a vote of 335 to 296,
After the fres coinage men were beaten an ef-
fort was made to strike out “unlimited” and
adopt a resolution for *“iree coinage,” butit was
ruled out of order. A tariff fight followed, but
it took only a few moments to defeat the minor-
ity plank and adopt the majority. The other
planks went through without amendment,
thouzh meeting with opposition. Rev. George
Foodby, a colored delegate from Nebraska,
offered as an addition to the *‘mob rule” plank
the following: ¢“Believing in the purity of the
ballot and freedom of elections, we denounce
the twoold parties for purchasing votes, fraud
and intimidation.” The amendment was de-
feated. The passuge of the public school plank
was greeted with cheers,

Consideration of the platform having been
completed, the minority resolution, intended as
an addition to the platform, inviting into the
party all persons who agree with the Prohibi-
tionists ou the iiquor question as a dominant
issue, then came up and precipitated a fight.
Mrs. Gougar, 3t. John and other strong anti-
fusionists opposed it, and it was defeated,
When st. John endeavored to put the platform
as a whole on passage considerable confusion
arose, and cries of “gag rule’” were raised.
Dodge, of Michizan, was recognized, aud offered
an amendment to insert the words *““to conmist
of gold, silver aud paper” before the words
“shou!d be issued” in the first line of the
finaucial plank. It being discovered that the
words were inadvertently omitted, they wera
reinstated. The recognition of Dodge was a
dangerous prc('cdeut. giving an opportunity to
renew the silver squabble, much to the annoy-
ance of those who wanted to finish the work.

Ill-feeling was also engendered in another di-
rection, and there was danger of a split, not only
in tke convention, but in the party, and of the
bolt of some members of the New York, Penn-
sylvania and other delegations. The fiuanecial
and other economie planks were extremely dis-
tasteful, and the minority resolution making
prohibition the only test o! party feaity was the
principal tie still bindiug them to the party, Its
defeat was taken hardly, and members acknowl!-
edged that some of their associates were think-
ing of leaving the convention. The trouble was
kaown only to the ieaders, and Stevens, of Penn-
sylvania, saw the light of the storm and moved
to take the fealty resolution from the table aud
add it to the platform. Wolffnberger, of Ne-
braska, opposed it, while Chairman Dickie de-
fended it. Mrs. Gougar, amid a scene of yelling
and disorder, asked Wardell, treasurer of the
gtandard Oil Company, hs had
made the statement t unless the
convention adopted the plank he would walk
out of the convention and desert the Proh
tiou party. When the uproar subsided War
denied the statement, which denial was grested
Alter some further de-
bate, and amid considerable disorder, a resolu-
tion was ad ted to the platform and the star of
rain shone on the party.

On motion
of Georgia Bidwell's nomination was made
unanimous, and another outburst followed, end-
ing with cheers for Bidwell and Demorest.
Jotn Lloyd Thomas, late secretary of the na-
tional committee, was presented with a purse
of $200 in appreciation of services.

It was approaching 1 a. m. when the nominat-
ing and seconding speeches for vice presiden-
tial candidates got under way. The totals of
the first vote for vice president were: Levering
380, Cranfill 586, Satterlee 26, Carskad 21. Enough
changes were made before the figures were an-
nounced to give Cranfill, of Texas, 461, nine
mere than enough to win.

JOHN BIDWELL.

A Forty-Niner, a Militia General and
an Anti-Chinese Agitator.

John Bidwell was born in Chautanqua county,
N. Y., August 5, 1819, both of his parents being
New Englanders. While he was yet a boy his
family moved to Ohio, and shortly after their
arriving John was sent to Kingsvilie academy,
Asbtabula county, for his education. His
youthful life was very unsettied, and what
limited education he did receive was at
Kingsville academy, located at Ashtabula

county, O. In 1533, at the age of 19, he
leit his home to scek his fortune in the
West, single-handged and without means., He

first went to lowa, then iuto Missouri and up
the Missouri river and the extreme western
boundary of the state. In the spring of 1841, at
the early age of 21, he helped to form the first
party to eross the Rockies direet to California,
At that time, General Bidwell thinks, there were
not over 1 foreigners (Americans, Britigh,
Germans and other nationalities) in California,

scattered all  over the state from San
Diego to Sonoma. It was in ecamp
at  Mount Diablo that General Bidwell
first heard of General Suttery who at

that time had begun a settlement (and after-
wards erected a fort) near th» Sacramento river,
within the present capital city of California to
which the general made his way. Sinee that
tirie General Bidwell's life has been a series of
notable, stirring events. He engaged and re-
mained in the empioy of Sutter; enlisted in de-
fense of Califoruia against insurrect.on of the
native chiels, Castro and Alvardo, in
the revolt of 1844 and 1545, and acted as aid-
de-camp to General Sutter till the war
endzd by the expulsion of the Moexican
Governor Miche'torena. shortly aiter Caiifor-
nia had been admitted as a state, voung Bid-
well, then but 27 years ol age, was appointed by
General Fremont as magistrate of San Luis Rey
district. In the year of 1349, at the age of 30, ha
was chosen a member of the first conustitutionasl
convention of California at Sacramento, and in
the same year was elected to the senate of the
first California legislature. Ia 1855 he was a
delegate to the national Democratic couvention
at  Charleston. Zight years later he
was appointed by Governor Stanford to
command the Fifth brigade, California militia,
serving till the close of thecivii war, In the
same year he was nominated aud elected to the
Thirty-ninth congress.  Two years later he
tendered a renomination, but deelined.

GRESHAM'S REFUSAL POSITIVE,

General Weaver Has a Hundred In-
strueted Delegates.

The Platform Will Indorse the St. Louis
Resolutions and Denounce the Force
Bill—Convention Will Meet on Sat-
urday and Nominate on the Fourth.

Cnicaco, June 20.—A special to the In-
ter-Ocean from Washington City says:
Senator Stewart sent a special messenger
to Omaha tonight with a piatform and an
intimation to the third party convention
that he will accept the nomination for the
presidency on that platform.

Owmamna, June 30.—The People’s party
will meet in national convention at 10
o'clock Saturday morning. Indications
are that the natal day of the republie, the
Fourth of July, will witness the birth ot
the great political party which istobea
menace to the old organizations. There
is not the slightest evidence of discord,
and there seems to be a general resolve
to make the convention harmonious. The
three rival political organizations which
hoped the People’s party would divide
over questions of principies and not be able
to agree upon a common platform of dee-
larations will be surprised to know that
the People’s party platform is already
practically settled. It has heen tacitly
agreed that the St. Louis platform of Feb-
ruary 22 shall be taken as a basis, and that
the only extraneous matter to receive con-
sideration will be denunciation of the
force bill, ademand for broader reciproc-
ity than is offered by the Republicans,
condemnation of the recent state bank
plank adopted at the national Democratie
convention, and indorsing the Australian
ballot.

Half a dozen prominent men of the great
independent party are freely discussed for
the presidential nomination, but no one
has yet arrived upon the ground, and none
are making the slightest effort for a great
honor which any man miaght covet. Se-
lection of the candidate is to be the last
work of the convention, and the choice is
to be made after mature deliberation.
Walter Q. Gresham, of Indiana, could
have the nomination by the merest signal
of assent, but he has forbidden his friends
to allow his name to be mentioned in the

convention, and his friends are so loyal °

that they are disposed to accept his wishes.

Other gentiemen mentioned in connee-
tion with the presidetial nomination are:
General James B. Weaver, of Iowa; Hon.
Marion Cannon, president of the California
Farmers® Alliance; Hon. Ignatius Don-
nelly; Hon. John Willets, of Kansas; ex-
Senator Van Wyck, of Nebraska, and Con-
gressman Davis, of Kansas. Weaver has
probably 100 instructed delegates, but
the remainder will come uninstructed and
uncommitted. There is a disposition
to give the vice presidency to
some young campaigner of the party, and
Tom Watson, of Georgia, could have the
nomination if he would accept it. Hon.
J. H, Davis, of Texas, is also mentioned
for the vice presidency. The temporary
chairman of the convention will be Hon.
C. H. Ellington, of Georgia.

Chairman Taubeneck arrived this even-
ing, and was soon in consultation with
other party leaders. Some admirers were
disposed to boom Taubeneck for the presi-
dential nomination, but the [llinoisan dis-
couraged the suggestion, and says he

is for Judge Gresham if the latter
can be induced to accept the
nomination. Taubeneck this evening

said the most important declaration in the
platform would be denunciation of the
Republican force bill. He said: “[t will
mean five states sure for us in the South,
and I think will be the means of raising
the total of the People’s party states this
fall to eight, with chances bright for
twelve.”
