Boss Sweeney Sends His Switch-
men Baek to Work.

—

SOME CAN GET THEIR PLACES.

Other Unions Refused Outright to
Order a Strike for Sympathy.

Defeat of the Workmen Most Ignomini-
ous—Vastly Worse Off Than Before—
The Militia to Be Sent Home—State-
ment of a Wounded Striker.

BUFraLo, Aug. 24.—-At midnight Sweeney,
head of the awitchmnens' order, officially recog-
nized the fact that tae <trike movement oi the
switchmen, which was inaugurated twe!ve days
ago, had failed. In official terms he orders the
strike deelared off, and the men will before daye-
lizht be notified by loeal officials that they are
now at liverty to go back to their places if they
can.

By noon today all of the railroad labor leaders
save Arthur and Thurston were in the city. At
4 o'clock this afternoon the leaders weut into
conference. Sweeney immediately set iorth at
length the position in which he and his men

were  placed. At the conclusion of
Mr. Sweeney's statements Mr. Sargent re-
iterated what be bhad already  said,

that his men would not go om asympathetis
strike unless all the raiiroad organizations did
80. Clark stated that the conductors had no

grievance, and while they believed the demands
of the switchmen were just there would be no
strike of conductors save it was to redress the
wrongs of the conductors. Wilkinson, for the
trainmen, informed the switchmen’s leader that
he felt that the original demands of the switch-
men were fair, if ever demands were, but his
order could not consent to co-operation by a

sympathetic  strike. In these state-
ments Sweeney received their ultima-
tum. The conference broke up abont 7

o'clock. Sweeney proceeded at once to a confer-
ence with local representatives of the switch-
men. This proceeded until after 11 o'clock.
Then representatives af the press were called
into a smali room zdjoining the conferecce
chamber, aud to them Mr. Sweeney announced
that a conclusion had been reached by the au-
thorized representatives of the switchmen to
the etfect that the strike wonld be ended at mid-
night tonight.

Word was carried out toward the East Buffalo
¥ards at once by messengers, and before dawn
the idle switchmen knew they were at liberty
to again seek work where they could.
It is estimated by Arbitration Com-
missioner Donovan, who called upon the rail-
way officials in behalf of the men, that nearly
50 per cent. of the now idle switchmen will be
re-employed. It is probable the troops will be
speedily withdrawn, the loral militia being left
to furnish such protection ns may be necessary.

The state board of arbitration met this even-
ing and heard evidence abeat the present diffi-
culty here. A copy of the recent ten-hour law
was placed in evidence. The demands made
urpon the Erie and other ronds before the recent
strike were read, and a detailed account of the
gricvance committee’s labor made. One witness
testificd that he had worked over ten hours with-
out extra pay sine: passage of the ten-hour law.

Senator Hoar on Home Rule.
WORCE-TER, Mass., Aug. 24.—Rev. Dr. J. T.
Gonaty received a letter today from Senator
George F. Hoar, now traveling in Europe, deal-
ing with the home rule question in Ir:land and
the duty of Irish-Americans in aiding Irish rep-
resentatives in parliament. Senator Hoar says:

I think the American friends of home rnle for
Ireland are in a condition to exercise great in
fluence upon the future progress of that cause
and to avoid what seems to me a very great
danger. Gladstone, with his majority of forty-
two, has t0o encounter a hostile house of iords, a
hostile press and the hostile sentiments of the
upper cinsses of the universities and, it is ru-
mored, a hostile queen.

It seems to me, therefore, that America ought to
utter her voice, which has been so influential in
the case of home rule, counseling Irish repre-
seutatives to ba content for the time being with
tasing one firin, forward step, even if they shall
not for the time being gain everything which
they desire. Such a step, once taken, will never
be retraced.

KING COUNTY INSULTED

Democrats Adopt a Resolution
Denouncing the Canal.

THEN MODIFY IT A LITTLE.

Seattle Delegates, Instead of Fight-
ing Bravely, Beg for Mercy.

King County Betrayed to Her Enemies
by the Timidity of Those Who Should
Have Defended Her- Nominations to
Be Made Today-Riotous Scenes.

OLYMPIA, Aug. 24 —[Special.]-The first day
of the Democratic state convention was com-
menced by a fierce struggle between King

county and Pierce on the Lake Wash-
lngton  canal  question. King won a
partial victory by forcing the

rejection of the Plerce county plank, which dis-
tinctly condemned the eanal project. King's

success lay in carrying a plank giving a
general indorsement of public 1mprove-
ments—a - plank in  every way waaker

and less fayorable to the canal than that offered
by Plerce in the Republican state conven-
tion fought by the King eounty Repnublic-
licans and voted down. 1la other words,
the King county Democrats accepted terms
on the canal less favorable to King eounty and
her

interests than the Pierce county
Kepublicans were willing to concede two
weeks azo. The day was a busy one

among the deiegates. In the morning King
county broke the triple alliauce between Pierce
county and the supporters of the two guber-
natorial aspirants, Dr. N. G. Blalock, of Walla
Walla, and B. F. Whay, of Ciarke. This alli-

ance, formed primarily for the purpose
of beating a canal plank, would
also have killed James Hamiiton

Lawis as a candidate for governor. But several
of the Lewis haters of King county joined in
the effort to strike a blow at the canal in order
to down Lewis. Three or iour times during the
day the alliance wasruptured and again patched
up.

When the eonvention met early in the after-
noon the King county men did not dare test
their strength by opposing the temporary or-
ganization proposed by the state com-
mittee.  Louis K. Church, of Snohomish,
also went in by common agreement for
permanent chairman. Ia the committee on

resolutions there was a hot battle over
the canal plank. King county offered
an indorsement of the improvement, but

this suggestion was rejected. Pierce offered a
denunciation, but that was voted down, 20 to 9,
The plank agreed upon was a general approval
of mnecessary public improvements. The
friends of James Hamilton Lewis accepted
this, for, although it is admitted that
the Democrats eannot earry King on that strad.
dling declaration, yet Lewis is 80 arxious to be
nominated for governor that he yielded and was
drawn into the vain compromise.

At the evening session of the convention,
lasting until after 1 o'clock, Pierce county tried
to carry her anti-canal plank through. There

wAS an  angry contest, Dbreaking at
times into a riot and stopping
short only at actual blows Disgrace-

ful threats of violence were exchanged batween
the Pierce and King delegates, and altogether
the proceedings were unruly and shameful,
Pierce county at firgt ecarried the anti-
caual plank by a vote of 157 to 162,
ana then, when King county had received this
lasting insult, Skagit changed five votes, and
after over an hour of rioting the auti-
canal plank was rejected. The union
between B. F. Shaw, with seventy-four votes,
N. G. Blaloek, with 76, and Pierce county, with
31, was to have been carried out after the first
ballot for governor by the throwing of the eom-
bined strength in the secoud ballotto which-
ever of the two men hal the most votas .

The crushing of the alliance materially im-
proves the chances of James Hamilton Lewis
for the nomination. He could have had the
nomination by supporting the anti-cana
p'ank, and since he is so anxious for the honor
that he is willing tostand on the shiliy-shally
plank, he may win that glory.

THE OPENING SESSION,
Temporary Officers Are Anti-Lewis- The
Committees Appointed,
OLYMPIA, Ang. 24.—[Special ] -The conven-
tion was called to order at 1:40 p. m. by D I
Gilman, of King, chairman of the state central
committee, and Rev. C. L Diven, of Olympia,
offered prayer. After the chairman had urged
the convention to be good and help the natioual
ticket out, George Hazzard, the seeretary, hogan
reading the cail. Hazzard was eloguently re-
counting the list of conuties and their repre-
sentatives, when Francis Henry, of Thurston,
moved to stop further reading. Hazzard looked
so much hurt at this suggestion that the con-
vention let him goon. In aocordance with the
resolution of the state central committee, D, H
Gilman nominated Jacob T. Eshelmsn, of
Yakima, for temporary chairman; J. W, Troy,
of Clallam, for secretary, and J. E
Buckley, of BSpokane, and W. J. Starr,
of Chehalis, as assistants. The follow-
ers of James Hamilton Lewis had intended
to fight this slate, but at the last moment they
decided not to have a testof strength, and so
H. J. Snively, of Yakima, and Junius Rochester
seconded the nominations. In taking the chair
Mr. Eshelman expressed his regret that all the
tin mines of the country had been exhausted in
furnishing tin gavels for Republican conven-
tions. As Mr. Eshelman exhorted his hearers
to select the best man an intoxicated admirer of
King county’s aspirant solemnly said: *“Give
ush Shame Samilton lewis.” Mr. Eshelman
frowned, but the Lewis zealot repeated his re-
marks more vociferously until he had to be ear-
ried out. Then Mr. Eshelman resumed, and
to!d how surprised his Republican friends were
that half of the delegates were not drunk aud
in the gatters, Committees on resolutions, cre-
dentials, organization and rules were then ap-
poiuted, one m@nber for each eouuty. The

We favor and recommend such jus® and
liberal approvriations for coast protection and
general improvements as shall be for the benetit
of the state. We condemn any expenditure of
the public moneys having tor its purpose tho
advancement of private enterprise,

We demand the immediate survey of all un-
surveyed lands within this state, that they may
be thrown open to actual settlers. We condemn
as criminal the poliey which has marked the
present land admiuistration, under which many
thousands of acres of land bave fallen into the
hands of speculators and eorporations.

We favor the establishment of an United
States assay oflice in this state.

We favor the clection of president, vice presi-
dent and United States senators by direct vote of
the people.

We pledge our every effort, as well as the
effort of ail the nominees of this convention, to
doallin our and their power to secure the
speedy completion of the Nicaragua canal,
under such proper restraints and regulations as
will be consonaut with the well-established
priucipies of internxtional law aud the interna-
tional poliey of this government.

Upon the present Republican administeation
in this state we ecall down the indigoation of an
outraged peopie.  In its executive branch it has
becn weak, negligeat, profligate, without eapac-
ity and without patriotic spirit.
