He stated yesterday that he was
going to Post Falls, I<!aho, to visit one of
the many feminine admirers who flocked
to his standard when his tale of wealth
was toid. Instead of going to Post Falls,
however, he hired a hackman, who drove
him to Marshall, twelve miles west of
here, where he took the west-bound train.

Higgins had so many friends who were
anxious to "stand in with him" that he
had no difficulty in borrowing various
amounts "to meet temporary necessity
until the bank opened," and so firmly
grounded was the faith in his generosity
thai the people fell over each other in their
efforts to be the most accommodating.
Higgins* check went for almost any amount
and he is about SIO,OOO richer above the
money he used to make this show of
prodigality. Peter Deuber, manager of
the Louvre beer hail, is out $700; Big

Bertha lost S4OO, and as near as can be es-
timated seventy-live others presented
worthless checks aggregating several thou-
sand dollars at different banks today.

THE MUKDEK OF FOREMAN KELLY.

Farther Particulars of tlie Affray?His
Slsyer iu Oysterville Jail.

SORTH BF.SD, Dec. 28.?[Special.]?An-
drew Gordon, who shot and killed Foreman
William Kelly, of Y. it P. C. Railroad
Company, on Christmas eve, was brought
to this city from Willapa on Sunday morn-
ing and taken to the county jailat Oyster-
ville on Monday.

Further particulars of the murder are
that about 9 o'clock on Christinas eve the
men named, together with a man named
Murphy, were engaged in a drunken
carousal in a shanty at Billy's gravel pit,
near Willapa. They got into an alterca-
te n over the comparative merits of the
work done on the two ends of railroad
just completed to South Bend. Kelly
called Gordon a vile name. The latter
drew a revolver and phot Kelly in the
right eye, killing him instantly, wounded
Dennis Collins in the right shoulder, and
turned on Murphy, but the latter had es-
caped. The murderer gave himself up
voluntarily to E. M. Lilly. He claims to
remember nothing of the deed.

The dead man, Kelly, has been in the
employ ot the railroad contractors firm of
\\ ebster, Kelso <fc Dare, for thirty years,
comes of a prominent San Francisco fam-
ily, and has rich relatives in St. Paul and
Chicago. He was 50 years of age and
highly respected. Gordon is a blacksmith,
and has a family in Wmfield, Kan. An
inquest was held on Monday, and a ver-
dict rendered in accordance wuh the far>tß.
The wounded mau Collins has been
taken to Chchalis.

ROAD LAW AGITATION'.

Citizen* of lewis County Tab* Steps to
Hecur* Necessary Legislation.

built by the county trora the proceeds of
bunds, in an amount not to exceed 3 per
cent, of the assessed valuation of the
county, and to be mamta ned by districts.

LIKEANEARTHQUAKE
Terrible Explosion of Dynamite

at Long Island City.

FIVE PERSONS SLAIN OUTRIGHT.

Many Others Injured?A Row of Tene-

ment Homes Shattered

by the Shock.

LONO ISLAND CITT, L. 1.. Dec. 28. Just
in the rear of a row of tenements num-
bered from 21 to 29, Jackson avenue, is the
entrance to the tunnel that the New York
City and Long Island Tunnel Company is
putting under the East river between this
city and the New York Central depot.
The dynamite used in blasting froze last
night, and when the men started to work
this morning they tried to thaw the dyna-
mite out. Taking three barrels of dyna-
mite. they placed it behind one of the
tenements and built a roaring fire beside
it, and the lira and dynamite were left
alone while the men went down the tun-
nel shaft. The tire burned nearer the
dynamite than had been supposed it
would, and at 8 o'clock there was a terri-
ble explosion that scattered death and de-
struction around it.

The shock was like an earthquake. The
men in the tunnel were not hurt, but the
persons living in the tenements made up
the list of killed and injured. The tene-
ments were shattered. The postoffice was
in No. 27, and the letter cases were wrecked
into strips and the clerks hurled among
the debris. Immediately after the crash a
wave of fire swept through the lower part
of the tenements, cutting off all possiole
escape through the entrance. Some of the
tenants managed to crawl to the windows
and made their escape that way. The ex-
plosion was heard all over Long Island.
Large plate glass windows were shattered
as far away as four blocks from the scene.
Across the street doors were blown off
their hinges, counters overturned and per-
sons knocked senseless. Scores of parsons
were injured in this way. When the ex-
citement had somewhat abated a prompt
search was made for the unfortunates, .re-
sulting 33 follows:

THE GREAT MILWAUKEE FIRE.

Villard'a Street Railway Company Lose#
S4oo.ooo?The Muncle Blase.

MILWAUKEE. Dec. 23.?An overheated
car stove set fire to the plant of the Mil-
waukee Street Railway Company at 2
o'clock tnis morning, and soon the inter-
ior of the building was ablaze. In a few
minutes the fire was beyond control, and
in less thau an hour the entire plant was
consumed, entailing a loss of $-100,000. The
piant included an immense storage stable
lor the electric motors, machine shops and
stables. Sixty horses in the stables wero
gotten out alive. The company will be
crippled by fire for a time. Itwas at first
supposed that the fire was incendiary, but
Chief of Police Hansen disputes this.

Today a number of fire insurance com-
panies gave orders to cease writing insur-
ance on manufacturing plants in this city.
The mayor this alternoon ottered a reward
of $2,500 for the arrest of persons who have
started any fires since the big fire of Oc-

tober 29 or any future fire for the next

thirty days. It has also been decided to

add 100 men to the police force for night
duty.

Two more bodies have been found in the
ruins of yesterday's tannery fire. One was
that of Stephen Treaderl, a tanner, and
the other was unknown.

A Once Prominent Poj-tlander Dead.

Fourth? lt is not true that the let-
ter copied Into tho third count of said
complaint was received by defeudant
from Mary O. 11. Stoneman, or that the same
was ever received Ly defendant in this ac-
tion.

From the foregoing facts th* court find that
plaintiff is entitled to a decre-i of divorce upon
tho ground of desertion, but 011 no other
ground.

Revolutionists Have Two Thou-
sand Men in the Field.

AND ARE WINNING VICTORIES.

L*REI>O, Tex., Dec. 28.?Seren wounded
soldiers who were in the late San Ygnacio
tight were brought to New Laredo last

ni&ht. One thousand United States troops
are now in the field along the river border
between Laredo and Brownsville.

Nrevo LAREDO, Mexico, Dec. 28.?This
has been a day of suppressed excitement
and anxiety in military circles here, as
there was every reason to believe the rev-
olutionists would make .an attack
on Guerrero, where a large quan-
tity of arms and ammunition is

stored. There have been rumors of an-
other engagement, however, about twentv
miles south of San Miguel, between 150
revolutionists and a detachment of eighty
Mexican soldiers, in which tive soldiers
were wounded. The announcement that
Gen. Estrada led the revolutionists who
defeated the government troops Mon-
day, created intense excitement, as
he is prominent in army circles
and has a large following. It is believed
that an attempt is really being made to

overthrow the government and that it is
to be a desperate one, not to be easily sup-
pressed. Itnow seems there is a large de-
tachment, numbering probably 2,000 revo-
lutionists, on Mexican soil. The Mexican
troops will have to tight hard to subdue
the revolutionists.

WASHINGTON CITY. Dec. 23.? Capt. J. G.
Bourke, Second cavalry, had an interview
with Adjt. Gen. Williams, of the war de-
partment. today and left this afternoon
for San Antonio, Tex. It is understood
he conveys secret instructions for the
guidance of Gen. Wheaton in conducting
the campaign against the Mexican revolu-
tionists.

CITYor MEXICO, Dec. 28.?1t is author-
itatively stated that a number of ranch-
men and other residents on the Rio
Grande border will file with the govern-
ment claims for damages through the
depredations of ba:idits and so-ca'led
revolutionists from Texas. These bandits,
while claiming to be of a political
character, are nothing less than free-
booters, who intimidate settlers and take
horses, cattle or whatever they see fit to

appropriate. These claims, it is under-
stood, will be formally presented to the
Uuited States government for indemnity,
on the ground that the United States is
responsible for not suppressing outlawry
which originated in its territory.

Sixteen Indians taken prisoners in
the terrible massacre by Mexican troops,
in which the town of Tomachie was wiped
out, have been brought here by a detach-
ment of soldiers. Tney will be shot after
being closely questioned by the govern-
ment with regard to the uprising in which
they participated, and which has not yet
been quelled.
