CLEVELAND MAY REWARD HIM.

Farmer J. Sterling m’l Views
on Anti-Option Bill,

Judge Gresham’s Suecessor—The Senate
Passes the Sherman Bead Amend-
ment—Judge Jacksen’s Appointment
Confirmed—FPsnama Oanal Testimony.

Wasmixgrox Crry, Feb. 18.—[Special.]—
The announcement from Lakewood that
President-elect Cleveland has selected
Morton, of Nebraska, for secretary of agri-
cuiture is received in this city with some
disappointment by the many friends of
Hugh Wallace, of Tacoma. It has rather
been expected by the friends of Mr. Wal-
lace here, as weil as in Washington state,
that Cleveland would recogmige the services
of National Commiti Wallace by
giving him a place im his cabinet.
So far as the cabinet position is
concerned, however, Mr. Waliace is
now out of it. It has been known
for some time here by the Posr-INTELLI-
GENCER correspondent, that failing to get
into the cabinet, Mr. Wallace had his eye
on another important gibsition. It is said
by those claimmg to know his intentions,
that he is a candidate for one of the assist-
ants to the postmaster ge It is be-
lieved that he desires to be nominated by
Mr. Cleveland as third assistant postmas-
ter general. Thede is a bare possibility
that Mr. Cleveland may eonclude to repay
Mr. Wallace for Bis services in the last
campaign by giving ham' the office he is
now seeking. The Pacific coast is not
likely to be recognized in any other direc-
tion, and this rather leads to the belief
that Mr. Wallace will have his ambition
satisfied by becoming one of the leading
officials in the postofficedepartment under
the Cleveland administration.

GRESHAM BUITS GERMANY.

The Berlin Forelgn Office Pleased With
His Appointment.

BerLIN, Feb. 13,—Recent conversations
with prominent attaches of the German
foreign office have eligited remarks show-
ing that the appointment of Judge
Gresham as secretary of state in President

There 1s little doubt expressed here that
Judge Jenkins will be Gresham’s succes-
sor, but it is known that Gresham has
decided not to tender his resignation
until after Mr. Cleveland is inaugurated.
He will make this delay for the purpose
of preventing President Harrison from
making the appointment. It will be due
to this fact that Judge Gresham will not
be in Washington City on March 4, to
take part in the inauguration ceremonies
with other members of Mr. Cleveland’s
cabinet.

The Sherman amendment is as follows:

To enabie the secretary of the treasury to pro-
vide for and maintain the redemption of United
States notes, according to the provisions of the
act of Januery 14, 1875, entitled, “An act
to provide for the resumption of spe-
cie  payments,” the sum of $50,000
is herecby appropriated and placed at the
discretion of the secretary, ard he is authorized
to issue, sell and dispose, at not less than par
in coin, either description of bonds authorized

in said act or bonds and notes bearing
not t0 exceed 3 per cent interest,
paydble semi-annually and redeemable

at the pleasure of the United States alter
five years from their date, with like qualities,
privileges and exemptions; provided, thatin
said act for bonds therein authorized, to an ex-
tent necessary to carry said resumption act into
full effect, he use the proceeds thereof as pro-
vided in said act and none other.

In the House.

WasHiNGToN City, Fep. 18.—The house
resumed consideration of the postoffice
appropriation bill. A conference report
was agreed to on the bill regulating hy-
draulic mining in California. Without
making much progress with the postoffice
appropriation bill, public business was
suspended and, after paying a proper
tribute to the late Representative War-
wick, of Ohio, the house adjourned.

PANAMA CANAL INVESTIGATION.

“Change of Sentiment.”

WasHINGTON CITY, Feb. 18.—Before the
Panama investigating committee today J.
Floyd King, formerly a member of con-
gress from Louisiana, testified that Hayes’
administration was strongly in favor of
upholding the Monroe doctrine and was
bostile to the French company; that Sec-
retary Thompson was strongly opposed to
the French company and vehement in the
expression that the Monroe doctrine
shouid be asserted against the Panama
Canal Company.

Mr. Creary—*What, then, did you think
of the retirement of Secretary Thompson
to become the representative of the Pan-
ama Canal Company ?”’

King—*‘I thought it the most unprece-
dented action. I had not the slightest
premonition that he was going to resign.”

Mr. Geary asked, without receiving any
very definite response, a number of ques-
tions as to whether or not at the time that
canal matters were under discussion, there
was not a good deal of taik about the use
of improper means to intluence legislation.

King replied that the painful fact to his
mind was that after De Lesseps’ visit
there was a lack of any feeling regarding
the assertion of the Monroe doctrine. The
atmosphere suggested that public senti-
ment had mysteriously changed concern-
ing the Panama company. Continuing,
he said:

Cost of Silver and Gold.

WasHiNgros City, Feb. 18 —Senator
Stewart today submitted an exhaustive re-
port from the senate committee on mines
and mining reiative to the cost of produc-
tion of gold and silver. The concla-
sions drawn are that the relative
cost of production of silver and gold is
about equal to the established ratio of
238-10 grains gold to 412)4 grains silver,
and that in both cases the cost of produc.
tion, taking into account all the legitimate
investments, is much greater than the
coinage value.

Congressional Seat Contest Ends.

ALL QUIET AT OLYMPIA.

Candidates and Legislators
Leave for Their Homes.

EVEN THE DARK STEEDS FLY.

The House Humorously Endorses
Mays for Cleveland’s Cabinet.

The Garfield Statesman Takes It Seri-
ously and Wires the Fact to Cleve-
land—-Only One Ballot Takea in
Joint Convention.

OrymrIA, Feb. 18. —[Special.]—The week
has closed without the appearance of any
of the numerous dark horses who were so
loudly announced when it opened. The
experience of the enemies of Allen
in striving to induce some of
his supporters to vote for new can-
didates has demonstrated that he
holds an invincible position as the regular
nominee of his party, and as a result of
the feature of the dark horse ruse the
conviction is strong that if Allen is not
elected, as he 1s justly entitled to be, as
such nominee, during the sixteen working
days of the session that yet remain, no
one will be.

The sessions of both branches of the
legislature today were short and the busi-
ness light. The house did not remain in
session quite an hour this morning, and
during a good portion of the time it was
in session 1t could hardly have been called
8 deliberative body. Owing to the absence
of numerous members there was a dis-
inclination to take wup important
measures, and, as a consequence, the
representatives were practicaliy in mock
session for a time. Under the jocose order
of bisiness, Pierce of Lewis offered his
joint resolution endorsing Mays for the
portfolio of agriculture in the Cleveland
cabinet. It is stated tonight that Mays
regarded the matter quite seriously, and
felt highly complimented by the adoption
of the resolution, and that though it is
hanging fire in the senate, he caused
the fact of his indorsement by the house
to be telegraphed to Cleveland,“notwith-
standing the announcement that J. Ster-
ling Morton had been tendered the position.
Mays is not here tonight to deny or affirm
the report, but it is thought to be the in-
vention of some one inclined to make
sport of the ‘‘gentleman from Garfield.”
Some of his fellow Democrats, however,
have expressed the fear that the resolution
will assist Mays in getting some office un-
der the new administration.

It is but a matter of justice to Represen-
tative Keller to state that he was not the
author of the absurd resolution he intro-
duced concerning the Kansas trouble. He
offered it at the request of a clerk. Gil-
man accurately indicated its merit by in-
térrupting the reading of it and moving
1ts reference to the committee on che
school for defective youth.

The house adopted one serious resolu-
tion, however, providing for the early con-
sideration of appropriation bills, the object
being to prevent bunching them at the
close of the session.

There are fewer members in the city to-
night than at any time since the session
commenced, and it is an infrequent sight
to witness two or three members gathered
together. None of the senatorial candi-
dates are here, Senator Alien having
left the city on this afternoon’s down
Sound train, and if there are any
dark horses about the city they are
keeping dark, indeed. A fairy story is
having some circulation to the effect that
the Allen men are to break next week to
Mayor Huson, of Tacoma, but no one
treats it seriously. It will be laid away
with the many other dead and gone
prophecies of a division of the Allen forces.

The Puyaliup capital removal bill is ex-
pected to be introduced next week. The
constitution makes the enterprise of the
Puyallup people a difficult one. To sub-
mit an amendment to the constitution,
the agreement of two-thirds of the mem-

bers elected to each house must
be obtained and to re-locate the
seat of government requires a two-

thirds vote of the people. The Puyallup
measure is being encouraged by certain
anti-Allen men, who desire to frighten
Senator Horr and Representative McKen-
zie, of Thurston, into leaving Allen, but
these members are still voting for him and
will continue to do so.
In Joint Convention.

Orymria, Feb. 18.—[Special.]—A break
in the usual order occurred in the joint
convention today owing to a failure of a
quorum to vote. Only fifty-one votes were
cast, and on the announcement of the vote
of the first ballot the convention dissolved.

WHEREAS, It is conceded that the mighty
chaia of commonwealth known as the states of
the Pacific coast, should be represented in the
executive branch of the governmeat of these
United States; therefore, be it

Resolved, That the house of representatives of
the state of Washington, the senate concurring,
recognizing the great ability and general worth
of the Hon. F. W. D. Mays, of Pomeroy, Garfield
county, state of Washington, petition his excel-
leney, Grover Cleveland, president-elect, that he
appoint said F. W. D. Mays as secretary of agri-
culture in his cabinet, thus recognizing the
grandeur, power and opulence of the beautiful,
romaatic, growing and superb states of the great
Northwest.

The Kansas resolution was by Keller, as
follows:

WHEREAS, We learn with deep concern and
pungent regret from the telegraphic messages
appearing in the great educators ot the people,
the newspapers, that at the capital city of our
sister commonwealth, where *“Old John Brown's
spirit goes marching on,” the star-spaugled
banner which was decreed more than a century
ago the national ensign of freedom-loving
Americs, bas beea torn from the capitol builde
ing in the state of the sunflower and a crimson
st hoisted instead thereof, which is simie
lar to the red rags used by bullfighters in Mexico,

contemplate; and,

WHEREAS, It is the bounden duty of all the
good sisters and the affectionate mother of up-
roarious Miss Kansas to immediately ascertain
who are wrong, blamable and responsible for
the disgracefu! and internecine revolution mow
rampant in her borders, and bayonet them into
submission to the just and legal powers that
be: there‘ore, be it

Resolved, By the house of representatives of
the iegis'aiure of the Evergreen State of Washe
ington, ibhat his exeeliency, Gov. John H. Mee
Graw, be, aud he is hereby empowered and di
rected, to take the entire militia aud orduance
of this state to Topeka, Kan., forthwith, avd
help bring order out of chaos, peace cut of war,
calm out of storm, law out of lawlessness,
goiden-winged sunshine of joy out of the
murky storm clouds of hatred, and cause the
starry flag of this glorious nation to float trie
umpbantly again over the state hcuse n Toe
peka, which is in the land of the queenly Mrs,
Lease, where the favorite Mariin recently ware
bled sweetly but tauntingly to the sad-hearted
Ady.

THE PAYMENT OF TAXES,

Text of Hoole’s Bill Extending Time of
Payment and Remitting FPenalties.

Following is the text of house bill No,
323, by Hoole, approved by the governor,
extending the time for payment of taxes
and remitting penalties:

SgerioN 1. That the time for the payment of
all state and county taxes levied for the yenr
1302 is bereby extended to Apriil, 1893, after
which date the same shall become delinquent
and all penalties provided by law for the non-
payment of such taxes shall attach and the
same be collected as provided by law.

sec, 2. That all penalties on all state and
county taxes paia on or before April 1, 1893, be
and are hereby remitted, but sald taxes shall
draw interest from March 1, 1803, until paid, at
10 per cent. per annum, and the county treas-
urers of the respective counties in the state are
authorized to receive aud receipt for such taxes,
with interest, but without the penalty, up to
April 1, 1893

Sec. 3. The county treasurers of the various
counties who shal!l have collected any penaitics
on any such taxes for said year 1592 prior to the
passage of this act shall keep the amount of such
penalties 80 collected in & separate fund to be re-
funded to the respective parties having paid the
same, and that any persou having so paid any
such penaity shall present his claim therefor to
the board of eouuty commissioners of the county
in which the same were paid and the board shall
sudit such cluizma and order a warrant drawn
therefor, which warrant the treasurer shall pay
out of said fund.

Sec. 4. Whereas, the time to which the pay-
ment of taxcs is by this ast extended would
otherwise ¢Xpire before this act would take
effzct, an emergency exists; and, therefore, this
act shall take etfoct and be in foree from and
alter its passage and approval by the governor

The Anti-Pinkerton Bill.

Following is the anti-Pinkerton bill of
last session, passed by the vresent legisla.
ture over Charley Laughton’s veto:

That it sha!l be uniaw/u!l for auy person, core
poration or association of persous, or ageuts of
any person, or member, agent or officer of any
corporation or association of persous to or
ganize, maintain or cmploy an armed body of
mea iu this stite for auy purpose whatever;
acd a!l parties so ofendiug shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemernor, aud, on couviction
tuercof sha'l be pun 7 & fine of not less
than §1.000 nor more than L0, and in a tike
sum for each day they shall coutinue to offend
after having boeu ouce flued; and la addition
to such fine suen offender, Il & person, may be
imprisoned in the county jali not '.xu:o'-lmg one
year, at the discretion of the court The fines
shall be paid iuto the geueral fuud of the
eounty in W 1o offense was commitled,
And ail arms, unifors, utrements sod auy
other proverty of & m.ilary character in pos-
sess on of such persoa, woater, ngant, officer,
eorporation or urmed body of men sha.l beseiged
by the officer masing the arrest under the pros
visions of this seetion [aad] be foricited to the
state of Washington
