THE NATIONALGUARD

Provisions of Senator Dyer's
Militia Bill

INCREASE TO FORTY COMPANIES'

Pay For to Be Mad* Oat of

Geaeral Faad~The LIT« Ta-

ctaa Coaapaaies.

HE bill intro-
dueed by Sena-
tor Dyer, of
King, into (the
legislature has
been handed
around among
the guardsmen,
and attracts a
good deal of at-
tention. Local
officers com-
plain that it

makes no attempt to deal with some ques-
tions of vital importance. Other bills of
wider scope will, it is said, be introduced
at this session. A movement Is being set

on foot among the guardsmen looking to-
ward making the battalion drills military

affairs exclusively and cutting off the so-
cial side entirely, at least for the present.
The battalion drill of Weanesday was a
curiosity in one way, in that it introduced
some drills never before practiced here.

Senator Djrsr'i MilitaryBill.
The full text of Hon. Trusten P. Dyer's

military bill, introduced into the state
senate on February 7, has been received.
As is stated in the bill itself, it was intro-
duced "by request." As it embodies some
of the suggestions made by the adjutant
general, it is believed to have been sub-
mitted at the request of that official. The
bill includes a proposal to raise the maxi-
mum peace force to thirty-six companies
of infantry and four campaniesof cavalry,
the present force allowed by law being
twenty companies of infantry, it author-
izes th<i three-battalion organization for
infantry, with a major to each battalion.
A provision is made that when the guard
is ordered out to preserve or maintain the
peace, it be paid out of the general fund of
the state. Under present practice an
order into active service involves paying
the men from the military fund, thus crip-
pling the fund for the maintenance of the
guard for the current year. It authorizes
the purchase of a permanent camping
ground, and appropriates $30,000 therefor.
Itraises the pay of the adjutant general
from to $3,000 per annum. The re-
tirement of officers is provided, (a) for dis-
ability or incapacity to perform their
duties, or (6) if, after seven years' service,

an officer apply to be retired. Retired
officers may be detailed to certain duties
by the commander-in-chief.

Militia on Washington's Birthday.

As is generally known, February 22 is a
legal holiday in this state, and is one of
the days on which the militia is required
by law to turn out.
