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STRUCK IN THE DARK.

A Stranger Assaulted by a
Mysterious Man.

AN UNKNOWN WOMAN PRESENT.

Fecsliar Affair as Third Street Last
Slight? The Tietisa 1 aeoaecieaa

Ircm the Slaw.

D. M. Robinson, who ia thought to be a
stranger in the city, was brutally assaulted
by an unknoau maa last evening snout 7
o'clock a few steps south of the Seattle
Undertaking Company's rooms, at 1324
Third street, while in the company of an
unknown woman. The woman paid uo
attention to what had happened and dis-
appeared, as did also the assailant after he
bad taken a look at his victim.

The lights in Plymouth Congregational
church shone out brightly on the wet
sidewalk as a man and woman were walk-
ing past The woman was of medium
height, dark compiexioned, with black
eyes and rather thin features, and was
dressed in black. She had ou a dark col-
ored sack, with high puffs at the shoulders.
She waa a good looking woman, or at
least that was the opinion of H. Douglas,
a pedestrian, who chanced to be near
them. The man was of medium stature,
bail rather course yet interesting features,
and to all appearances a mechanic.

Tne couple did not seem to know that
two men were standing on the opposite
side of the street, under the trees, watch-
ing every step they took. One of them, a
large man, who was dressed in a biacx
suit with a light overcoat, suddenly left
bis companion and walked acroes the
street, striking the sidewalk a short dis-
tance behind the man and woman, who
were nearly in front of the undertaker's.
He never hesitated a moment, but quickly
walked up behind the man a»d dealt him
a terrific blow with bis right hand, which
held some kind of a weapon. The plow

landed on the man's left eye with full
force and he fell to the sidewalk like a log,
nearly knocking bis female companion
down with him. Strange as it may seem,
she did not give the faintest cry or seem
disturbed in the least. Sue recovered
from the jostle her companion had given
her in his fall and then walked straight
ahead toward Pike street without saying a
word.

The mysterious assailant gave one
glance at the form on the sidewalk and
then walked ia the same direction, hav-
ing in the meantime been joined by his
male companion from across the street.
The two walked unconcernedly toward
Pike street, closely followed by Mr.
Douglas, who had been an eye-witness to
the whole affair. When within a short
distance of Pike street the large man
said:

"Let's go back and see how he is getting
along."

His friend agreed and they returned,
while Douglas went on in search of a
policeman.

He found Officers Milliken and Peer on
Pike street, near Third, and told them
what had happened, and that the guilty
party was looking at his victim at that
moment. The three rushed back to where
the man lay, now surrounded by a crowd
trying to find out what had happened,
but there was no traceof the big man with
the light overcoat or his friend. Mean-
while the patrol arrived in answer to a call
from a private telephone, and Officer Mil-
liken lifted the still unconscious man Into
the wagon. As soon as the police station
was reached Cant, llogle telephoned for
Health Officer Palmer ami received the r«-

quality of the work performed on said
building. This report was signed by one
W. H. Middleton at bricklayer.* I, as a
bricklayer and a member of the Brick-
layers' I nton, wish it to be made known
to the public that tb« Bricklayers' Union
never appointed Mr. Middleton, nor any
other person, to render an opinion or rep-
resent the union in this case, i would
not consider him a competent person
to render an opinion on the work
in question. If such a course
becomes necessary the bricklayers,
I am sure, will appoint a competent com-
mittee to examine the work and render a
full report to the public. The report as
rendered I believe to have been made at
the instigation of an interested party, at
present holding a prominent position in
the Western Central Labor and Brick-
layers' Unions, who also holds ? position
under Mr. Higbv on the county building.
I believe the object of this report is to
make political capital out of. and to be
recognized as a power in, the coming cam-
paign. All parties concerned are hereby
advised that these people do not control
any branch ot the* labor union, either
politically or otherwise, hut are merely
elected to perform the ordinary duties as-
signed them at the dictation of the mem-
bers. I may add that 1 beiisve Middleton
to have been guided by a would-be
political schemer, who would make
an unfortunate boy the tool of his ambi-
tion. In regard to the quality of the
brickwork on the building referred to I
may say it is the most inferior class of
work I have ever seen In twentv-three
years' experience as a bricklayer, and my
opinion can and will be borne out by a
large number of mechanics belonging to
the bricklayers' union in this city, some of
whom have worked on the county alms-
house building. I have never before in
my career seen the brickwork of a build-
ing painted before being accepted by the
architect. The only reason I can assign
for such a course being adopted is "to
cover the defects in the work." 1 have
seen the work on the county farm build-
ing myself, and while I do not wish to
hurt my fellow workmen, I must say
that tha work ou the arches, in
the eyes of sny competent mechanic, is

ridiculous. The joints in the arches range

For instance: If
ram should wash out a small joint the
hrick alone will lock itself if the arch has
got a regular skew hack, whereas with a
heavy joint the brick must necessarily
fa 1 through.

Now. iu conclusion, 1 would say that the
superintendent of such a building should
certainly be a competent mechanic, and
then the work would he carried out in a
mechanical manner, if he acted honestly,
otherwise such as has been done on this
building would not be accepted by the
county commissioners. Trusting you will
give this publication, I am. sir, yours re-
spectfully.
