As a mem-
ber of McClellan’s staff, with the rank of
captain, he figured in the cam
against Richmond, in the siege of
town, in the battles of Williambu Fair
Oaks, and in his retreat on the James
river, In 1864 he married his cousin
Amelle, a dsughter of the Spanish Duke
of Montpensier,and she bore four daughters
and two sons. His eldest son, Robert,
Duake of Orleans, born in 1869, has been
involved in many scandals with women,
and is despised by all who know him.

His eldest daughter, Amelie, is
queen of Portugal. In 1870-71 the
connt and countess were very active

in London and afterward in Paris for the
relief of French soldiers during the war.
A sum of $2.500 was sent from New York
to the countess for this pur contrib-
uted by persons who desired by this means
10 attest their regard for the count’s serv-
ices to the Union; and a considerable
amount from other American contributors
was placed at the count’s disposal for dis-
tribution. Atthe close of the war with
Germany he took up hisresidencein Paris.
In 1871 he was admitted & member of the
national assembly at Versailles, under M.
Thiers, president of tne French republie,
and on December 22, 1872, the assembly
voted the restitution of thowrropony of
the Orleans family. He visi the Count
of Chambord at Frohsdorf, August 5, 1873,
and relinquished his claims to the throne
in favor of the-latter, on condition of being
recognized as the esole heir after
Chambord’s death to the regal rights
of both branches of the Bourbons. On
August 28, 1883 Chambord died, and the
elder branch of the Bourbons became ex-
tinet, the legitimists uniting on the Count
of Paris, The marriage at Lisbon of the
daughter of the Countof Paris to the
crown prince of Portugal, in 1856, was
made the occasion of a royalist demonstra-
tion that left no doubt that the head of
the Bourbons had sssumed the partof a
pretender, In the presence of the foreign
ministers, who were invited to the cere-
mony, the connection of the royal house
with France was indicated in various
symbolical ways, such as the grouping of
the bridal fmn according to provinces,
and ho of & restoration were openly ex-
pr”nd‘.\“'l'hu festal demonstration con-
vinced the French republican leaders of
the expediency of ridding France of the
dangerous presence of the Orleans pre-
tender, and a bill was passed for the
banishment of all members of houses
that had formerly reigned in France.
The Count of Paris awaited the
notice at his castle of Ea, where
crowds of Orleanists, among whom
were 150 deputies and senators, assembled
to manifest thelr indignation and pay
homage to their leader, He departed at
once for England. The marriage of his
daughter had been notified by the Connt
of Paris not only to the sovereigns of Eu.
rope, whom he addressed, according to the
formulary used by reigning princes,
as his cousins, but also, after the oid
custom of French Kkings, to the dukes
and peers of France. Ou the day that he
quitted tha Chatean d'Eu the count issued
the following maaifesto: “Compellied to
quit the soil of my native country, I pro-
test in the name of right against the vio-
lence that is used toward me. Passion-
ateiy attached to my country, whose mis.
fortunes have rendered it still nore dear
to me, | have lived there uuntil now with-
out infringing the laws.

He
was passionasely fond literature and
would have prized far more highly a seat
in the French scademy than a seat on the
French throme. Of an economical dispo-
sition—a trait conspicuous in all the
branches of his family—he deplored the
expense involved by his position as a pre-
tender and the necessity of maintaing not
ouly & horde of hangers-on, but also of
snbeidizing what is known as the royalist
press in France. Moreover, he feit
himself hampered by the recoliection of &
very remarkable letter which he wrote on
the 18th of January, addressed to a
certain M. Eisingere, in which he pro-
fessed himse.f to be an ardent republican.
The letter contains among other things
the following sentences: “As for me, I
am infinitely more republican than any of
wy reiatives or friends; for I have none of
their repugnance for a republican form
of government. [ am ready to serve my
country in the way that the latter wishes
and I shall aiways loyally recognize as the
only legal government of France that one
which my fellow-countrymen have elected
to reign over them.” The count further
acknowledged his allegiance to the repub~
lic by accepting & position as colonel of
the reserve forces in 1872, and was only de-

rived thereof and exiled when he was
'ound to be plotting for the overthrow of
the republic and to be flooding the coun-
try with political manifestoes hostile to
the government and bearing at their head
his portrait, arrayed in the uniform of a
republican colonel, and bearing the title:
“King Phillippe VII. of France.” The
Count of Paris was a direct descendant of
the infamous Lucretia Borgia., He, how-
ever, inherited neither her beauty nor her
immorality, as he was the very impersoni-
fication of all domestic virtues, differing
therein entirely from his graceless son,
the Duke of Orleans. The duke's in-
trigues with Mme. Melba and with
Emilie d’ Alencon are of too recent date to
warrant more than passing reference, and
the shameful way in which he jil his
charming cousin, the daughter of the
Dake of Chartres, has done him no end of
barm in France.] :

Emperor William Reminds
Them He Is Their Boss.

TO OPPOSE HIM IS MONSTROUS.

The German Autocrat Rensserts His
Clalm te Divine Aunthority and De-
meunces Revolutionista

————

made a sensational speech iast evening at
a state banguet, at which the king of War-
temberg was the principal guest. He had
previously struck from the list of guests
the names of Count von Mirbach, Count
von Kanitz and Gens. Klitzuing and San-
dim. The two latter were subsequently
restored. Emperor William’s act piainly
marked his displeasure at the attitude of
the persons named upon the

question. This is confirmed by the fact
that the em decorated Count von
Doenhoff yesterday with the Order of the
Red Eagle. Count von Doenhoff was ex-
velled last May from the Conservative
Union because he voted for the Russo-
German commercial treaty in the reichs-
tag. Emperor William approved of the
count's action.

After the emperor had toasted the king of
Wurtemberg and the latter had responded,
his imperialy majesty made s speech
which caused the deepest impression.
After a few words of thanks for his recep
tion, Emperor William said:

“When I was here four vears ago [ em-
phasized the fact thatin Eastern Prussia,
where the people are chielly farmers, you
must, before all, preserve and mainiain a
capable peasantry, and that as such they
would be a pillar of support to any mon-
archy. Hence my constant endeavor,
whenever the opportunity arises, to foster
the welfare .nJ” encourage the improve-
ment of East Prussia. The past fovr
grievous years have weighed upon the
farmer, and it appears to me that under
these influences doubt has arisem in re-
gard to my promises, as to whether [
should be able to keep them. Nay, I find
myself compelied to observe with a sore
heart that in the circles of the mnobility
standing near the throne my best inten-
tions are misunderstood and to s certain
extent combatted. Nay, more, words of
opposition have been brought to my ears.

“Gentlemen, the opposition of Prussian
noblemen to their king is a monstrosity.
They are justified in forming an opposi-
tion only when they know the king to be
at their head. This is a lesson taught by
the story of our country, How often have
my ancestors had to set themselves against
misguided members of that eiass for the
welfare of the whole community. The
successor of him who by his own rights
became sovereign duke of Prussia will
foliow the same path as his great ancestor
has. Once the first king of Prussia said:
‘Ex me mea nala 'and as his great
son established his authority, so do I
represent, like my imperial grandsire, the
kingdom By the grace of God.

“] shail eontinue in my constant en-
deavors, and the very next budget will af-
ford fresh proof of my parental solicitude.
Gentlemen, let us regard the pressure
weighing upon us and the times through
which we are passing in the light of the
Christian profession in which we have
been educated, as a trial laid upon us by
God. Let us preserve our minds in
quietude and endure in patience and firm
resoiution, hoping for better times, _ac-
cording to the old maxim, ‘Noblesse oblige.’

The Bulgarian Throne Tottering.

Soria, Sept. 7.—Much comment has been
caused by the behavior of ex-Prime Min-
ister Stambuloff at the examination yes-
terday on the charge that he insulted and
calumniated Prince Ferdinand. Stambdu-
loff threatened the magistrate and com-
missary of police with vengeance. He

refused point blank to answer questions.
He was held in 25000 francs bail, which
was furnished. When entering the ecar-
riage after leaving the court a man struck
him with a stick. The assailant was ar-
rested.

More Outrages in Nicaraguas.

Corox, Sept. 7.—The United States
steamer Columbia has been ordered to
convey the American refugees at Port
Limon back to Bluefields.

Nxw Orreaxs, Sept. 7.—The Associated
Press correspondent at Bluefields, under
date of August 31, sends information that
a few days before Dictators Cabezas and
Madriz committed another outrage upon
Americans. A launch which steamed out
to the binff July 6 with several Mosquite
and Jamaicas negroes was seized and
brought to anchor before the Nicaraguan
government building. Minister Madriz
has given orders to confiscate the boat, a
she played a part, though against the
wishes of the Bluefields Banana Company,
her owner, in the murder of Nicaraguans.

Wasainaton Ciry, Sept. 7.—Information
has been received at the state department
that two Americans banished from Nica-
ragua for complicity in the Mosquito re-
bellion are now in Costa Rica. 1t is saia
that these men were well satisfied to ac-
cept the terms of banishment without de-
manding a trial or asking the protection
of the United States minister to remain in
Nicaragua.

THE FORESY FIRES.

Twenty-Three Chippewa Indisns Dead—
More Corpses at Hinekloy.

Poxraana, Minn,, Sept. 7.—The bodies
of twenty-three Chippewa Indians lie upon
the baked sands between here and Opstead,
a small settlement on the eastern shores
of Mille Lacs. The news was brought by
acourier. The Indians lefi the reserva-
tion two months ago and built a hunting
lodge on the fork of Shadridge creek.
Chiet Waucota, ‘‘Bill Chief,” of the
party, perished with hus followers.

MiLwavukes, Sept. 7.—~The remarkable
drouth throughout the West for more
than two months was effectually broken
last night. The rain area included all of
Iowa, Northern Illinois, most of Michigan
and ail of Wisconsin except the northwest
portion. It is feared that the fire region
received very little rain, but it may get a
soaking tonight.

Pise Ciry, Minn,, Sept. 7.—The worst
has been told at Hinckley. There has
been but one other party of dead discov-
ered. They were in a cellar west of Hinek-
ley, and it cannos be told whether there
are three or four bodies, so badly are they
burned. The work ot draining the mili
pond is progressing, but the opinion is
that little will be revealed. A huge
building for oilices and sheiter is
almost enclosed. The survivors have au-
thorized their village organizations to pre-
pare an expression of their deep gratitude
to the peopie all over the United States
who have come 80 generously to the aid of
this stricken people. Bupplies are coming
into Pine City rapidly, and there is no
lack in any department of the relief work.

Dovrorn, Sept. 7.—Hospitals have been
established ail over the city, and every
public vuilding and bundreds of private
residences are sheltering refuges. Nearly
$15,000 in actual cash has beea paid into
the re.ief funds here, and the subscrip.
tions, inciuding iumber and all supplies,
wiil aggregate $20,000,

Rar Porraas, Manitobs, Sept. 7.—Fires
along the Sait Rapids river are raging on
both sides of the river. Millions of feet of
lumber have been destroyed. All the
crops, horses and cattle are gone., No loss
of life has occurred on the American side.

Judge Bellinger, of Portland, Disagrees
With Judge Caldwell., =

PorTLAND, Sept. 7.—In the Oregon Rall-
way & Navigation wage schedule case in
the United States court, Judge Belilnger
rendered an important decision this morn-
ing on a question in pdint, the exact re-
verse of a decision rendered bv Judge
Caldwell in the Union Pacitic wage
schedule case in the United States court
at Omaha. In the Union Pacific case
Judge Caldwell decided that the receivera
had no power to change the schedule and
rules, but should petition the court to
make the change. In his decision Judge
Bellinger said the court cannot be ex-
pected to stand over the receiver
and follow him through the minute de-
tails of his work. Under the rule proposed,
which was the one laid down by Judge
Caldwell, the receiver might want to make
s hundred or a thousand changesina
year, for each of which the ccurt would
have to give an order, This would involve
a question that it seemed to him was im-
practical. The question in this case was
whether the recelver could make reduc-
tions in the wages of the employes with-
out the consent of the court. The parties
were all in court and it made no difference
on the petition of which side they got
there, nor which side will introduce wit-
nesses first,

This decision was followed by another
to the effect that the order of Judge Cald-
well in the Union Pacific wage case was
not binding on the separate receiver of the
Oregon Railway & Navigation. This dis-
posed of all the technical points, and the
court announced that he would hear the
case on its merits, The date for the hear-
ing will be set tomorrow morning. In re-
ferring to the causes for the reduction in
the wages of operatives, counsel for the
receiver stated that the report of earnings
and operating expenses for the month of
April last showed a deficiency of over
$100,000. He estimated that for the pres-
ent year the deficiency would reach or ex-
ceed $1,000,000, and if there was to be a
continued deficiency in the operating ex-
penses the road would better be abandoned.
