Potvln filed a notice of
lien, claiming $106,000, including UX>
jar extras, and brought an aation to fore-
close the lien, joining ae partiee the Cor-

' »ei! university and the other defendants.
Tbe university in December, had
loaned SIOO,OOO to the hotel company,
taking a promissory note and a mortgage
en the real estate, and thereafter brought
an srtion to foreclose the mortgage, mak-
ing Potvln a defendant. The other de-

fendants. except Dexter Horton A Co.,
vers sab-contractors, material men and
lsborers, who had tiled lien notices against

tne property. Un motion of Potvln the
banking company was made a defendant.

In answering the foregoing order and
acceptance the univeraity and the hotel
t-XJKany claimed that the contractor bad

vsived and reteased hia right to a hen,

sod Deiter Horton AI Co. auswered that
tfcs order was given as collateral sacurity

for sums advanced during the t>rogress of

As lulldmg; that such sums as were paid

Edward W. Small has anpiied to the
superior court for a divorce from Emma J.
hmaJl on the ground of incompatibility of
temper. They were married in this state
July 18. 18M. and for tbe greater portion
of the Ume have lived together very un-
happy. At sundry times tbey separated
for considerable periods, and on being re-
united found married life a burden, not-
withstanding the fact that bmai. rersever
ingly tried for years to make his wife
happy, and bei<eves that she made reason-
able effort* to fulfill ber dut.se. For tb*m
to attempt to lie* together long*r, the
husband says, wou.d result in agony lor
bo to.

Iu contemplation of these facte the
parties have wholly severed their property
rights, out of court, to their motuai satis-
Iaction.

Furthermore. Small says he has been in-
formed oy counsel that there are legal
grounds other than tboee given above on
which a divorce could be secured, but
while they Involve no immoral or illegal
transactions, yet they are private in their
character.

The complete peraonnel of the Poer-
LvrsLt.i«K!icn Mount Rainier explora-

tion party baa not yet be*n decided upon,
but tb«r* may b* aix in the party inatead
of five, aa wsa or finally intended. Tb*
addition of another man won id be bene-
ficial. as remitting tb* *xptor*rs to travel
in paira, be tied to each other, and thus be
in a position to aid oce another
in case of accident. In addition
to ths six men. a deg will
be taken along to bring down suca ftam*

aa the explorers may kill and, in a general
way, add to tbe interest of the trip. In-
aamuch as it would probably not be a suc-
cessful experiment to put snowsboea on
the dog. and as b# would undoubtedly ex-
perience difficulty in navigating through
th* soit, newly fallen snow, b* will per-
bapa be permitted to ride on the sled.

Yesterday the barometer was lowar than
it has b*en for som* tim* and the indica-

tiona ar* that a heavy a:orm ia about to

aet in, but tbe unfavorable weather will

not interfere with tb* misaion of th* ex-
piursrs, and aa soon as tb* neceaaary out-
tit can la collected and arranged, the
party will leav* tor Wtikaaon, thence to
tbe mountain.

A rood deal of trouble is still being ex-
perienced in securing the Canadian shoes
necessary to make the trip across I h<»
\u25a0now Delis and glaciers at this s«asoo of
the year, and, unless something is beard
from private parties baring these articles,
wno are sr tiling to part with them for the
accommodation of the explorers, it mar be
necessary to send East for them. In thia
event the delay will be vexatious.

IKCBKII or TilK BCStO HIM.

"Bare Thine" CsllorMa'* Hearing
Hrluga Them to Light.

Chief Rogers and Detective Cudihee told
Judge Gasgow yesterday afternoon how
bunko men use the "locks" and "dash
roils." It is not very often that such
atones are told and it was no wonder tne
court room was filled with people, eaco
anxious to driuk in every 'word aud per-
haps thereby save himaalf from becoming
a victim.

The occasion for the stories was the trial
of R. W. Patterson, a notorious "sure
thing" man. lie was arreated a few nights
ago and when searched had a pair of
small locks, two drafts, one on a Denver
bank for $250 and tbe other on the Bank
of British Columbia for stsso, both dated
two or three years ago and aigned by per-
sons Patterson admits be knows nothing

about. One copper, plated to look like a
$-iu gold piece, completed the oatiit. He
tried to hide the locks, but waa caught in
the act by Jaiisr i'eer. DetectiveCudihee.
who has bad twe.ve years' experience with
crooks and swindlers, took up tae little
locks, which were made of brass, snd said:

?These are used by bunko or sure-thing
uien in 'turning a guy with the aiougha.'
Two men uauaily work together, although,
of course, the style may be varied. The
leader, having chosen a victim, geia
into conversation and 'accidentally* drops
a lock. He peks it up and opens and
shuts it to prove conc<us: veiy to the victim
that it does open and shut. About this
time the confederate arrives and says:

" 'Found something?'
"His tartner shows him the lock and he

exclaims, 'lt is only imitation.' The talk
is so csrried ss to eventually lead the vic-
tim to bet that he can opeu the lock within
ten minutes. The stakes are then put in
the victim's 'friend's' Lands. The fraud
comes when the victim is given a 'deal'
lock Instead of the one he has seen opened
and shut, lie has no idea that his frieud'
had the 'dead' lock palmed ready to be
passed out."

"What is a "dead lockf" asked the
Judge.

"It is one thai it riveted. In other
words it is made so that it cannot be
opened."

"Is one of those locks riveted?"
"Ido not know, as I have not examined

them closely."
Patterson took the locks and to the sur-

prise of the crowd o{>ened both of them,
although Cudihee had not been able to open
either.

"The flash roll," said Cudihee, "is used
to make a victim think the bunko man
has money. They always carry three or
four drafts or checks."

Chief Rogers supplemented Cudihee's
remarks by telling bow the lock game was
worked with two locks.

"Did yoa ever see any locks like thosef"
asked Pstterson.

"No," replied Rogers; "they are sach
cheap atlasrs that they would only be used
by a cheap mat)." This made Patterson
angry and he didn't ask any more ques-
tions.

Patteraon e*plained his possesion of the
bunko implements by the anaurd story
that the locks were given him in Victoria
to carry to Robert Hamilton at Tacorns,
and that Henry Lobeisky, who keeps a
»ee-nd-hard store under the Oakland
house at Taroma, jrave him the dratta to
keep f r saf?r. A stibpena was issued for
Lunvtsky *"id tbe caae continued to next
Wed? esday afternoon. IfPatterson does
not prove his story of the locks he will get
the full extent of the la*.

The following dispatch from Tacoma
was received last evening, telling of new
evidence tbat *Mouut Rainier has had
some disturbance:

TACOMA, Dec. R.?[Special.]? H. M.
Henderson says: "There must have been
sn earthquake or something of ttie sort on
Mount Rainier, na the musical well on
South Fortieth street, in Bt. Angelo addi-
tion, is blowing like the tntscuief attain,
after a sueli of rest for several mouths."

This is the well which has a mysterious
way of blowing or spoutiug wind. Mr.
Henderson placed several mouth organs,
fish horns and the like in the cracks of the
