Tha law raises
a* presumption agataat the defendant,
but every presumption of th* law waa la
favor of hta lnaoo*aoe, and ta order ta
convict him every material fact necessary
to constitute a crime mat be proved be-
yond a doubt. This law waa aot for the
purpose of aiding tha guilty to escape, but
eras a humane provision ta guard against
th* dancer of any Innocent person being
anjuatly punished. Th* judg* then de-
fined what a doubt and a reasonable
doubt was. The jury waa cautioned not
to go beyond the evidence to bunt up
d<Mfi>t*. The Jury waa th* soh» judge of
th* facts, and th*y were to weigh the evi-
dence for juat what it waa worth.

THK BMIT, SATS HE WAS GUELTT

Be Stowed Wnaself Away aad Kacapad
day* Panel mm Waa a Plotter.

Port Towneend, Feb. tt-apadsl-The
schooner Puritan brought up a Hawaiian
refuge, James Faulkner from Honolulu
aa a stowaway. Hie connection with the
recent uprising waa of such a character
that the provisional authorities made it
so unpleasant that he waa glad to sacri-
fice hta interests aad fifce from the islands,

not even taking a change of ckrthee. H*
freely admitted that he waa actively asso-
ciated with the royalists and was well up
in their councils, but denied participating
In As recent troubles. On the other hand,
ha araa arrested no less than seven times
within a month previous to his departure.
These Charges, be said, were based on the
pretext rfhis laabiHty to liquidate a per-
sonal obligation. Other Information re-
ceived on the Pu4Un is that the chargee
were of a political character. At any rate,
he established such a defense as war-
ranted his acquittal la each instance.
The day after Charles I*. Carter, the Ha-
waiian patriot, was killed, two more war-
rant* ware Issued for Faulkner's arrest,
of wMch he received premature warning,
and he clandestinely smuggled btmself
aboard the schooaer Puritan and sailed
tor Puget sound. When two days out at
sea he made his preaence known to Capt.
Sax* and paid hia passage. >l6. to this
port. The officers of the vessel believe
that Faulkner enjoyed the utmoat confi-
dence of the insurgents, and was cogni-

sant of most of their plans.
"It was never the Intention of the real

leaders of the late rebellion, aside from
Robert Wilcox, Paul Neuraan. ex-Marshal
Wilson and a few eft her personal friends
of the ex-queen, to reinstate her on the
throne." said Mr. Faulkner to a Post-Irv-
telligencer correspondent. "The whites
who assisted In the Insurrection distrusted
her and knew that she would betray her
best friend on the slightest temptation.
Like similar movements in other coun-
tries. there was a ring atthln a ring,
which Mroltly controlled the enemies of
the government When the rebellion was
about broken the ex-queen and her ad-
visors learned of the duplicity which was
being practiced upon them. They were
highly incensed, and that was the real
cause or foundation for ..«r prompt abdi-
cation In favor of the provisional govern-
ment She Is a oold, shrewd, calculating
woman, snd to >reak the Influence of her
betrayers with the natives she thought it
abvlsable to renounce the throne.

"Charley Carter, who waa one of tha
most prominent and highly esteemed
young lawyers of Hawaii, met an un-
timely death by Indiscretion. He was
brave-hearted and a staunch supporter
of th« existing government, and by his
earnest abvocary of loyalty to the new
republic he naturally Incurred the en-
mity of the insurrectionists. When the
trouble began Carter begged of the mili-
tary authorities to be allowed to accom-
pany a detachment down to Diamond
head, where a crowd of rebels were in
biffing. Several of them were his former
schoolmates and he errinsly calculated
on his old-time persuasive Influence to
get them to lay down their arms and sur-
render. They had reached a native dwell-
ing owned by the Layue brothers, when
Carter noticed some natives whom he
knew skulking behind a bo at ho use on the
beach. He started down the walk to
meet them and when half-way the reports
of three rtl-i *I mul ar>e*<i»!r rang out
and Carter fell to the ground mortally
wounded.

"No less than 1.500 rifles and 1,000 pistols,
with ample ammunition were taken to
Honolulu on a vessel whose last name
ended with "berg* and another schooner,
which Is as yet free of suspicion, and J
have no desire to Involve h*r In this mat-
ter. Hardly a third of the arms have
been found and 1 was told before leaving
the islands that the remainder had been
securely cached and wculd be used in
eome future rebellion, which some of tha
leader* hope to arouse and enlist the sup-
port of the Japanese. Chinese. Portuguese
and other foreign elements.

"The real object of the scheming, cun-
ning leaders of the plot, who were using
the queen and her friends as catspaws,
was to overthrow the government ard
reinstate themselves !n the fat, lucrative
offices. Personally, although an Ameri-,
can. I cast my die with the royahsts ard
lost, and then realised that I was sup-
porting an Irretrievably lost cause. Then,
naturally enough, too. the government to
get rid of me, beran a system of perse-
cution and I was rlad of the opportunity
to steal away from the islands, abandon-

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NEED AN APPRAISER.
Serious Obstacle ta Foreign

Commerce oa the Coast.

A CAUSE OF VEXATIOUS DELAY.

Dtopotea ta Regard ta Duty Oflaa Hava

ta Awatt aa Appraiser »a Com-

tag From Haw York.

The need pI the presence en this Coast
of a member of the board of general ap-
praieers of the treasury department for
at least a pattoa of th* year i* urged
very atroegly by cuatoms officials and
importing merchants la this city. Tha
fact la emphasised by the recent In-
crease In the volume of Oriental com-
merce. which 1s expected ta bring about
the result desired.

All merchandise Imported to appraised
at the port of entry by tha appraiser,
or by the collector or his deputy, In
the capacity of acting appraiser. If the
appraiaement le satisfactory to th* Im-
porter. the entry Is liquidated upon th*
appraisnent and the transaction Is com-
pleted. But If the appralament la not
satlafiactory, then a protest la filed by
the Importer, and a resppralsement is
demanded. At present If the Importer
Is wining to wait until a member of the
general board of appraisers feels that
he mm Absent Mm*elf from New Tork
city, and this is likely to involve a
delay of at least a year, h* refuse* to
waive his right to bav* the reajjpra lee-
men t made at the port of entry. As the
Importer is usually uawUMng to submit
to such a delay, he allow* th* reap-
praisement to be made upon samples,
a mode manifestly unsatisfactory where
a great variety of goods are involved.
The board of general appraisers, ta
which are referred all queetlons of ap-
praisement. consists of nine members,
five Republican* and four Democrat*,
and is located In New Tork city. Where
the work of an appraiser la not satis-
factory to the Importer be has the right
of filing a protest sad appealing to this
board for the purpose of reappralaement

Where an appeal Is taken from the ac-
tion of an appraiser at this port aa re-
cently occurred In the case of a seisure
of certain Japanese curios. It Involves
the tying up of the shipment for an
indefinite time. In all probability Tor a*

much as a year, as it would be that
long before one of the general apprais-
ers could get out here.

Some years ago Frederick N. Shurt-
liff. appraiser at Portland, Or., was ap-
pointed a member of the board of gen-
era! appraisers, and there was then
good reason to believe It waa expecfed
that he would reside on thia Coast.
While It is considered that there 1* no
doubt that the board should meet as a
board, all the members being present

for some portion of the year. New York
being unquestionably the proper place of
meeting, at least one member of the
board should be at San Francisco for
a portion of every year, from which
point Portland and Sound ports could be
reached readily, for the purpose of pass-
ing! upon just such oases as the one cit-
ed above. But although It Is a port of
great Importance, San Francisco has not
insisted that a member be stationed even
a portion of each year on this Coast.

There are certain classes of merchan-
dise. such as Pn,panose and Chinese rlc#
and curios, that while they are not Im-
ported exclusively through tha custom
houses on thia Coast comprise such a
large proportion of the Importation that
Importer* claim reappraisements should
be made promptly here, aa they ar«
fruitful sources of differences between
the appraiser and the Importers. TMs
Is notably true of Chinese rice. Under
the McKlnley tariff there was room for
uncertainty in the classification of rice,
the line of demarkaAlon between clean
and uncleaned rice being a constant
cause of difference between the custom
house an 1 the Importer. Under the pres-
ent law. at thJ* port alone there has*been
collected between J1.500 and (2.000 In ad-
ditional duties on rice alone, th* import-
er entering rice as undeaned, whereas
the new tariff act, the rice schedule of
which waa drawn with the especial In-
tention of overcoming any ambiguity in
the former bill, still seems to be suffi-
ciently amlbguous to Justify the same
kind of rice being entered at one port
as cleaned and at another *s uncleaned.
If an appraiser were to be

on the Pacific coast, all thes* matters
could be passed upon quickly and ex-
peditiously. and thus save considerable
difficulty both to customs collector* and
Importers.
