Rarke ? hall *m crowded to overflow-
ing attain yesterday afternoon by the
member* and sympathizers of the Amer-
ican Prate* five Association, and the pnn-
e|p»j spewft-r of the day was Rev. Clark
Ifavis, whose remarks, however, did
not meet the unanimous approval of
those present. Mr. Davis was not at
all radical and while he contended
for the life and property of the American
public school system he held that the
rank and flle of the Ca'holk church w»ns
good people. When Mr. Davis had fin-
ished other minor speakers took the rost-
rum and denounced "milk and water"
and ' namby-pamby" doctrines relative to
the issues of the day. A feature of the
exercise*, was the musical pr*ramm«
which included a vocal quartette and a
vocal solo by Miss Dolly Hawley.

Mr. Davis started in by saying his
policy had always been to treat with r*?
?peci ail people whether they differed
with him or not. and that he did not pro-
!«>*?? to alter his policy then or hereafter,
and that fanaticinTn t»*gai fanaticism:
tha* rei'srVous fai.a'lc #m was h®d and irr>^
ligioua fanaticism was worse. He de-
clared that the a. P. A. agitation. If
kept within bound*, would result In good,
but if allowed to assume the form of
bigotry and persecution it would finally
fail of its Own weight Borne members of
the A. P. A. see the pope in everything,
while some profess to believe that the
Catholics were directly responsible for the
death of Abraham Lincoln, but Air. Davis
did not believe the Roman church had
any thing to do with the president's as-
sassination. The effort by some people
to connect the pope and the Roman
f'atholi church with everything fcad re-
minded the speaker of a fk otch cove-
nanter preacher who bolted the pope and
never lost an opportunity to score him in
every sermon. Said he; It was pope in the
exordium of the sermon; it was pope in
the bwdy of the sermon and it was pope
In the peroatlon of the sermon. Thus it
was fifty-two Sabbaths every year. His
preaching grew monotonous to the people,
and they carried a complaint to the pres-
bytery. The presbytery felt that the
complaint was an exaggeration. As the
complaint was. "No matter what text he
may take the sermon is pof>ery," the
presbytery said they would give him a
text and assemble in the church and hear
him preach a sermon. They selected a
text as far as possible from his accus-
tomed line of thought. They cave him
these three words from the book of Gen-
esis as text, the names of thre#> men,
viz Adam. Seth, Knos. The day of the
preaching came, and It was a memor-
able day. The presbytery was there, acd
so was the congr« nation, and so was the
minister. Solemnly he took his place in
the pulpit and announced his text; Adam.
Seth. Knos. His very first sentence was;
"My dear brethren, these men lived in a
day whi-n there was no pope nor poj»ery
and consequently they had not to con-
tend against gigantic evils which curse
our a*e. viz.; First, the usurpation of the
authority of Jesu« by m fallible man; sec-
ond. the denial of the rights of eonsclenc«
to the people by a great system of In-
iquity."

Mr. Davis snid the hostile a'titude
toward the public schools of the Caghotlc

chur> h -ciuld n<>t b« d* uied. f'.-r H was evi-
d-nced in Catholic purifications. pol;<-y
and teachings; that in this the.
poplst church was against the policy of
America and American Institutions, that
the life of the republic depended upon the
malntenai, of the public s hools, for It
Is here that the American spirit Is In-
stilled- The parochial schools, he said,
were maintained for the purpose of seiz-
in* the younir men. for If the young men
are secured the church can secure the
control of the republic.

Mr. Davis said that religion was th*
strongest fa. tor In human life, as is evi-
denced in the life and growth of the Cath-
olic church The b«nevolence of the mem-
bers of that order In malnatlnlng schc><«ls
ami hospitals for the boneflt of the poor
and the orphans has of Itself «aved the
system from oblivion. Keliarion Is to man
not only bread and meat, but the atmos-
phere froffn which man receives life.
While the speaker did not believe In the
union of state and church, he declared
the state could no more get along without
religion than If can without intelligence.

He swid that the opposition to tlw i'h!' -

olics will not save souls; nothing but
fafth in the I<ord Jesus Christ can do
that. He did not believe relteion should
t>« taught In the public S'-hools. that
should be done in the free churches and
Sunday schools. The speaker said that
many of those present did not go to
church and did not send their children.
He said;

"fV>me of you lay In he l on Sunday un-
til noon and then gel up In time to atte*-- 1
the A. P. A. meetings There Is no
church or Sunday school fop yourself
and children. Who will teach the chil-
dren the truth If that continues to he
your programme? The Ctetholl ?« will heat

The minister's remarks did not meet
with the approval of some and at one
time he w.is hissed, bit Mr Davis
rt»:h! along artd Immediately after he had
finished left the hall. Other speakers
made forcible declaring Mr Pr-
vls* policy WHS not 1n I;ne with theirs an-!
