BARNES GFETS THE OFFICE.

Decision In His Contest for Road Super-
visor With Brooks.

In the contest case of Fred Brooks vs
Charies Barnes for the supervisorship of
road district 41, Judge Langley yesterday
sustained the oral demurrer of Barnes to
the amended statement of contest and
this setties the case, giving the position
to Barnes.

In his statement Brooks alleges that he

The votes polled
were as follows: Fourteen for Swartz-
fager, 168 for Barnes and 15 for Brooks
Judge Langley held that the statement of
contest was not to the point and failed to
show that any of the allegations would
have altered the result of the voting.

No Recelver for Filkins® MIllL.

A receiver is now In charge of the Fer-
guson Shingle Company, he having been
appointed last week. The plaintiffs in
the case against the company also at-
tempted to have a recelver appointed for

FUNDS NOT COMING IN

The City May Have to Suspend
Street Improvements.

CAUSED BY NEW REVENUE LAW.

Owing to Slowness of Tax Collections
the Street Fund Wil Only Pay
For Work Now in Hand.

payment of eity taxes that the joint
finance commitiee of the city council con<
tempiates introducing a propos at the

next meeting of the council to temporar-

]

ily suspend preliminary work on street |

improvements which have been petitioned
for by property owners until there is suf-
ficlent money in the road fund to permit

of the work being resumed. This willi not

apply to improvements whi
ready been authorized or thos pr
gress, but simply those which have been
petitioned for and which are now in the
hands of the board of public works or the
city engineer.

When the tax levy for this yvear's work
was made by the council $30.0 was fig-
ured on to be placed in the road fund and
to be expended only for the city’s portion
of public improvements, including sewers
and streets. Of that amount only about
¥ per cent. bas been collected, and the
chances are that but Hitle more will be
turned over from the county treasurer to
the city for some months to come. The
city has already caused public improve-
ments to be made or authorized which
will eat up the money now on hand for
tha purpose and consequently the finance
committee will advise the council that it
will be unwise and contrary to the policy
pursued by the present administration ta
order or authorize further improvements
until taxes are pald to warrant it

The failing off in amount of taxes paid
into the county treasury this year in com-
parison with last year is very large, and
it Is generally recognized that the law
passed by the legislature extending the
time for payment is largely responsible
for it. Under the old law taxes became
delinquent in April, but the new law says
that if one-half of the tax is pald before
May 21 the remaining one-half will no:
fall due until November 3. In case one
half of the tax is not pald before May 31
the entire tax becomes due, and If the
necessary payment is made hefore May 31
and the balance is not paid before Novem-
ber 3 the delinquency on this balance
dates back to May 31. Thus far a large
majority of the property owners have not
made any payments whatsoever and it is
a very serious gquestion whether they will
do so before May 31 or allow the entire
tax to hecome delinquent. During the
week ending March 18 this year the city
taxes collected amounted to $2,238.27, while
for the corresponding week of the pre-
vious year they footed up $25.517.16, which
gives one an ldea of the falling off in
payments,

If the city council adopts the proposi-
tion which the finance committee contems-
plates suggesting it will altogether depend
how fast taxes come in when the city
will tell property owners who desire street
improvements to come forward with thelr
petitions. The city has already m
many extensive street Improvements 1
year and authorized many more. The Pike
