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ABE GROSS IS DEAD.
Snicide of One of Taeoraa's Most

Prominent Business Men.

SHOT HIMSELF IN THE HEAD.

Found D*ad in His Bed, One of His
Han*!* Clutehinsr a Pistol.

The Night Before He Hart B<*n In Fine
Health and Hitch "»plrlts, Ills* Bus-

Inew Wa» in t.ood Condition, and

the Suicide Is Inexplicable.

March 30.?Special.?At W
o'clock this morning Abe Gross was
found dead in his apartments on the
fourth floor of the Gross block.

He had h«n shot through the mouth,
evidently by himself. Death had bten
instantaneous, the ball ranging straight

t«ack, severing the medulla 3blon«a:a
from the spinal cord, and lodging under
the occipital bone at the base of the
brain.

Suicide is the generally accepted the-
ory, though the people of the city are
astonished that Abe Gross should t«»ke
his own life. The perfect picture of health,
and good nature, all who knew hint are
unable to account for his mysterious
death. So strong is this feeling that the
coroner's jury which investigated the
case today would not hazard a guesa as
to the manner in which the wound vas
Inflicted. The verdict returned was to the
effect that death resulted from a revol-
\er wound inflicted in an unknown man-
ner.

When the body was found this morning
it was lying flat on its back In bed, the

features composed and lifelike The hards
were crossed over the stomach. and the
lefr Kra.«p>d a 38-caliber Smith A W>son
revolver with two chambers discharged.
Only one had been discharged recently.
The body was attired only in a right-
shirt. The bed clothing was pulled up
as far as the cheat. Both hands were
stained with po» ler marks, and a tooth
had been broken out of the upper jaw by
the rebound of the revolver. There were
no marks* on the body and no other
wound than that in the mouth. The
room was in ltd usual condition.

I'eath is supposed to have taken place
about 7 o'rtcrk this morning, the fhy-
si iars judging by the condition of the
body. About that time Mrs Hoiifjh. a
dressmaker residing in the house, on the
floor below, heard a sound which she now
believes was a pistol shot. Just before 7
o'clock a colored man. in accordance
his usual custom, took Mr Gross' shoes
from the room, blacked them and return-
ed them In twenty mtmites. It l? thought
the tragedy was enacted during those
twenty minutes. At neither time did the
man see the occupant of the bed, as from
his i>oi|tion he could not.

These four left the house together at
about 12 10 o'clock this morning, after
an enjoyable evening.

They separated at the
Gross block anl Mr. Gros« bid the two a
cheerful good night, then entered the
building and retired to his room above
the store. This was the last seen of him
alive.

David Gross, one of the brothers, re-
turned today from New York, via Seattle.
wh*re he was met this afternoon by
employes and told of the tragedy. Like
the others, he is prostrated over the loss
of his brother.

There seems to be no truth In the re-
port that Mr. Gross committed suicide be-
cause of financial troubles. Merchants
and bankers throughout the city say the
firm s credit stands as high or higher than
any firm in the Northwest. A cut In ex-
penses was made some months ago. and
credit business suspended. The firm, of
course, lost money in the hard times
through bankrupt suxks from this and
other places !>eing thrown on the market,
but has always been held up as the solid
firm of the city.

This evening the iate of the funeral was
set for Monday at II a. m., at the Jewish
synagogue, under the auspices of the He-
brew Benevolent Society, of which the de-
ceased was president. The council this
evening adjourned as a mark of respect,

and a resolution was passed deploring his
death and announcing their intention to
attend the funeral io a body.

Abram Gross was born In Rypin. Po-
land. April 5. l*6»v Next Friday he would
have been 29 year* old. He attended
school in his native town until the age of
15. At that time his brothers. Ellis H?
David and Morris who had recently es-

tablished their dry goods business in Ta-
coma sent for him. He left Poland in
the spring of 1S&1 and arrived in Tacoma
on July 4of the same year. After attend-
ing s hool for six roohths here, he went

to San Francisco and took a thorough
course of instruction in one of the lead-
ing business colleges of that city. On his
return to Tacoma he entered his broth,
er's store as bookkeeper and general util-
ity man. His faithful service in this
capacity was fittingly rewarded when on
April 5. IS*7. his 21st birthday, he was
made an equal partner in the business of
Gross Brothers.

Mr. Gross was always known as an ag-
gressive, energetic business man. and
though but 28 years old, he had by en-
terprise. keen business foresight and un-
tiring Industry, attained a prominent po-
sition among the leading merchants of
the Northwest. Several years aj?o he dealt
extensively in real estate. In which he dis-
played excellent judgment and acquired
considerable property. His admirable so-
cial Qualities attracted H wide circle of
warm friends by whom he was held In
the highest esteem.

Like his brothers, Ellis and Morris, he
was u Thirty-second degree Mason and
a member of the Mystic Shrine. He was
a member of the Elks, and usually at-
tended the social sessions of that older.
At the meeting Thursday night he was
called to the chair to preside, following
Col. Claypool, and was an active parti-
cipant in the merriment of the evening.
He belonged to the Eastern Star, the
ladies' branch of the Masonic orler, and
was treasurer of the Masonic I-odg ? Per-
fection. He was a prominent member cf
the Knights of Pythias, a member of the
Tacoma Athletic Club. He was a prom-
inent member of the Jewish congrega-
tion of Beth Israel, and contributed to-
ward the erection of the handsome syna-

gogue at the corner of I and Tenth
streets. He was at one time president of
the H trmony Club, a social organization
composed of prominent Hebrews.

He was a member of every orgmlza-
tion which had for its object the build-
ing up of Tacoma. For a number of
years he had belonged to the Chamoer of
Commerce, and two years ajso was elect-
ed one of the trustee*, serving for one
year. He was a charter member of the
Commercial Club, and one of the trus-
tees of the Interstate Fair Association,

under the auspices of which the Inter-
state fair was held last fall. His enter-
prise and ability w-ere shown both btfore
and after the fair opened. He believed
the fair would benefit Tacoma. and with
his usual energy put his shoulder to
the wheel to make It a success. At a
mass meeting held to raise funds for the
enterprise he was one of the first To sub-
scribe. putting Gross Bros, down for ST^.

He was very prompt in attending the
trustees' meeting, and rendered material
aid in securing subscription* and help-

In* tho work aJonjr No one connected
with the fair was more proud of its suc-
cess than he.

Many citizens, particularly in the South
end. will remember that Gross Pros, es-
tablished and maintained at their own
expense a free kindergarten several
years nro. A'»e had charge of the ar-

"DOCTOR I'IJHF SHOT.
By James D. L. MfOansrhev,

Whom He Had Persecuted.

OUTCOME O F A STREET FIGHT.

The Quack Hits McGanirhey With a
Cane, and Gets Bullets.

Three Shot* Take Efl*»ct, and the No-
torious Kheuntat Km Fxpert and !x»-
thario Will Die From Hi* Wounds-
McGsoffhey in Jail, Plouf In a Hos-
pital-Statements by Both.

San Francisco. March 3ft? Dr. John K.
Plouff. a patent medicine specialist,
was shot three times and fatally wound-
ed today by James D. L. McGaughey.
who was at one time in the employ of
the doctor.

The shooting occurred within 100 feet of
the Baldwin hotel, and marked the ter-
mination of a street brawl. The street
w*3 crowded wi:h women and children at
the time. The Baldwin theater matinee
audience had just been dismissed, and in
addition to the throng of people from the
theater there was the usual crowd of
Saturday afternoon promenaders. A fist
fight, lasting but a few seconds, between
the two men frightened the passersby,
women and children, off the sidewalk in-
to the street.

Men rushed to part the fighting couple,
but the sight of a revolver in the hands
of McGaughey caused them to pcuiae.
Then came the shots. The reports of the
pistol added to the fright of the women
and children. Several ladles fainted.
Others, In their endeavor to seek places
of safety, fell on the rough cobble stones
and were trampled upon. The police then
came up, and the fainting and injured
women were taken to neighboring drug
stores

The wounded doctor was removed to
the Columbian building, and the man who
did the shooting taken to the police sta-
tion. The excitement soon subsided, and
a few minutes after the shooting the
sidewalk was again thronged with the
slowly moving, gayly dressed crowd of
Saturday afternoon promenaders.

This afternoon was the first time the
doctor and his ex-clerk had met since
McGaughey's arrest on Plouffs com-
plaint last Tuesday, and the stories dif-
fer as to how that meeting was brought
about. The wounded man's tale is as
follows:

"I was strolling along the street," he
said as ha lay stretched on the floor of
the room where he had been taken, "and
when near the Baldwin hotel McGaughey
stepped up and spoke to me. I tried to
pass on. but he insisted that I iistesi.
and coarsely upbraided me for causing
him to be arrested. I ma ie no reply, but
again attempted to resume my promen-
ade. Then he assaulted me. In the
scrimmage he caught ray cane and it
snapped in two. I grappled with him
in an effort to protect myself. Then <he
shots were tir»d. I did not notice the
pistol being around. I heard the report,
then felt something strike me. I started
to run. Then there were more shots, and
I fell against the wall. No, I do not
know how many shots were fired, and I
did not hear anything said after 1 was
first hit."

Miss May Hawkins, who stood not live
feet away from the lighting men, says
»he saw Dr. Plouf hit with
his stick, and then the latter shot him.
She could not tell how many shots were
fired, but. from the stories of others who
saw the fight, at least four shots wero
fired, and probably five. After the shoot-
ing MoGaughey stepped into a doorway
and was coolly examining his pistol w hen
he was arrested. He said: "That fellow
assaulted me and I Shot. I want to give
myself up to a policeman."

MeGaughey's version of the affair is as
follows: "I was strolling up Market
streot. Near Boamlsh's store I stopped

to make a note in a book. While 1 was

writing Plouff came along, and. slap-
ping me on the arm, said he wanted to
speak to me. There was a friend with
him at the time, but the friend stepped
onp side and left us alone. The d>ctor
began to abuse me, and called me sev-

eral vile names. I answered back. «nd
then he hit me on the face and kno k -d
me down. While I was trying to up
he rained blows on me with his cane.
Finally I on my fee*. Then he
caught me by the vest, and, drawing a

surgeon's knife, made a. lunge at me. It
was then I pulled out my pistol and rhot.
Ido not know if I hit him. I was lted,
and only tried to save my own lif-."

Relative to the original trouble with
the doctor, McGaughey refused to talk.

Pending th» result of PlouPf's wounds
no charge has been placed against Mc-
Oaughey.

Twoof the bullet* penetrated thedoctor's
right breast and passes! through him.
The third is lodged in his abdomen. He
was removed to the Waldeck sanitarium.

2 a. m?Dr. Plouf is still alive, and the
chances of his recovery are better than
during the evening.

\u25a0 ailed the attention of the King County
MsiDcal Society to him and his methods.
The society inevstigated him, with the
result that It was learned thai he had

| never graduated from a medical school;
that he held no diploma and l*ai never
been granted a license to practice me<li-
cine. The "doctor" was arrested and the
ease was tak>«i to the superior court,
where it lay for a year without action.
Then the case was reopened <ukl the or-
iginal complaint was found to have been
lost, and the action was dismissed on
that account. A short time after this
he was again arrested, and was dismissed
because the statute of limitation ran
against the prosecution. The disclosures,
made through the effort of the medical
society, caused people to loss faith in the
"doctor," and he soon was without cas«e
or practice. He resumed the practice of
medicine, but this time he was simply
as a specialist, guaranteeing to cure
rheumatism. His efforts were unsuccess-
ful, and after struggling ineffectually
for about a year he left this city two
years ago and established himself in San
Francisco, in the Phelan building, where
he has been engaged In the curing of
rheumatism. In November, ISM. he was
arrested in San Francisco for practicing
medicine without a license, but escaped
punishment on the plea, that he was a
manufacturer of medkine.and not a prac-
ticing physician.
During the time that "Dr." riouf was In

Seattle he was. in his vulgar way, a l>on
Juan a ad a lady killer, and hts adventures
with the fair sex were as disgraceful as
they were numerous. He is said to have
seduced several young girls, and to have
a!i»*ntated the affections of a wife or two.
He used to boast of his conquests, and of
the sums of money which he tlaimed to

have obtained from women who were en-

amored with him. One case in particular
will be remembered, where a woman he
had traduced met him on Occidental
square and after giving him a tongue
lathing drew a whip from beneath her
cloak and applied it to hts back, adminis-
tering a sound thrashing, which he richly
deserved.

James D. L. McGaughey came to this
city shortly before the lire from Slssons,
Cal. He was a young man of pleasant ad-
dress, and made many friends. When he
first came to the city he made himself
popular with the politicians by working
at the primaries and elsewhere, and was
finally made a deputy county clerk, when
M. M. Holmes was county clerk In
He was mad© clerk of Jud|« Humes*
court. In the summer of K»L> Clerk Mc-
Gaughey was arrested on a charge of
forgery and grand larceny. It seems that
a number of those who are called as wit-
nesses to the superior court fall to call
for their witness fees, and McGaughey
took advantage of this fact. He forged
the names of the witnesses, or caused
them to be forged, and then he caused
the orders to be presented to the county

treasurer, and when the money was col-
lected he pocketed it. Those who profess
to be acquainted with all the circum-
stances allege that he fratidulently ob-
tained In this way about SBOO. The date
for the trial was set. and McGaughey
asked for a hearing before the county

commissioners, which hearing was grant-

ed to him. At the meeting were as-

semble! all the commissioners, the
county clerk. county auditor and
prosecuting attorney. McGaughey beg-
ged hard. and said It was the
firs t slip he had ever made. He
promised If he wis not prosecuted to

make ftill restitution of the stolen money.

The meeting. after considerable delibera-
tion. agreed to dismiss the charges, pro-

vided the promised restitution was trade.
M'Gaughey did make at least partial

restitution of the stolen money, and his
friends say he paid it all back The dis-
closure hurt McGaughey so that he was

unable to secure permanent employment

In Seattle. He worked for a short time
as a clerk In the musk* store of A. C.
Gosewlsch, In the Burke block, and did
odd Jobs of copying. Just before he went
to San Francisco he beat a North Seat-
tle tailor out of a lot *rf clothing by rep-

resenting himself to be a worthy young
man who roomed at the earne house

where he did. lie also got a lot of reods
from Hyams, Pauson *; Co. which he

never paid for M< Gaughey wis married
to Miss Flora Sprlggs. of this city, in
San Francisco less than two years ago.

Mrs. McGaughey. who is a handsome
young woman and very highly esteemed,
is now in Seattle.

MeGaughey's friends here say they ex-

pected a fight between Pr. Plouf and the
former. They deny the story of the waste
hwsket and the blackmailing, and say

Plouf hated McGaughey for trying to

help a man whom the doctor had swin-
dled by selling a half interest In th«- busi-
ness. whk-h was not paying eipnses.

THE JAP ARMISTICE.
Does Not Cover Formosa, Which

Is to He Occupied.

THE WAR PRACTICALLY ENDED.

Belief That the Rinr Indemnity Will
Be Paid in Siher.

Washington City, March 39.?Tha Chi-
nese legation has rwflvwl a cablegram

from Peking stating that the condition
of LJ Hun* Chang is still a matter of
doubt. The authorities regard the in-
formation as present In* a later phase
than the recent unofficial report#, which
dismissed the wound is of sUg'tt Im-
portance. It does not express fear of se-

rious results. but the tenor of the dis-
patch is auch as to indicate that U la
still 100 early to feel assured that tha
envoy Is entirely out of danger. The dis-
patch was evidently sent from Peking
prior to the announcement of the armis-
tice. as K contains no reference to that
fact, nor had the lettation received othrw
official confirmation of that event during

the early part of the day.
Now that suspension of hostilities haa

been directed, there is renewal of inter-
est as to the terms of peace to follow.
While thera is no definite Information 01%

the subject at the Chinese legation. the
opinion prevails that the money Indemni-
ty will be paid largely in silver, which

the metal In common use in China.
Those most familiar with China say thera
Is no gold coin In circulation, although

that country has heretofore purchased
large supplies of gold bars and from this
accummiilation made heavy gold ex|>orts.

Tho Japanese lesatlon had not up to
ni»on today rccel\ d additional Informa-
tion concerning the armistice. The of-
ficials believe, however, that the next
step will bo the issuance of a proclama-
tion by Japan, and unofficial word has sl-
r«a ly reached the legation that this has
been done.. Confidence is expreaaed that
the emperors' proclamation ill l»e ac-
cepted at once by the armies, There Is
telegraph commuication with the var-
ious divisions at Tort Arthur, Xewcwang
and Welhaiwei, although It takes twelvs
hours to reach the last named place.

Secretary Gr< -»ham has received official
confirmation of the declaration of an un-
conditional armistice hy the emperor of
Japan. It is not understood here that
this is In any aense <>q«ilvalent to a decla-
ra'.lon of peace, but It Is beMev«d that
there Is not likely to be a resumption of
hostilities. The negotiations may con-
tinue for a long tlrns before a pi»a<«

treaty Is signed. and It Is quite certain
that Japan will alwte none of her de-
mands on account of the armistice. In
fact, the granting of the latter is looked
tipon as a shrewd move by the Japanese
emperor to diminish <ho harmful eff«vt
of the attack upon Id Hung Chan*. If
the war were prosecuted nenr tt would

ihave the effect to force the peace nego-
tiations to a speedy conclusion, atid It la
realized by the Japanese that In the
present state of feel in* casisnd by the

attar* they could acansely Insist upon
as good terms of peace as can be realise*

after the lapse of a few weeks, when the

lirst impression will have worn off.
It is noted here with Interest that the

terms of the armistice do not apply io the
low r coast of China, and particularly to

Formosa and the Fisher Islands. This ts
taken to mean that the Japanese have de-
termined to ocupy Formosa before tha
peace negotatlona arc completed, atid the
explanation of this purpose Is found irm
the fact that It Is almost an invariable
rule of international law that a nation

must be In actual armed possession ot %

piece of territory a* a basis for a de-
mand for ltc cession.

JsVw York. March 30. The rise In alive*
today is due to the granting of an armis-
tice and renewed hope of a declaration
of peace hy China and Japan, on terms
which will compel China to pay a heavy
Indemnity, thereby requiring her to coma
into the market as a sliver buyer. It la
expected also that with the close of the
war a revival of trade In the Kaat will
take place, which will make an increased
demand for silver.
