eity. They were still working when the
two members were removed by the gov-
ernor. The total expenses to April 1 were
$13,520.98, of which between $7.000 and
35,000 has been incurred since the injunc-
tion was flled. The appointment of Mr.
Holmes ®as on the indorsement of the
present city administration as well as on
the recommendation of prominent citi-
zens. A list of five other names was also
recommended to the governor by the ad-
ministration from which to choose the
other member. W. H. Fife and 8. R.
Balkwell were two of the five. Fife was
chosen.

Having, as !z belleved, made a step
forward In securing tide lands to the city,
the administration proposes to follow up
the work. Cilty Attorney Wickersham
goes to Olympia tomorrow to secure dis-
missal in the supreme court of at por-
tion of the present injunction which re-
fers to platting the tide lands in this har-
bor. This will leave it in force so far as
fixing the harbor lines.

The question yet to be declded is wheth-
er or not the state land commission has
the right to lay out harbor lines.

He says that when the
Un#ted States supreme court upheld the
harbor lines as fixed by the old harbor
iine commission it definitely pronounced
them legal ones, and a subsequent at-
tempt on the part of the state land com-
mission to fix the lines is therefore void.
In the case of Tacoma the maps wers
not signed by the old commission, hence
the point does not apply here, “'but in
Seattle,” sald Mr. Wickersham this even-
ing, ‘it does apply. Should any ecltizen
seek to set aside the lines fixed by the
state land commission there he could
do s0.”

Quarrel Between School Princlpals.

Tacoma, April 4.-Special.—For some
weeks past the city school superintendent
has been investigating charges made by
Prof. Carothers, principal of the manual
training school, against Prof. J. L. Rob-
erts, principal of the high school, alleging
that the latter has been using his influ-
ence against the manual tralning school;
that he sought to kill it by changing tne
hours of study in the high school so that
pupils could not attend; circulating stories
that it was expensive, claiming it was
valueless, as It fitted boys for only menial
pursuits, and in various other ways.
Carothers also alleged that Roberts in-
timidated lady teachers, and, instead of
teaching principles of truth, justice and
morality, by acts and words set a con-
verse example to the pupils. Superintend-
ent James reported at a meeting of the
school board this evening, saying that
personal ill-will and prejudice was the
cause of the trouble, and recommending
reorganization of the manual training
school. Immediately upon the report be-
ing presented, Atterney W. P. Reynolds
appeared before the board and sald he had
formal charges in writing made by Caro-
thers against Roberts, with affidavits and
a list of witnesses, and asked that an In-
vestigation be made. He said all the
charges recited above can be proven.
Roberts asked for an immediate hearing.
The matter was referred to the committee
of the whole board, to meet some day
next week.

ABANDON SAMOA.

States Land Commissioner
Agrees With Cleveland.
Washington City, April 4—The report
of W. L. Chambers, United States lond
commissioner to Samoa, dated Febraary
3 1895 was made public today. Mr.
Chambers was one of the three commis-
sioners appointed by the treaty powers
of Great Britain, Germahy and the United
States, under the provisions of the Ber-
Iin treaty, to adjust and settle all claims
of aliens to land in Samoa. The apnual
meeting of the committee was held Jan-
uary 4, 189, at Apia. The report includes
all the title papers to S8amoan lands, and
is of considerable value. An exhibit at-
tached to the report shows that the total
number of claims filed before the com-
mittes was 3.492. Of thede 1,422 were Ger-
man, 1,754 British, 307 American, 328
French and 13 miscellaneous. The total
claims aggregated 169182 acres, while
the island contains %080 acres. Only 8
per cent. of the claims were confirmad.
The vast bulk of acreage claimed by
Americans was rejected because of the
manifestly inadequate consideration given
for it. and because the titles were Gofecs
tive under several of the provisions of
the tyeaty. About 21,000 acres were cons
firmed to Americans. Most of them be-
longed to a corporation composed of San
Francisco stockholders. “At the time the
{nvestigation took place,” says Mr. Cham-
bers, “'this corporation was insolvent, ard
i{s still reported insolvent. The titles
were confirmed to certain trustees. None
of the stockholders resided in Samoa,
and, so far as my investigation of the
matter went, none of them had ever re-
sided there, nor has the company or its
trustees an agent in the country De-
ducting the land confirmed to this com-
pany, 1 think It a safe estimate that 1ot
exceeding 200 acres wers confirmed to
American claimants. Almost all the land
of the San Francisco company Is for sale
and is liable to be sold, If at all, to En-
gland’'s or Germany’'s subjects rather
than to Americans for, whatever {nduce-
ments there may be for English or Ger-
man investment in the Samoan i=lands,
1 canot see that there exists any .r_o;u«m
for further American investments
Continuing, Mr. Chambers says he
heard of only nineteen bona fide Ameri-
can subjects in the country, exclusive of
officials, and does not believe there are
3 Americans there, all told, including
those who claim oitizenship through nat-

uralization. He says there are sev eral
well-to-do Americans engaged in mer®
~antilse pursuits, one of whom is the

wealthiest man In the country. Some of
these are married to native women and
probably will never retum to the United
States.

The commission will organize, out-
line its plan of operations and then go to
New York, where a thorough examination
will be made of the details for the survey
and the working plans of the canal com-
pany, with the purpose of saving time and
work in the field. Returning to Washing-
ton City, the commission will recelve
formal instructions from the secretary of
state and then proceed to Mobile and sail
on the United States steamship Montgom-
ery for Greytown, at the eastern terminus
of the canal. The season will not be well
sulted to fleld work, as there is always
abundance of rain to be expected in the
summer months, and the party will have
to rough it principally on*the east side,
where the swamp jungles are Impassable
on horseback and there are no roads. The
canal company, however, is doing what {t
can to facilitate the labors of the commis-
slon, and has already sent orders to Grey-
town to put laborers at work chopping
away the jungle from the canal route, Tt
is believed that with average weather the
commission can compiete the trip to Nica-
ragua in about two months and be back
in the United States ready to begin the
compilation of its report, which must be
ready by next November.

THE WAR IN AFGHANISTAN.

British Killing Umra Khan's Men With
Machine Guns.

Caleutta, April 4.—A dlspatch from Lae
lakand Pass, via Simla, says the operas
tions of the British troops against Umras
Khan, of Jandoe, Invader of Chitral, in
the pass Itself, were ocommenced by
guldes sent to clear the hills on ghe left,
Maxim rapid fire guns were to
front whenever they got within range
of the enemy, estimated to number 12,000,
The latter at first made but feeble re-
sistance, but when the head of the pass
was reached the action began in earnest
and was general., The Gordon Highland-
ers and Scottish Borderers stormed the
defenses of the enmy, composed of Swal
Mullahs and Umra Khan's supporters,
The British troops advanced with
in epite of the fact that the row way
over the pass was out Away in many
places, and sangars or etone breast works
constructed at various points, which had
to be carried at the point of tHe bayonet,
Fifty of the Eritish forces were wounded,
including three ofMicers severely and foug
slightly injured. Only three British sole
diers were killed. The enemy lost
or 100 killed and wounded. The first
g;l"l;' is expected at the Swat river toe
night.

Additional advices from Simla say
losses of the RBritish forces in llnlll&
pass were more serfous than at first ree
| ported. All the casualties reported are
confined to the Seocond brigade, and ne
returns have yet been recelved from othe
er brigades. Umra Khan Is sald to be
collecting his forces, and it is thought he
has captured two Dritish officers.
