Parker gave the most minute detalls of
his with Wilde, He testified
that he visited Wilde at the Savoy hotel,
ot the Albemarie, at Wilde's chambers
end at other addresses almost daily.
While Parker was giving his testimony
Wiide moved restiessly in the dock and
brushed his hands across his face. Par-
keor added that he was arrested with Tay-
Jor n a raid In 154 on a house In. Fitaroy
square, but claimed he had since aban-
doned his evil life. Counsel for Wilde
asked leave 1o postpone the cross-exam-
ination of Parker, as the evidence had
taken them by surprise.

The Admission of Attorneys.

Olympia, April 6 -—-Special.—Following
are the provisions of the new law relat-
ing to attorneys, about which there is
much inquiry:

““No person shall be admitted to prac-
tice as an atlorney unless he has previ-
ously been admitted to the bar by onder
of the supreme court, or two judges
thereof, and the court will fix tignes when
examinations shall take place, elther in
‘term time or vacation. When a person
applles for admission he shall be exam-
ined at a certaln stated time touching
his qualifications, and M the court s
satisfied he 18 of good moral character
and possessed of competent knowledge
of law, the oath shall be administered.
No person shall be admitted 1o examin-
avon until at least twenty-one years of
age, and has resided in the state at
least one year next preceding his appli-
cation, and Is a citizsen of the United
States, nor until he has produced from a
practicing attorney a certificate setting
forth that the applicant is of good moral
character and has studied for two years
previous to his application: but any per-
son residing in the state or coming into
the state for the purpose of making it
his permanent residence, upon producing
evidence that he has studied for two
years under the tuitfon of an attorney,
or has been admitted as an attorney in
some court of record within the United
States, may be admitted to examination
upon producing evidence of good moral
character. All persons making applica-
djon for admission shall flle notice of ap-
plication with the clerk of the supreme
court at leaxt one week before examina-
tion, as shall be fixed by the supreme
court, and shall pay to the clerk $ in
full for all fees. No person shall prac-
tice as an attorney in court unless he
is a resident or a citizsen of the United
Soates, or who bholds a commission as
fudge of a court of record, or who 1s a
sheriff or coroner, or deputy sheriff or
coroner; nor shall the clerk of a court
practice In the court in which he Is
clark; but nothing herein coantained pre-
vents attorneys residing in other states
practicing in this state, unless the state
in which they reside prevents attorneys
from this state practicing therein: nor
shall 1t prevent a judge from finishing
business he has undertaken in the dis-
trict, cireuit or -supreme court of the
United States prior to his election as
judge. No person shall be excluded from
acting as attorney or practicing in the
conrts of this state on account of sex.”

INCOME TAX VOID.

' So Far as It Levies Tribute on
Rents and Bonds.

THE SUPREME COURT DIVIDED.

—

Uncertain Just What thpnedﬂo- will
Be—It Will Probably Reduce the
Prospective Revenue.

—

Chicago, April 6.—A special to the Tri-
bune from Washington City says the
United States supreme court, in the in-
come tax case, has reversed the decision
of the lower court, but the income tax
law as a whole is upheld by a divided
court. Under the decision, it is said, all
incomes derived from rents are exempted
from taxation by the Federal government
and all incomes derived from state or mu-
nicipal bonds are similariy exempted. In
other respects the income tax law stands
as it was last August, but the result of
the consultation in the supreme court
shows very conclusively that the law can

are brought to contest each particular
point as it comes up. The court was even-
ly divided. Justice Jackson was too ill to
take part. Chief Justice Fuller and Jus-
tices Fleld, Gray and Brewer were op-
posed to the law, and Justices Harlan,
Brown, Shiras and White voted to sus-
tain the law. There Is an expression
among the members of the court that a
decision will be rendered Monday in open
court, but there is a bare possibility that
the court may again split up into irrecon-
cilable sections and hold up the declsion.

Washingten City, April 6. —~The attention
of members of the cabinet was called to-
day to a dispatch from Chicago regarding
the Tribune's publication of the supreme
court decfsion on the income tax, but they
declined to express an opinion thereon,
on the ground that it would be manifestly
improper to discuss any opinion of the
court, at least until it had been officially
promulgated from another but entirely
authentic source.

It is learned that, whatever the decision
of the court may be, the president will not
call an extra session of congress, and,
even should the decision declare the law
wholly unconstitutional, the president will
adhere to his determination not to call
congress together and will so announce in
public.

All efforts to secure from members of
the supreme court either authoritative
confirmation or denial of the Chicago Tri-
bune’'s publication prove unavailing. Sen-
ator Voorhees, chairman of the finance
committee, when told of the publication
today, sald: “It may be that portion of
the law may not be sustained. I consider
there is a possibility of such a result, but
I do not know a thing. I do not belleve
any one outside of the court knows a
thing about it. But, suppose it should be
true that the portion of the law regarding
rents and municipal bonds should prove
to be, in the opinion of the court, uncon-
stitutional, the law will not be materially
fmpaired. It will stiil afford immense
revenue. The estimates made are entirely
too low on the revenue which would be
derived from the law as a whole. 1In-
stead of its raising from $15,000,000 to $30,-
000,000 it will add $50,000,000, $75.000,000, or
even $100,000,000 to the revenue.”

Senantor Hargis, of the finance commit-
tee, declined to discuss the question, as
did Senator Jones of Arkansas.

Senator Peffer expressed the opinion
that if incomes from rents and bonds
should be eliminated the efficlency of the
law would be materially erippled. “Leav-
ing out of consideration the question of
the tax on bonds,” he said, “rent is the
most important one, when we consider
