DREAMS OF BELLAMY.

Wbirh Co-operative Common-

wealth Expects to Realize.

A NEW UTOPIA PROPOSED.

A Rnsy-Hned Plan by Which the Soci-

ety Expects to Keach Mammoth

lToportions la Time.

The Seattle Co-operative Common-
wealth Society, which was Incorporated a

few days since with a capital stock of $5

divided into 500 shares of 1 cent each.held
its first monthly meeting of stockholders
last week at its headquarters. SKM 1 -* Front
street, and elected the following officers:
Trustees. S. Akeriy, H. F. Hesse, P. S.
Parker. W. Montelius. H. Raffin. M. Stew-
art and A. Bartell: president. S. Akeriy;
vice president, H. T. Hesse; secretary. D.
S. Parker: treasurer. W. Montelius: man-
ager, H. Ratfin.

Several communications were received
from other cities states inquiring as

to the methods of the society's organiza-

tion and its ends and aims. There were
also requests that organisers N> sent out
so that similar societies or branch ?* m ght'

be organized elsewhere. To this end
twelve men were sent out last Saturday

to act as organizers, and it was in order
to raise funds to defray their expenses
that the mass meeting was held last Fri-
day evening.

The Society's Plan.
The articles of incorporation of the Co-

operative Commonwealth Society set forth
that "the masses every where are walk-
ing up and down the fields of discontent
and distress like caged lions." That
"angry mutterings are heard on all sides
and desperate efforts are being made by
a few reformers to ease the situation."
"Many affirm." says the preamble, "that
revolution, like' a dark, ominous cloud,
hovers over the heads of the people and
needs but a favorite current to cause it to
burst and sweep wi-th demon-like fury
over the civilized nations of the world.
»»thers argue, with as much plausibility,
that the people are fast sinking into a
stupid slavery, and while surface erup-
tions may appear as evidence of protest
during the period of adjustment.ultimate-
ly the people will accept and tolerate the
most galling serfdom. It is to be hoped
that neither will overtake the good people,
but, the situation, desperate as it is, like
Ranquo's ghost, will not down, and some
ri'-ans must be employed to avert social
dissolution and destruction of our civili-
zation.

"Here is a plan which is submitted to
the fair, just and humane people of this
nation;

"It Is authoritatively stated that there
are 4.M0.000 men In the Uuited States out
of employment. At least one-fourth of
these Idle men are unmarried am! honii'-
less and lfve In the large commercial cen-
ter?. Therefore the plan is this: Organ-
ize tile Co-operative Commonwealth. Say
one-tenth of the KW.OftO unmarried, unem-
ployed and homeless men of Greater New-
York were to organize into such a so-
ciety. legally incorporated under the laws
of tho state. T,et them he organized in
ten or more different parts of the city,
as convenience and expediency may dic-
tate. Immediately solicit donations of
stoves, dishes, bedding, provisions, etc.,to
equip an eating and lodging headquarters.
Then send committees in search of work,

and when secured detail a man or men to

do it, the money received for wages to go

Into a common fund for the common sup-
port. New men to be detailed alternately
until each has contributed his Just share
to the common effort. This method to be

pursued until two or three days work per

week for each member is secured when
wages may be paid, under a properly and
equitably adjusted scale. 10 cents per day
from each member to be deducted and ap-
plied to a reserve or development fund.

"The work of organization could be ex-

tended to other commercial centers and In
a short time a membership of WO.OOO
could be secured, which would not absord
one-eighth of the Idle men. The work of
organization would be as rapid as the
necessities of the men would attract them
to the society.

"Here already have been rescued from
th« slums of wretchedness and desp.i ir
500,000 hopeless men and provided them
with a hom»-alone sufficient to recom-
mend If to all humfcne people. In a brief
space of time, by a systematic camflss,
work can He secured, and 1n the spring

all the surplus men who can not be pro-

vided with employment at wattes can ho

placed on vacant land In and adjoining
the cities, where enough vegetables. etc.,
can be raided to feed the members of the
society during the year, with perhaps a

surplus to sell. By such a method at least
two-thlds of the members could be put *o

work and paid, clear of board and lodg-

ing. more than could be obtained any-

where else, and apply to the development

fund 10 cent* per day for each member
"For example, the average wages for

common labor in the East is $1 p«r da v.
Board, lodging- an l washing: will cost an
unmarried man $< per we-k, leaving at

the close of the week a balance of £!. Vow
,V*> or more men living totraiher can be
fed. lodged and clothes washed for II per
we»k with as pood accommodations as

at the average boarding house, and this
would include tV? per month for rent.
Deducting 10 eents per day for the devel-

Importance and destined to sreatlv in-
crease the value of his services to him.

The Development Fund.

"But now comes the main feature of
the plan?the reserve or development
fund On a basis of 600.000 men. 10 cents
per day for si* months or 150 working

days, gcrunvuUtM the marvelous si on of
fT.SOO.fW, and in one year 115.000,000. The
society is now organlied into a nation*!
body, or corporation, and has at its com-

mand ,100.000 men and fir..ooo"of> of capital.
What now can it do? No kmg.*r must it
depend on an employer for work, and can
immediately set nearly all. if not all. its
members to work In lta own employ. Here
are glift.ooo. or perhar* by this time l.nort.-

Future Growth of Society.
"In a few years with a membership of

over one million, wfth larse whole-sale
and retail establishments in full bloom,
railroads constructed and in operation,
coal mines developed, manufacturing en-
terprises buzzing. farming' done on a
mammoth scale and doing a Rothschild
banking business, all its members could

profitably employed, and one dollar
per day added to the reserve fund as
easily as 10 cents the first vesr. which
wauld raise it to immense proportions.
attracting hundreds of thousands of
working men and provide *hem with em-
ployment. Of course long before th.s
married men could become active mem-
bers. living separately with their fam-
ilies, but paying their per capita to the
development fund. It omly requires sin-
gle men to start It.

"In a few years It would have attracted,
by reason of its superior inducements,
nearly all the working men of the na-
tion and ther* would he no unemployed,
and a development fund unconsciously
increasing to hundreds of millions of dol-
lars.

"This development fund would be 'Don-
nelly's Golden Bottle.' the sreat fat-tor,
both as a constructive and destructive
power, to instruct a new social fabric
on a co-operative tvisis and to destroy
all competition, and eventually extermin-
ate the competitive system. Plutocracy
would then lose its main prop and the
profit gatherer who live* off the toll of
others will be compelled to scamper into
the ranks of legitimate toil and earn h.s
daily bread according to the divine in-
junction. .

"When this mammoth corporation had
paralyzed individual effort in the matter

of production, by offering superior in-
ducements to the individual, ail. from
self-interest, would join in the common
effort of production, and then the name
of the society could be changed to th.it
of the United States of America, with
the who!** people Its incorporators and
equal stockholders, bringing the dream
of Bellamy to a realizing fact at the be-
ginning. instead of the close of the
twentieth century.

"Now, this is not a dream. Nor is it be-
yond the realm of possibilities. Tt is an
organized fact. About tha Ist of Janu-
ary in the city of Seattle. Wash.,
about 100 unemployed men organised
themselves Into the Industrial Co-Opera-
tive Society. They Immediately petition-
ed the city council for ten days work for
every WO members of the society. Like
all worWngmen's petitions, however. It
was smothered in committee. Notwith-
standing the city administration used its
combined powers to nip the movement in
the bud, the society secured an old build-
ing in the center 01 the city at a nominal
rent. An appeal was issued to the citi-
zens for stoves, dishes, bedding, provis-

ions and work. Canvassing committees
were sent out upon the heels of the ap-
peal. and both met with a marked de-
gree of success, and today the society is

troll fe<l It* m«ml*«-s all winter on tlh*
bread of Independence. They HH hav«

beds and bedding, are woll dreased. and
possess a bright. Independent and Intel-
ligent appearance. They have not only

much work undt-r way, but aro tlgurinf

"The most astonishing fact that im-
presses one so profoundly I#l tha already

the enterprise is an assured success, not-

withstanding <ihe society does not eon-
tain a single business man. but men who

have always defended upon an employer

for their daily I. No person can con-

template the brilliant success awaiting

such an effort when once under th*> guid-

ing hands of astute business managers.
