DEATH OF GEORGE W. TYLER

Atterney for Sarah Althea Hill and
- Friedrieh Expires in California.

A telegram was received in this eity
yesterday by Phil E. White from Ala-
meda, Cal., stating that Judge George W. |
Tyler, well known i1 this city, died Tues-
day night, His son, W, B. Tyler, of this
city, was on his way to his father's bed-
side when the news was received.

Judge Tyler was a native of Massa-
chusetis and went to San Francisco !
around the Horn in 1840. He practiced law |
at first in Alameda county, and was elect- |
ed judge on the Unlon ticket in 1862, being |
& prominent leader against the secession |
movement. Tyler practiced in San Fran- |
oisco from 1865 to 1891, when he came to
Seattle. His partner In S8an Francisco |
was Gen. Terry, and they had the cele-
brated Sharon divorce case. Tyler was
the attorney for Sarah Althea Hill, who
sued Willlam Sharon, the Comstock mine
milllonaire, and secured before Judge Sul-
livan a decree for $3.000.000 alimony. The
case was in the courts almost seven years,
Finally when t came before Judge |
Field in the United States circuit court |
it wasdeclded infavor of Shargn,and Terry
married Sarah Althea Hill, the court hav-
ing decided that she was never married |

0 Sharon. After this Terry was killed |

y Marshal Neagle, who was acling as |

The most famous case Judge Tyler had
in this county was the Alvert Friedrich
murder case. He also handied the fam-
ous Bellanger breach of promise suit be-
fore Judge Hanford, when he got a judg-
ment for $10,000.

He returned to Alameda, Cal, in the
fall of 1894, where he remalned until death
came,

He leaves a widow, two sons, George |

attle, and a married daughter in Port-
land, Or.

Delegates Want One Man to
Fill Several Offices.

HE MUST EARN HIS SALARY,

Plumbing Inspector Must Also Inspect |

Marke®s and Oil-Cars Must RBun
on Beacon HIll.

The house of delegates in special ses-
sion yesterday afterncon decided to aboi-
ish the office of plumbing imapector in s
siriciest sense and pass an ordinance atl
next Monday night's meeting phacing on
that officer in addition o his present du-
ties the duties of sanimary mspecior, fire
marshal, oll inspecior and probably mar-
ket inspector. This decision was reached
after the delegates had discussed the
present plumbing inspector trouble for
nearly two houss. The meeting oo~
menced at 2:10 o'clock with President
Crichton presidng. The .delogaies pres-
ent wers James, Voigt. Gleeson, Little,
Hurd, Kistler and Chapman.

James having at last Monday night's
meeting given notice of reconsideration
of the ardinance passed by the aldermen
and referred by the delegates reducing
the salary of the plumbing inspector W0
$! a month, atming at the practical abo-
lition of the office, moved 10 reconsider.
His motion was seconded and carried.

Gleeson said that the sewer commiliee
was thoroughly familiar with the duties
of the piumbing inspector, and as chalr-
man he was satisfied that there was no
more need for one In this ciy at the
present time than there is for another
fireboat or the fifth wheel 0 & Wagon.
Mr. Gleason said his experience had been
that a plumbing inspector does nol give
the puiblic the neceasary relief. If a
property owner wants 1o get a good plece
af plumbing done he wants to employ a
plumber who 18 on bad terms with the
plumbing inspeotor. If he employs a
plumber who “stands in” with the plumb-
ing inspector a poor job will be the re-
sult.

Kistler favored placing the duties of
sanitary officar and market inspector on
the plumbing inspector and giving him &
fair salary.

Chapman could not see where the city
was going to make any great saving by
practically abolshing the office of plumb-
jng tnspeator., It might reduce expenses
a few dollars @ month, but in the emd,
Mr. Chapman belfeved, the ciy would
duffer. He recalled the fact that when

{ the plumbing inspector trouble came up

one year ago the chairman of the sewer
conumitiee, Mr. Gleeson, had referred to
the position as one of the most kmport-
ant in the entire city govermment. Be-
cauvse the inspectors of the past had not
done thelr duties there was D& reason
why the position should be abolished
when it meant so much to the ity.

Gleeson said that at last Monday night's
meeting of the council there was an ail-
leged crack plumber in the lobby—a mem-
ber of the unfon—who did a job for him
inspector, and
charged him nearly §$1,000. It was a
miserable plece of work.  Long before
the city ever had a plumbing inspector,
Gleeson sald, he paid $3%0 for a job, and
& betler quality of work was never per-
formed in the city.

Little sald he wanted it understood that
fhe was tired of paying officials to perform
duties and then have them neglect their
work. He did not propose, while he was
in the council, to submit to it, and was
opposed to the plumbing inspector for

{ that reason.

H#rd said he had respect for the sewer
and finance committees, which were re-
sponsible for the ordinance reducing the
salary of the inspecter to §1 a month,
but he was satisfied that unless some pro-
vision was made for having the duties of
the office looked after the passage of the
ordinance would be a mistake.

Crichtoa expressed himself as being of
the opininon that it would be bad policy
to neglect the dutles required of a plumb-
ing inspector. There was no questlon,
however, but that the duties were not be-
ing properly looked after at the present
time

Voigt believed it would be better to
abolish the office of market inspector and
put his duties on the plumbing inspector,
as the latter should be thoroughly compe-
tent to look after them. He favored re-

trenchment, but would have to vote
against the ordinance.

James said he was fighting the ordi-
nan-e for the reason that the city was
paying for something which it did not

The
original ordinance which reduced the
salary of the inspector to $1 and also
raduced the salary of the chief engineer
of the water department was passed, but
the ordinance to be introduced next Mon-
jav night will repeal the section relat-
to the inspector.
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to a public sewer is made the city must
have one of the offiefals there several
times during each day that the work is
inprogress in order to see that it is
properiy gone and that the street is put
in good cofdition after the connectivn
or opening has been made.

City Comptroller Parry said he did not
think it proper to charge a fee of &

An ordinance was passed regulating the

{ and placed in the pound, the owner must
pay $1 to recover the animal and at the
same time take out a license. Heretofore
i the position of dog catcher has been a
{ very profitable one, paying from $130
| to $200 a month. The dog catcher would
{ make it a point to imprison wvaluable
| dogs and if they were not called for
| would sell them. Under the present or-
dinance the pound master has no au-
thority to release a dog uniess the owner
presents a certificate showing that he
had paid his fine, also a regular license.
