HOW IT WORKED IN DETROIT.

Committee Pushing Plans For Seattle
-Many Families Were Made «»elf-

6upportin« by It.

The committee Iti charge of the Ptn-
gree land plan of Seattle yesterday an-
nounced that It was ready for bus in as
and would J>e glad to bear from those
who desire to accept tools and seed and
commence the cultivation of land from
which they snail reap the profits. this
'?irainj a living for themselves and t.jeir
faroiiiea. The first and only applicant
who app«aared during the 'lay was .4 we-'.W
known mechanic of the city, who hae re-
side! here for a long tkr.e and who at
present finds hlnfiself out of sork, with
no means of himself and fam-
ily. He lives in the southern j»art of the
<*t:y. and tcid one of the memtier* of the
committee that he would he only too glad
to cultivate a piece of land if he were
fjrnitoi<xl the implements and some eeeda.
The committee has derided not to Rive
out the names of those who apply tor
land, and wishes It further undt .r+: *>d
that the present work is not that of char-
ity. "We are simply giving those who
desire to earn a living and who have no
means of doing so a chance to raise for
themselves the necessaries of life," paid

one of the committee yesterday. "They
must work, and therefore we do not v. ish
It understood that they are the subjects
of charity."

As stated yesterday. th© committee
feels satisfied that the Pingree pita will
prove a success In this city if those M ho
wish to earn a livingwill take advantage
of the offers made them and go to v.ork
cultivating the land. The directors cf the
Bureau of Associated Charities, which
has the matter in charge, think they rre
giving the poor people an honest cnarce
to show whether they desire to go to
work, and if they refuse to take advan-
tage of the offer made them during the
summer, they mill be treated accordingly

when they apply for assistance during the
winter months. The land which they will
be given to cultivate can be readily
worked. The committee lias announced
that it does not desire offers of land
which cannot be cultivated during the
summer, lauid which is partially cov-

ered with stumps and timber a ill not be
accepted, for the reason that it v. ill be
difficult to work It, and for the further
reason that it is thought that plenty of
clear land a ill be secured. At present
the committee has the old Denny farm
near Lake L'nion. and is negotiating for
the Hill and Bond tracts beyond \<sler
avenue. If these can be secured, there
will be ample land to supply the early

applicants, and then efforts will He made
to secure some small parcels of lani In
and about the city which are not in use
ait the present time.

How It Worked In Detroit.

The Detroit agricultural committee, in
s report sent to Mayor Plngree In De-
cember last, gives many Interesting facts
concerning the movement in Detroit. The
committee says:

"The plan as first suggested by you. In
view of the fact that there were lying
Idle and unoccupied thousands of acres
within the city limits and adjacent there-
to. and thousands of unemployed and
poor persons dependent more or less upon
charity, who, if given opportunity, would
gladly cultivate some of these lands, was
to give such people an opportunity to

e«<h for himself cultivate a small por-
tion and thereby materially assist In pro-
viding for his family. To this end you

appointed a committee to which they
could apply and which was to act a*

bring the land and people to-
gether Bome 8,000 applications were made
for land?the majority through the city

jw>or commission?and some direct to the
committee. A considerable proportion of

applications were from persons who
had never been assisted by charity, who.
due to the hard times, were out of work
and deserving. Owing to the want of
funds the committee was able to provide
for but !M5 families.

The Method of Operation.

"All cases were carefully investigated
and none but worthy porsons wlfh fam-
ilies were helped. Among these there
were some thirty widows who. having de-

pendent boys, werv able properly to cul-
tivate the land Riven them

"Lands for this purpose were offered
by rharltable persons In almost all parts

of the city and Its environs: about !."?>

a res were accepted and located. The
land was plowed, harrowed, staked off by

committee Into parcels from one-quarter

to one-half acre ea>*h. After belne stake!
of* each applicant was a-slsned a lot upon
a piece of land near bis home. In many
Instances this was not practicable and
persons were assigned occasionally to
pieces two miles from their homes.

MURDER IN A CHURCH.
Pretty fiirlSlain and Mutilated

in San Francisco.

WORTHY OF JACK THE RIPPER.

Horrible Spectacle That Greeted Per-

feons Who Entiwl the Chnrch to Put

Faater Flower* Hefbre the Altar.

San Francisco, April IS.?A horrihle
crlm* was unearthed today at the Krnan-
tiel Baptist church In this city. One of
the Sunday school teachers, with her
P'lplls. entering the chun-h to arrange

the Faster decorations, found the body
of a young girl frightfully mutilated In
the pastor's study adjoining the main
auditorium. Her clothing was torn and
disheveled, and she had evidently been
outraged before she was killed, or else
her murder was the result of chagrin at I
rape upon the part of her baffled assail-
ant. Her frntl body was covered with
blood and wounds. The walls of the
study were bespattered with her blood,

and there was a large red pool under the
table near her feet us she lay dead,

was a hi* g;<*h across her forehead, from
which had flowed blood, tilling her
A cut on wrist had severed the arter-

ies and tendons. She was stabbed In
each breast, and over th© heart was a

flr*h wound, tn which was sticking part
of a broken blade.

The assailant had evidently possessed
all the ferocity of a Jack the Ripper, Th«
knife, whl h was afterward found, was
a sliver-handled table knife used the pre-
vious evening a* a church festival, and
was so dull that the victim's dreas had
V>ef»n openel at the breast to enable the
blade to pierce the flesh.

The body was subsequently Identified as
that of Minnie Williams. re«! Mnsr In Ala-
meda. but a member and regular tftend-
ant at Kmanuel church In this city. She
was about 1? years of age and remark-
ably pretty. She left her residence In
Alameda Friday afternoon at « o'c'oek to

attend a festival In th* church last even-
ing. remain all night with friends, and
a«aist In the decorations today. Sh» wore

her be*t frock, and carried ano'her dre«a
to wear while working In the church.
When the entertainment closed last even-
ing she Is presumed to have entered a
closet adjoining the study to chants her
attire. The sexton, believing every one
bad gon». turned out <h« lights and left
the church.
