HOTEL RAYMONDGONE

Pasadena’s Great Winter Resort
Destroyed by Fire.

NOT A STICK LEFT STANDING.

The Guests All Escape. but Save Only
Themselves—The Loss Halfa
Million Dellars.

. Los Angeles, Cal, April 14—The Hotel
Raymond at Pasadena. ten miles from
Los Angeles, was totaily destroyed by fire
at 3:3 this afternoon. Not a stick of the
famous resort is left. The Notel was
crowded with tourists, but they all es-
caped with their jives, although ward-
robes and other possessions were en-
tirely consumed. The cause of the fire
is not yet known. There was noO ineur-
ance. The Raymond was one of the most

famous health and pleasure resorts in |
the United States. It was a very large
structure, built entirely of wood, and was |

Jocated on a hill commanding a magnifi-
cent view of the San Gabriel valley.

In less than an hour from the time the |

fire was discovered in the cupola st the
southwest carner of the building the huge
wooden structure was level with the
ground and the only thing left standing
to mark the spot was the tall brick chim-
ney of the furnace. The fire was discov-
ered at 3:2 by a boy outside, who saw
a cloud of smoke issuing from the win-
dows of the cupola on the fourth story.
The alarm was at once given, but the
flames burst forth before a drop of water
could be brought, and the strmag wind,
almost a gale, which had been hlowing
all day, carried the flames at an alarm-
ing rate. There was no hope for the
duilding from the start.

There were about 150 guests in the hotel,
10 of whom were members of the Car

Accountants’ Assoclation, whose special |

train stood at Raymond station. The
guests acted in an orderly manner, and
some succeeded in saving a few personal
effects, though most of them lost every-
thing in the building. No one was in-
jured seriousiy, but in trying to save
something a few were burned about the
face and hands, and one of the guests

roof of the veranda. The electric fire

alarm was sounded in each room as soon |
as the fire was discovered, and in less |

than ten minutes every person had left,
except a few man servants, who tried to
save the trunks. The hotel was supplied
